EXPOSE SOMMAIRE DES TENDANCES 

Eb ipments 

After rising to $3,855.4 million in August, the 
estimate for total seasonally-adjusted manufacturers' 
shipments fell by 2.37. in September to return to the 
July level of $3,766.8 million. 

Shipments by durable goods producers fell by 4.67. 
as September strikes in the automotive industry con-
tributed to a 20.0% drop in the Transportation Equip-
ment industries. The Electrical Products industries 
and the Furniture and Fixtures industries both showed 
their second consecutive monthly decline of 4.37. and 
4.07. respectively. The Wood industries recovered 
their July level by countering a 7. 57. drop in August 
with an 8.2% rise in September while the Metal 
Fabricating industries, which had remained relatively 
unchanged in August from July, increased their ship-
ments by 4.87. in September, leaving them slightly 
above the year's previous high point reached in June. 

In the non-durable goods-producing category, 
drops in shipments by seven of the twelve industry 
groups led to an overall decline of 0.27.. The most 
significant single decline was 9.57, in the Textiles 
industries followed by a 7.3% drop in the Miscella-
neous industries group. Knitting Mills continued a 
downward trend begun in June of this year with a 
September decline of 3.57.. Notable emong the except-
ions were the Clothing industries which showed a 7.7% 
recovery in September after suffering substantial de-
clines in July and August. 

Total manufacturers shipments, unadjusted for 
seasonal variation, were estimated at $33,845.0 million 
for the first nine month of 1970, up 1.3% from the 
omparable figure for 1969. 

Orders 

A 0.9% decrease in the seasonally-adjusted level 
of orders remaining unfilled at the end of September, 
when coupled with the decline in shipments, indicates 
a decline of 4.0% in new orders received by Canadian 
manufacturers in September. 

In the durable goods-producing category, large 
declines in new orders received in the Machinery, 
Electrical Products, and Transportation Equipment in-
dustries led to a drop of 9.7% in the category as a 
whole. September shipments, though lower than in Au-
gust, were still greater than the new orders received, 
and unfilled orders were down 1.3% at the end of the 
month. The most significant exception to this down-
ward trend was a 16.3% increase in new orders recei-
ved by the Metal Fabricating industries. 

In the non-durable category increases in new 
orders received by six of the twelve industry groups 
produced an overall increase of 1.3% while unfi1led 
orders were up 1.6% at the end of the month. 
Unfilled orders in the Clothing industries remained 
virtually unchanged from their end-of-August level as 
the 7.2% increase in new orders received was offset by 
shipment increases over the month.

L'industrie des appareils et du 
materiel electriques et celle du meuble at des articles d'smeu-
blement ont enregistrd une baisse pour Is deuxième mois de 
suite, aoit 6.3 St 4.0 p. 100 respectivement. L'induetrie 
du bois est revenue a son niveau de juillet grAce 1 une hausse 
de 8.2 p.  100 en septembre après uric baisse de 7.5 p. 100 an 
ao0t mais celle des produits métalliques, qui n'a connu prati-
quement aucune variation entre juillet et ao0t, a accru sea 
expeditions de 4.8 p. 100 en septembre, atteignant aini Un 
niveau Un peu plus Clevd qu'en juin. 

Chez lea producteurs de biens non durables, lea dininu-
tions enregistrdea par sept des douse branches ont produit tine 
baisse globale de 0.2 p.  100. La diminution Ia plus marquee 
a été de 9.5 p. 100, dans Pindustrie textile, suivie des in-
dustries manufacturiares diversea (7.3 p. 100). La bonneterie 
a poursuivi is baisse en cours depuis Ic mois de juin, avec 
une diminution de 3.5 p. 100 en septembre. Par contre, l'in-
dustrie du v8tement a connu tine augmentation de 7.7 p. 100 en 
septembre apras avoir subi des baisses conaiddrables an juillet 
St ao0t. 

L'ensemble des expeditions des manufacturiers, non corn-
geea pour les variations ssisonnilres, était estimé 1 
33,845.0 millions de dollars pour lea neuf premiers ants de 
1970, soit 1.3 p. 100 de plus que pour la m&e pCriode de 
1969.

Dana la catdgorie des biens durabies, de fortes diminu-
tions des nouvelles candes recues par i'industrie de is ma-
chinerie, l'industrie des appareils et du msténiel Clectriques, 
at celle du materiel de transport ont produit une baisse de 
9.7 p. 100 dana l'ensemble de cette categorie. M8ins 55 ies 
expeditions de septeinbre etaient infdrieures 1 celles d'soflt, 
ellea étaient quand méine plus élevdea que lea nouvelles 
conmiandes reçues, et ies coesnandes en carnet avsient diminuC 
de 1.3 p.  100 1 Ia fin du moia. La principals industrie qui 
a Cchappe 1 ce mouvement en baisse a été l'industrie des pro-

Lea coesnandes an csrnet de l'industrie du vétement n'ont 
pratiquement P55 vane entre soOt at septembre parce que 
l'accroissement des expeditions durant le mois a coinpensC 
l'augmentation de 7.2 p. 100 des nouvelles coganandea. 



Inventories 

Total investment in Canadian manufacturers' owned 
inventory, after adjustment for seasonal variation, 
was estimated at $7,971.2 million at the end of Sept-
ember. This was 0.1% higher than the previous month 
and 1.0'Z higher than the level at the end of March, 
which was the beginning of the current upward trend. 

Non-durable goods producers added slightly to 
their stocks of raw materials and goods-in-process 
but offset this with a lowering of investment in 
finished products to leave their total owned inven-
tory virtually unchanged from the level which existed 
at the end of August. Durable goods-producers, while 
lowering both raw materials and finished products 
inventories by 0.27, increased their goods-in-process 
by 2.0Z to yield a net increase of 0.2% in their to-
tal investment in owned inventory. 

The seasonally-adjusted ratio of inventory owned 
to ehipments was 2.12 at the end of September as compared 
to 2.07 at the end of August and 2.01 at the end of 
September, 1969. The seasonally-adjusted ratio of 
finished products to shipment8 was 0.76 at the end of 
September compared to 0.75 at the end of August and 
0.71 at the end of September 1969.

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CCEPTS AND METHODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this  
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. The 
data in the August 1970 publication are the first to be 
based on the 1968 census. Values for years prior to 
and including 1968 are derived directly from the census 
and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those years 
should equal published census values. Because the 
monthly values subsequent to 1968 are projections, 
these totals are subject to adjustment when more recent 
census data become available. Year end inventory val-
ues published here are for December and differ from 
year end census values to the extent that fiscal year 
census reports show inventory values at dates other 
than December 31. Unfilled orders on books are pub-
liahed for industries where orders are part of the 
accounting records. 

nthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sine of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
som of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
atrike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
them or they can be filled from existing stocks.

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
justing current shipments by the changes between the 
opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each estab-
lishment when response has not been received at cotapi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
inuiedintely prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

At the time of adjustments to census benchmarks, 
there may be substantial changes in the series. These 
may be caused by changes in the industrial claasifica-
tion of firms when their activity has been analysed 
for census purposes after preliminary estimates of in-
dustry totals have been made for this series; by in-
clusion of month-by-month responses received too late 
for use in calculating preliminary or revised data and 
by changes in accounting and, therefore, reporting 
methods by multi-establishment companies.
