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EXPOSE SOWIAIRE DES TENNCES 

(Unless otherwise noted, all values discussed in 
the trend stmlulary are based on seasonally adjusted 
data, current month estimates are preliminary; those 
for the previous month, revised from the preceding 
issue). 

The estimated values of manufacturers' shipments, 
new orders and unfilled orders, showed increases from 
January to February 1971. At the same time, invento-
ries both owned and held were lower. 

Shipments 

The total value of manufacturers' shipments dur-
ing February increased 4.1% from the January estimate 
to $3,979.2 million. Among durable goods industries, 
the largest gain was in transportation equipment in-
dustries, where shipments values increased more than 
$135 million to register a 29.7% gain on the month. 
None of the other industries in this category showed 
significant month-to-month changes. Higher tobacco 
industries shipments led the relative increases among 
non-durable industries with a 21.5% increase over 
the month to $46.3 million. Foods and Beverages and 
rubber products industries also recorded higher ship-
ments over the month but there were declines in the 
shipments of textile, knitting mills and clothing 
industries.

La valeur globale estimde des expeditions des nouvelles 
coumnandes et des coninandes en carnet des fabricants a augmentC 
entre janvier et fdvrier 1971. Au cours de Is méme pdriode, 
lea stocks possddés et les stocks détenus ont baissC. 

Expeditions 

La valeur totale des expeditions des fabricants a aug-
menté de 4.1% en février, pour atteindre 3,979.2 millions de 
dollars. Pour lea industries de biens durables, c'est l'indus-
trie du materiel de transport qui a enregiatré la plus forte 
hausse, 29.7%, ce qui représente une hausse de la valeur de 
135 millions de dollars. Les autres industries de cette caté-
gone n'ont pas enregistré de variation appreciable dun mole 
A l'autre. Pour les industries productrices de biens non du-
rables, c'est l'industrie du tabac qui a enregiatré le plus 
fort aecroissement proportionnel des expeditions (21.57.), qui 
ont atteint 46.3 millions de dollars. Lea expeditions de l'in-
duatnie des alimenta et des boissons St cells du caoutchouc 
ont aussi augmenté en février, mais sues ont baissé pour Pin-
dustrie du textile, pour Ia bonneterie, et pour l'industrie 
du vétement. 

Orders 

For the second consecutive month, the estimated 
value of new orders received by all manufacturers 
showed strong gains, reaching a total value in February 
of $4,061.3 million. Most of the increase, again, was 
in the durable goods group of industries with gains 
of 25.0% in machinery industries and 14.0% in trans-
portation equipment industries. There were declines 
in the new orders received as reported by the wood 
industries and electrical products industries, but 
increases in the remainder of this group ranged from 
2.1% in metal fabricating industries to 6.7% in the 
primary metals industries. It was the third straight 
month of increases in new orders in the durable goods 
industries. From an estimated value of $1,605.0 mil-
lion in November, they climbed 22.9% to the February 
level of $1,972.3 million. 

With unfilled orders value at $4,414.0 million 
at the end of February, manufacturing industries had 
more than recovered an overall 3.1% decline in the 
total value of month-end backlogs that started in 
August and ended in December. In January, this down 
trend was reversed and the backlog grew another 1.97. 
through February. The $41. 1 million excess value of 
orders received over those filled by the machinery 
industries in February was the largest contributor 
among the industry groups to the higher month-end 
estimate. 

Conanandes 

Pour le deuxiAme mois consécutif, la valeur estimée des 
nouvelles coninandes recues par l'ensemble des fabricants a 
auginenté fortement, atteignant en févnier Is valeur totals de 
4,061.3 millions de dollars. Encore une fais, Is plus grands 
partie de Cet accroissement a ete enregistre pour lee indus-
tries productrices de biens durables. l.ea nouvelles conanandes 
ont auginenté de 25.0% dana lindustnie de la machinerie et de 
14% dens l'industrie du materiel de transport. Lea nouvelles 
coimnandes ont diminuC pour l'industnie du bois et pour celle 
des appareils et du materiel électriques. Las accroissements 
pour lee autres industries de ce groupe variaient entre 2.1% 
(prodults métalliques) et 6.7% (premiAre transformation des 
metaux). Las nouvelles coninandes ont augmentC pour le troi-
sime mois consécutif pour les industries productrices de 
biens durables. La valeur estimCe des nouvelles coimnandes a 
augmenté de 22.97, passant de 1,605.0 millions de dollars pour 
le mois de novembre 1970 A 1,927.3 millions en février. 

Avec des coamnandes en carnet dune valeur de 4,414.0 mil-
lions de dollars A la fin de février, lea industries manufac-
turilres ant plus que compensé une baisse generale de 3.1% de 
la valeur totale des corinnandes en carnet en fin de nuoia, baia-
as qui avail conunencé en soOt et await pris fin en décembre. 
En janvier, la tendance s'est renversée, et en février lea 
conanandes en carnet ont encore augmenté de 1.9%. La plus 
grande partie de cet accroissement a été enregistrée dana I'm-
dustrie de la machinerie, dont Ia valeur des coemandes reçues 
dépassait de 41.1 millions de dollars celle des counnandea en 
carnet A la fin de fCvrier. 



Inventories 

Although shipments and orders were somewhat 
higher, inventory levels decreased in February. Deliv-
eries of completed work from the transportation indus-
tries substantially lowered the value of inventory 
held but not owned; but there was also a decrease in 
the value of owned inventory during the month of $57.2 
million to a 14 month low of $7,834.2 million. At 
this figure the estimate was $131.9 million or 1.7% 
down from that for August, the highest level in 1970. 

Lower inventory owned and higher shipments com-
bined to reduce the ratio of the value of inventory 
owned to shipments to 1.97 from 2.06 a month earlier 
and the ratio for finished products inventory to ship-
ments to 0.71 from 0.75. 

Stocks 

Malgré un leger accroissement des expeditions et des com-
mandes, les stocks ont dimlnué en février. La l&vraison tie 
produits finis pour l'industrie du transport a entraind une 
baisse appreciable dans Ia valeur des stocks ddtenus mais non 
possédés. Par ailleurs, Ia valeur des stocks possddés a aussi 
baissC tie 57.2 millions de dollars en février, pour arteindre 
7,834.2 millions de dollars, le niveau le plus baa depuis 14 
mois. Ceci reprdsente une baisse de 131.9 millions de dollars, 
ou 1.77., par rapport au maximrnn enregistre en soOt 1970. 

La diminution des stocks possedés et l'accroissement des 
livraisons expliquent ainsi que le rapport stocks possCdés/ex-
péditions soit tonibé de 2.06 pour le mois de janvier 1.97 en 
février, et qua le rapport stocks tie produits finis/expéditions 
soit passé de 0.75 1 0.71.

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CONCEPTS AND METHODS 

inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. The 
data in the August 1970 publication are the first to be 
based on the 1968 census. Values for years prior to 
and including 1968 are derived directly from the census 
and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those years 
should equal published census values. Because the 
monthly values subsequent to 1968 are projections, 
these totals are subject to adjustment when more recent 
census data become available. Year end inventory val-
ues published here are for December and differ from 
year end census values to the extent that fiscal year 
census reports show inventory values at dates other 
than December 31. Unfilled orders on books are pub-
lished for industries where orders are part of the 
accounting records. 

Monthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cant 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sum of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(I.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
them or they can be filled from existing stocks.

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable ifltereSt 
to economists and m.rketing people, is derived by ad-
ustin. current shipments by the changes between the 

opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each estab-
lishment when response has not been received at compi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
iimnediately prior month in conjunction with prelitni-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

Riatorical Series 

Changing industrial classifications, development 
of new component series and useful aggregations, 
adoption of new benchmarks, and revisions caused by 
late response to the survey all create difficulties 
for those who wish to construct historical series 
incorporating the latest revisions to data contained 
in this issue. Minor revisions caused by late re-
sponse to the survey are made to the inanediately pre-
ceding monthly values in each current issue. Major 
revisions take place when the series are adjusted to

Seasonal Adjuaent 

The seasonal adjustment method applied to the 
series is a computerized ratio to moving average meth-
od in use at the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. It is 
the standard computer progrem to apply the X-11 version 
of the U.S. Bureau of the Census Method 11. 

Nontha for Cyclical Dominance 

The MCD or Months for Cyclical Dominance values 
at the head of each column of seasonally adjusted val-
ues indicates the smallest span of months for which 
the average change in the cyclical factor is greater 
than that for the irregular factor. For the smooth-
est series the MCD is 1, for the most erratic s2riea 
it is 6. Application of a moving average of the pe -
riod of the MCD will tend to smooth irregular move-
ments that may obscure the underlying trend-cycle.
