EXPOSE SIAIRE DES TENDANCES 

(Unless otherwise noted all values referred to 
in the trend summary have been adjusted for seasonal 
variation. Those for the current month are preliminary 
and for the preceding month, revised.) 

An upward swing in the value of manufacturers' 
shipments and new orders during the first two months 
of 1971 was reversed in March when shipments declined 
5.57. to $3,759.4 million and new orders were off 4.37. 
to $3,859.1 million. Unfilled orders continued a 
three-month trend of increases and inventories owned 
at the end of March were slightly higher. 

Shipments 

Although lower shipments were general, the drop 
in the shipments of durable goods of 7.77, to $1,747.0 
million during March was most marked in the transpor -
tation equipment industries where the total value was 
off 13.37. to $512.1 million. However, it should be 
noted that this industry group enjoyed unusually high 
shipments in February when the motor vehicle industries 
were still recovering from the lengthly automotive 
strike in the autumn of 1970. in Spite of the March 
decline, the average monthly value of durable goods 
industries' shipments in the first three months was 
$123.3 million higher than the average in the final 
quarter of 1970. 

Among non-durable goods industries, only the 
chemical and petroleum producers reported higher ship-
ments in March. The decline from $2,087.5 million to 
$2,012.4 million brought the estimated value of non-
durable goods industries shipments to its lowest point 
since April 1970 although the average shipments for 
each month of the first quarter of 1971 was $5.2 mil-
lion higher than for the preceding three months for 
these industries.

La hausse de la valeur des expeditions des fabricants et 
de celle des nouvellee cotnmandes, qui s'est produite en janvier 
et en février 1971, ne s'eat pas poursuivie en mars; au con-
traire, Ia valeur des expeditions a diminué de 5.57., tombant A 
3,759.4 millions de dollars, et cells des nouvelies conanandes, 
de 4.37. (A 3,859.1 millions). L'augmentation des coninandes en 
carnet se poursuit depuia Ia debut de l'année; lea stocks 
possédCs A Is fin de mars étaient legerement en hausse par 
rapport Al février. 

Expeditions 

Bien que Is valeur des expeditions ait diminuC dens toutes 
lea branches d'activité, Is baisse (7.77.) de celles de biens 
durables, lesquelles sont passCcs A 1,747.0 millions de dollars, 
a surtout frappé la fabrication du materiel de transport, dont 
lea expeditions ont diminué de 13.3% en tombant A 512.1 
millions. 11 faut noter, toutefois, qu'en fCvrier, le volume 
des expeditions de cette industrie a Cté particulièrement 
Clove, car linduatric automobile rattrapait encore Ic retard 
qu'olle avait pris bra de Ia longue grlve do lautomne der-
nier. Malgré Is diminution de mars, is valeur rsoyenne men-
suelle des expeditions de biens durablcs Ctait pour le premier 
semestre de 1971 Ic 123.3 millions do dollars plus Clevée que 
cells du dernier trimestre de 1970. 

Parmi lea industries manufacturières de biens non dura-
bles, seules l'industrie chimique et l'industrie pCtrolière 
ont enregistre une hausse des expeditions en mars. Etant 
tombée de 2,087.5 millions de dollars A 2,012.4 millions, is 
valeur estimee des expeditions de biens non durables était A 
son plus has niveau depuis avril 1970; par contre, la valeur 
moyenne des expeditions des troia premiers mois de 1970 a ete 
de 5.2 millions de dollars supérieure A celle des trois 
mois precedents. 

Orders 

New orders for durable goods producing industries 
estimated at $1,872.5 million, were down 3.5% on their 
February level, but at that figure remained $50.5 mil-
lion higher than in January and well above values 
during the autumn of 1970. Among non-durable goods 
industries where the value of new orders dropped 5.17. 
to $1,986.6 million overall, the decline was primarily 
a reflection of the lower total values of shipments. 

Boosted by large orders in the shipbuilding indus-
try, the end-of-March backlog of unfilled orders in 
durable goods industries was estimated in March at 
$3,909.1 million, an increase of 3.3% from the February 
figure. Unfilled orders in total had been increasing 
each month from December, 1970. The total backlog in 
the transportation equipment industries was $141.1 
million higher than a month earlier. Unfilled orders 
in non-durable goods industries were off 4.3% during 
the month. 

Conanandes

biena non durables ont diminue dana l'enaemble de 5.1% en ne 
totalisant que 1,986.6 millions de dollars; cette diminution 
reflète surtout la baisse de is valeur totale des expeditions. 

Crce A d'importantes coninandes dane Is construction Ce 
navires, Is valeur estimCe des coninandos en carnet Ce biens 
durablea était, fin mars, de 3,909.1 millions Ce dollars, soft 
une augmentation Ce 3.3% par rapport A fCvrier. L'ensemble 
des conanandes en carnet a augmenté Ce mois en mois depuis 
déce,sbre 1970. La valeur totsle des conanandes en carnet de 
lindustrie du materiel de transport était de 141.1 millions 
de dollars supCrieure A celle du mois dernier. La valeur des 
cotmnandes en carnet de biens non durablea Ctsit en baiaae de 
4.3% par rapport au mois precedent. 
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Inventories 

There was a slight increase in the total value 
of inventory owned from $7,843.7 million at the end of 
February to $7,894.9 million a manth later. This in-
crease was recorded in raw materials and finished prod-
ucts which were 1.07 and 1.27 higher respectively. The 
value of goods in process which includes inventory held 
but not owned was down slightly, reflecting the final 
delivery of high value durable goods for which payment 
had earlier been reflected in shipments as work prog-
eased. 

The ratio of total inventory owned to shipments 
was 2.10 compared with 1.97 a mnth earlier and of 
finished products inventory to shipments, 0.77 compared 
with 0.71 at the end of February. 

Stocks 

La valeur totale des atocka posaédéa a l8g6rement augmen-
t; ella est passde entre Ia fin de fdvrier Ct Is fin de mars 
de 7,843.7 millions de dollars a 7,894.9 millions. Lea stocks 
des matières premieres et de produits finis ont augmenté res-
pectivement de 1.0i et de 1.27.. La valeur des produits en 
cours de fabrication, qui englobe celle des stocks ddtenus mats 
non possédés, a ldglrmnent diminué; cette baisse est due é is 
livraison finale de biens durables de grande valeur dont le 
paiement avait dtd inclus plus tOt dana la valeur des ecpddi-
tions. 

Le rapport des stocks aux expeditions eat passé de 1.97 
en février a 2.10 en mars et celut des produits finis awt ex-
pdditions, de 0.72 A 0.77.

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CONCEPTS AND METHODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. The 
data in the August 1970 publication are the first to be 
based on the 1968 census. Values for years prior to 
and including 1968 are derived directly from the census 
and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those years 
should equal published census values. Because the 
monthly values subsequent to 1968 are projections, 
these totals are subject to adjustment when more recent 
census data become available. Year end inventory val-
ues published here are for December and differ from 
year end census values to the extent that fiscal year 
census reports show inventory values at dates other 
than December 31. Unfilled orders on books are pub-
lished for industries where orders are part of the 
accounting records. 

Monthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sum of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
them or they can be filled from existing stocks.

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No eat itnate of this value is made for those industries 
where orders are customarily filled as received from 
stocks on hand and orders books are, therefore, not 
generally maintained. 

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
justing current shipments by the changes between the 
opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each estab-
lishmont when response has not been received at compi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
immediately prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

Ristorical Series 

Changing industrial classifications, development 
of new component series and useful aggregations, 
adoption of new benchmarks, and revisions caused by 
late response to the survey all create difficulties 
for those who wish to construct historical series 
incorporating the latest revisions to data contained 
in this issue. Minor revisions caused by late re-
sponse to the survey are made to the inisediately pre-
ceding monthly values in each current issue. Major 
revisions take place when the series are adjusted to 
annual manufacturing census benchmarks, for all 
months, commencing with the first month of that bench- 
mark year. A complete review of the publishing history 
noting issues containing changes, additions and major 
revisions was contained in the 1970 Annual Supplement, 
inventories, Shipments and Orders (Cat. No. 31-001). 
However, for most major series, classified according 
to the 1960 Standard industrial Classification, by 
months, commencing in 1961, the latest revised data 
can be found in certain key issues as follows: data 
from January, 1961 to December, 1965, in the July, 
1968 issue; from January, 1965, to December, 1968, in 
the Annual Supplement; from January, 1969 to December, 
1969, in any issue from August to December, 1970; from 
January, 1970 to date, in this issue. 

Definitions, classifications and groupings are 
taken from the census of manufactures. 

Seasonal Adjuslasent 

The seasonal adJusent method applied to the 
series is a computerized ratio to moving average meth-
od in use at the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. It is 
the standard computer program to appiy the X-ll version 
of the U.S. Bureau of the Census Method II. 

Months for Cyclical Dominance 

The MCD or Months for Cyclical Dominance values 
at the head of each column of seasonally adjusted val-
jes indicates the smallest span of months for which 
the average change in the cyclical factor is greater 
than that for the irregular factor. For the smooth-
est series the MCD is 1, for the most erratic series 
It is 6. Application of a moving average of the pe-
nod of the MCD will tend to smooth irregular move-
santa that may obscure the underlying trend-cycle.
