La valeur des livraisons des fabricants a augmente de 
1.9% an avril pour atteindre 3,879.0 millions de dollars, maia 
elle est néanmoins de 100.5 millions infdrieure A celle de 
fdvrier. II y a 6galement eu une augmentation des nouvelles 
cooansndes et des conutandes an carnet en fin de mois, qui ont 
atteint 3,964.7 millions at 4,571.2 millions de dollars res-
pectivement. La valeur totale des stocks possddds a legère-
meat diminud, n'atteignant que 7,865.5 millions de dollars. 

Expeditions 

Los livraions de biens durables ont atteint 1,823.2 
millions de dollars, soit une augmentation do 3.0% an avril. 
C'est l'industrie des appareils at du materiel diectriques 
qui a connu Is plus importante hausse relative mensuelle, soit 
10.77., ce qui reprdsente une augmentation de 23.6 millions de 
dollars. Lea livraisons de matérial de transport ont diminud 
de 0.77., consequence de Is baisse relativement itnportante des 
livrsisons de l'industrie automobile. Lea livraisons de biens 
non durables ont dgalement augmenté, passant de 2,038.0 mil-
lions de dollars an mars a 2,055.8 millions an avril. II y a 
eu des accroiasements des livraisons dans presque bus lea 
secteurs do Is fabrication des biena non durables, A l'except-
ion de l'industrie des produits chimiques, de l'industrie du 
papier et des produits connexes et de celle des aliments at 
boissons dont lea ventes Ont bajssd de 7.2%, de 0.7% at de 
0.3% respect ivement. 

(Unless otherwise noted )  all values referred to 
in the trend summary have been adjusted for seasonal 
variation. Those for the current month are preliminary 
and for the preceding month, revised.) 

A 1.9% increase in the value of manufacturers' 
shipments in April increased the total to $3,879.0 
million, but the level remained $100.5 million below 
that in February. New orders received and the month-
end backlog were also higher at $3,964.7 million and 
$4,571.2 million respectively. The value of total 
inventory owned declined slightly  to $7,865.5 million. 

Shipments 

Shipments of durable goods producing industries 
at $1,823.2 million increased three per cent in April, 
with the largest relative gain, 10.7% in the electrical 
products industries, where a one-month increase of 
$23.6 million dollars was noted. Shipments in the 
transportation equipment industries were 0.7% down re-
flecting relatively lower shipments in the automobile 
producing industry. Non-durable goods manufacturers' 
shipments were also slightly higher at $2,055.8 
million compared With $2,038.0 million in March. There 
were increases in most of the major groups of non-
durable goods producing industries excepting chemical 
products, paper and allied industries, and foods and 
beverages where the sales were down 7.2%, 0.7% and 0.3% 
respectively. 

Orders 

A sizeable 30.2% increase in new orders in the 
machinery industries led the durable goods industries 
to an overall increase of $11.1 million during the month. 
New orders received in the metal fabricating industries 
were an estimated $31.9 million higher, but the gains 
were mainly offset by drops in new orders received in 
transportation equipment and primary metals. In total, 
new orders in durable goods industries were $301.4 
million higher than in November, although, at $1906.4 
million, were still slightly below their February level. 

The backlog of unfilled orders has grown each 
month since November, showing a 1.9% increase in April 
to $4,571.2 million. Among the durable goods producing 
industries, the backlog at the end of April was 7.2% 
up in the transportation equipment group where the 
strength was primarily evident in the aircraft and 
shipbuilding industries. There were few significant 
changes in the backlogs of non-durable goods producers 
over the month. 

Coimnsiides 

Un important aecroissement des nouvelles coninandes corn-
macdes do machinerie s'est traduit par une augmentation g10 
bale do 11.1 millions do dollars des nouvelles conunandes de 
biens durables en avril. L'industrie des produits mftalliques 
a enregistrC une hausse cI'environ 31.9 millions de dollars de 
sea nouvelles commandes, inais cette augmentation a CEé presque 
entiarement cornpenade par la diminution des nouvellos cousnandes 
de matérial de transport et do mdtaux primaires. Au total, lea 
nouvelles commandes de biens non durables Ont augmentf de 301.4 
millions de dollars entre novembre 1970 et avril 1971, pour 
atteindre 1,906.4 millions de dollars, total légèrement infdrieur 

celui du mois do fCvrier. 

Depuis le mois de novembre 1970, las commandos en earner 
n'ont cease de crottre, sugmentant en avril de 1.9% at atteignant 
4,517.2 millions de dollars. Dens is fabrication des biens 
durables, lea commandos an carnet avaient augmentd A Is fin 
d'avril de 7.2% dana l'industrie du materiel de transport, 
surtout chez les manufacturiers d'avions at dens la construc- 
tion de navires. Lea commandos en carnet des fabricants de 
biens non durables n'ont subi que peu de changanents appré-
ciables an avril. 



Inventories 

As work proceded on larger items of durable goods, 
primarily in the metal fabricating, machinery and 
transportation equipment industries, there was a steady 
increase in the goods in process component of the 
total inventory held value estimated for all manufactu-
ring industries. However, this increase was fully 
offset by lower levels of manufacturers' investment in 
raw materials and stocks completed and ready for sale. 
The total value of stocks owned by durable goods 
manufacturers was down 0.47 and that of non-durable 
goods producers, fractionally lower. 

The ratio of the value of total inventory owned 
to shipments dropped from 2.07 to 2.03 and that of 
finished products to shipments, from 0.76 to 0.74. 

Stocks 

Alors que la fabrication de certains gros articles 
durables, principalement dans lea industries des produits me-
talliques, de 18 machinerie Ct du matfriel de transport, Be 
poursuivait, l'élement produita en voie de transformation des 
stocks globatix dCtenus par Vensemble des industries manufac-
turthres augmentait de facon continue. Cependant, cette hausse 
a ete entirement coinpensCe par Ia baisse des investissements 
des fabricants en matires premires et en stocks de produits 
finis et préts a vendre. La valeur totale des stocks poasedCs 
par les fabricants de biens durables a baissé de 0.4% et celle 
des stocks possddds par lea fabricants de biens non durables a 
diminué d'une maniare infime. 

La rapport valeur totale des stocks possddds/livraisons 
eat passé de 2.07 a 2.03, et le rapport produits finis/livrai. 
Sons, de 0.76 a 0.74.

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CONCEPTS AND METHODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. The 
data in the August 1970 publication are the first to be 
based on the 1968 census. Values for years prior to 
and including 1968 are derived directly from the census 
and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those years 
should equal published census values. Because the 
monthly values subsequent to 1968 are projections, 
these totals are subject to adjustment when more recent 
census data become available. Year end inventory val-
ues published here are for December and differ from 
year end census values to the extent that fiscal year 
census reports show inventory values at dates other 
than December 31. Unfilled orders on books are pub-
lished for industries where orders are part of the 
accounting records. 

llonthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
spouse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the sum of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sun of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
Inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
then or they can be filled from existing stocks.
