3,988.6 rrillions de dollars, soit uno baisse de 10.4 millions 
de dollars. 11 n'en demeure pas moms que lea livraisons soot 
au niveau le plus élevf jusqu'ici dana l'année, aprs le mats 
do join. Los nouvelles cemsandes 001 aussi subi une ldgre 
regression de 0.4 7. pour atteindre 3,983.6 millions do dollars. 
Do cold des ccsmsandes en camel, on a assistd h une baisse 
mtnime de 0.1 7,; dIes sont en eflet passees It 4,496.1 millions 
de dollars, compardes a 4,501.1 millions de dollars qu'elles 
ftaient lo mois prdcdent. L'estimation do Is valeur totale 
des stocks possddds a encore connu en juillet une ldgère hausso. 

Expeditions 

La baisse de 10.4 millions de dollars des livraisons pour 
le mois de juillet eat Ia responsabilitd enttère des industries 
produisant des biens durables. En effet, les ltvraisons des 
producteurs de biens non durables 001 progressd do 14.2 mU-
lions de dollars ou de 0.7 7. pour atteindre 2,118.2 millions do 
dollars; toutefois, lea livraisons de blens durables se soot 
chiffrdes a 1,870.4 millIons de dollars soit une baisse de 24.6 
millions de dollars, ou de 1.3 7. par rapport A juin. Cinq in-
dustries se sont accspardes 53 7. des livraisons totales; do ces 
cinq industries, seulement une a vu ses livraisons hauasdes, 
it s'agit do ['Industrie du papier et produits connexes qui a 
corinu une hausse de 1.6 7.. los autres, l'lndustrie des aliments 
et boissons, du materiel de transport, des métaux primaires et 
des produits metalliques subissajent des baisses do 2.9 
4.5 7., 8.8 7. et 1.5 7, respectivement. 

Dana une classification diffdrente des industries, t'ag-
grdgation conçue d'aprOs la classification dconouhique montre 
des hausses des livraisons dans seulement deux groupes dindus-
tries; soil le groupe dindustries des machines Ct du materiel 
et celui dindustries des autres produits Ct fournitures in-
termddiaires qui 001 vu leur livraison s'dlever de 7.77. et 
2.2 7. respectivement. Los autres groupes, lea biena do con-
soasnation non durables, lea biens do consemmation durables, lea 
matdriaux et dldments de construction et lea industries orientées 
vers l'exportation ont aubi des baisses. 

Lensemble des livraisons non-dCsaisonnalisées s'est dIe-
ye dans lea premiers sept mois de 1971 h 27,118.3 millions do 
dollars, soil, par rapport IL 1970, une augmentation de 816.7 
millions de dollars ou de 3.1 7.. 

Comnandes 

Méme at les nouvelles cosinandes out connu une legere 
baisse en juillet celles-ci demeurent tout de m6me IL on niveau 
comparable aux autres mois de 1971- Pour juillet, lea nouvellos 
con'inandes sont paasdes h 3,983.6 millions de dollars. Cette 
baisse des nouvelles comnandes fut occasionnéc cot iOrement par 
lea industries do biens durables; en effet, celles-ci ont vu 
tours nouvelles comuandes passees a 1,848.7 millions de dollars, 
pour one baisse do 61.2 millions do dollars ou do 3.2 7., tandis 
que los industries do biens non durables voyaienl laura nouvel-
lea ccainandes augmenter de 44.1 millions de dollars et atteindre 
2,134.9 millions do dollars. Los ccsmnandes en camel se soot 
coinportées sensiblement de Ia inéme facon que los nouvelles com-
mandos, avec toutefois des pourcentages diffdrents.

TREND S1IMARY 

(Unless otherwise noted, all values referred to 
in the trend sumary have been adjusted for seasonal 
variation. Estimates for the current month are prelim-
inary and the preceding month, revised.) 

The preliminary estimate of manufacturers' ship-
menta in July showed a slight decrease of 0.3'/, from the 
revised value for June; the July value dropped $10.4 
million to $3,988.6 million. At this level however, 
they remained at the highest point for the year, with 
the exception of June. New orders also suffered a 
slight decrease of 0.47 to $3,983.6 million. A frac-
tional decrease of 0.1% was recorded in the level of 
unfilled orders, which were estimated at $4,496.1 
million compared with $4,501.1 million a month before. 
There was a slight increase in the total value of 
inventory owned in July. 

Shipments 

The decrease of $10.4 million in shipments for 
July was entirely concentrated in durable goods pro-
ducing industries. Although shipments of non-durable 
goods producers moved up $14.2 million or 0.7% to reach 
$2,118.2 million, shipments of durable goods were cal-
culated at $1,870.4 million for a decrease of $24.6 
million or 1.37. compared with June. Five industries 
comprise 537. of the total estimate. Among these five 
only one showed an increase. This was the paper and 
allied products industries where the value was 1.67. 
higher. The others, foods and beverages, transportation 
equipment, primary metals and metal fabricating in-
dustries were lower by 2.97., 4.57., 8.87. and 1.57. respec-
tively. 

Classified according to their economic use, ship-
mCnts were higher in only two groups, the machinery and 
equipment industries and the intermediate goods and 
supplies industries where the values were 7,77. and 2.2% 
higher respectively. The remaining groups, consumer 
non-durables, consumer durables, construction materials 
and export-based industries showed decreases. 

Total shipments, not adjusted for seasonal varia-
tion, for the first seven months of the year were esti-
mated at $27,118.3 million, a total of $816.7 million 
or 3.1% higher than the comparable total for 1970. 

New Orders 

Although the estimated value of new orders 
decreased slightly in July, they remained at a level 
comparable to the earlier months of 1971. In July, they 
were estimated at $3,983.6 million. This decreased 
value was entirely confined to durable goods industries 
where they were estimated at $1,848.7 million for a 
drop of $61.2 million or 3.27., while new orders for non-
durable goods industries grew $44.1 million to reach 
$2,134.9 million. Unfilled orders moved in the same 
way as new orders with different percentages. The July 
backlog was estimated at $4,496.1 million, for a frac-
tional decrease of 0.17.; unfilled orders for non-durable 
goods Industries were 3.07 higher at the end of the 
month while those for durable goods industries at 
$3,919.5 million showed a decrease of 0.67. 
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Inventories 

The total value of inventory owned at $7,867.7 
million was 0.37. higher than at the end of June. The 
increase in the value of inventory owned in durable 
goods industries more than offset the decrease in stocks 
owned in non-durable goods industries. Inventory owned 
in non-durable goods industries had an estimated month-
end value of $3,946.8 million, to reflect a decrease of 
$14.0 million while owned stocks of durable gooda in-
dustries, estimated at $3,920.9 million, were up $35.4 
million. The total value of owned inventory at the end 
of July was only surpassed in 1971 by the estimates for 
the months of January and March. 

In July, the ratio of inventory owned to shipments 
was 1.97 cc*npared with 1.96 for the preceding month, 
and that of finished products to total shipments the 
seine as that for the end of June, 0.71. 

Stocks

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CfCEPTS AND METI1ODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on ret'irns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. The 
data in the August 1970 publication are the first to be 
based on the 1968 census. Values for years prior to 
and including 1968 are derived directly from the census 
and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those years 
should equal published census values. Because the 
monthly values subsequent to 1968 are projections, 
these totals are subject to adjustment when more recent 
census data become available. Year end inventory val-
ues published here are for December and differ from 
year end census values to the extent that fiscal year 
census reports show inventory values at dates other 
than December 31. Unfilled orders on books are pub-
lished for industries where orders are part of the 
accounting records. 

ntli1y reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
sentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
dance with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the stan of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers' investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
theta or they can be filled from existing stocks.

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
justing current shipments by the changes between the 
opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values muat be estimated for each estab-
lishment when response has not been received at compi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
isinediately prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earlier than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all serieg are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

Historical Series 

Changing industrial classifications, development 
of new component series and useful aggregations, 
adoption of new benchmarks, and revisions caused by 
late response to the survey all create difficulties 
for those who wish to construct historical series 
incorporating the latest revisions to data contained 
in this issue. Minor revisions caused by late re-
sponse to the survey are made to the inanedistely pre-
ceding monthly values in each current issue. Major 
revisions take place when the series are adjusted to 
annual manufacturing census benchmarks, for all 
months, comnencing with the first month of that bench- 
mark year. A complete review of the publishing history 
noting issues containing changes, additions and major 
revisions was contained in the 1970 Annual Supplement, 
Inventories, Shipments and Orders (Cat. No. 31-001). 
However, for most major series, classified according 
to the 1960 Standard Industrial Classification, by 
months, comuencing in 1961, the latest revised data 
can be found in certain key issues as follows: data 
from January, 1961 to December, 1965, in the July, 
1968 issue; from January, 1965, to December, 1968, in 
the Annual Supplement; from January, 1969 to December, 
1969, in any issue from August to December, 1970; from 
January, 1970 to date, in this issue.

nal Adjustment 

The seasonal adjustment method applied to the 
series is a computerized ratio to moving average meth-
od in use at the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. It is 
the standard computer program to apply the X-ll version 
of the U.S. Bureau of the Census Method II. 

Months for Cyclical Dominance 

The MCD or Months for Cyclical Dominance values 
at the head of each coitmin of seasonally adjusted val-
ues indicates the smallest span of months for which 
the average change in the cyclical factor is greater 
than that for the irregular factor. For the smooth-
est series the MCD is I, for the most erratic series 
it is 6. Application of a moving average of the pe-
riod of the MCD will tend to smooth irregular move-
ments that may obscure the underlying trend-cycle.
