EXPOSE S4AIRE DES TENDANCES 

(Unless otherwise noted, all values referred to 
in the trend smsnary have been adjusted for seasonal 
variation. Estimates for the current nmnth are pre-
liminary and for the preceding month, revised.) 

The preliminary estimate of manufacturers' 
shipments in September was $4,096.9 million, a decrease 
of $114.5 million or 2.7% from the August estimate. 
The decrease was mostly centred in the durable goods 
industries, more specifically in the transportation 
equipment industries, On the other hand, new orders 
in September increased by $27.8 million or 0.7% to 
reach $4,211.7 million. The increase in unfilled 
orders was even greater than that of now orders, with 
the backlog reaching $4,580.6 million for an increase 
of 2.6%. The estimated value of total inventory owned 
was fractionally higher than in August. 

Shipments 

The decrease of shipments in durable goods in-
dustries was more pronounced than in that of the non-
durable group. The shipments from the durable goods 
group were $99.8 million or 4.8% down while those of 
the non-durable goods industries were just $13.7 
million lower. This decrease in the durable sector 
was mostly attributable to the transportation equipment 
industries where the estimated value of shipments fell 
by $96.0 million. Unusually high production in the 
automobile and automobile parts and supplies industries 
in August had resulted in a very high seasonally adjus-
ted value for that month. Although production conti-
nued at a high level in September, the change from the 
expected seasonal behaviour was not so pronounced. 
The net effect in September therefore, was to produce 
a month to month decline in the estimated value of 
shipments in the transportation equipment industries 
group after adjustment for seasonality, but the 
average for the two months was higher than that in July 

Five industry groups accounted for 56% of the 
shipments in total. Of these, only the shipmemts in 
the transportation equipment industry were lower. The 
others, foods and beverages, primary metals, paper and 
allied products and prtmary metal industries showed 
increases of 0.2%, 2.3",, 0.3% and 0.7% respectively. 

In the classification of industries according to 
their economic or end tae, there were considerable 
decreases of 20.6% and 18.3% respectively in the ship-
ments of consumer durable goods and the supplementary 
group of automobiles and automobile parts and supplies 
Only the consumer non-durable goods industries and the 
machinery and equipment industries showed increases. 

The total value of shipments, not adjusted for 
seasonal variation, for the first nine months of 1971 
was $1,510.2 million ht;her than in the comparable 
period of 1970. 

Orders 

For the second consecutive month, new orders in-
creased in total in manufacturing industries to reach 
$4,211.7 million, the highest level of the year. New 
orders in durable goods industries grew 1.9% to $2,108.4 
million while those in ron-durable goods industries 
declined $12.4 million or 0.6%. Unfilled orders in-
creased to $4,580.6 million at the end of September

On constate toutefois quo pour 
septembre, lea nouvelles cotimtsndes ont progressd de 27.8 
millions de dollars ou de 0.7 7. pour atteindre 4,211.7 millions 
de dollars.

Expeditions 

La baisse des livraisons dana lea industries de biens 
durables eat plus prononcée quo dens cellos do bions non 
durables. En effet, lea industries de bisns durables ont 
connu one baisse de leurs livraisons de 99.8 millions do 
dollars ou de 4.8 7. tandis que lea industries de biens non du-
rablos voyaient leurs livraisons ne baisser que de 13.7 
millions de dollars ou de 0.6 7.. Cette baisae des livraisons dana 
le secteur durable est surtout attnibuable a l'industrie du 
materiel de transport, puisque sea livraisons sont tomhées de 
96.0 millions de dollars. Une production inhabitueltenent 
graride en aoOt dana lindustnie cle l'automobile Ct dana celle 
des pièces et accessoires dautouxbile a donné des lIvraisons, 
une lois corrigées des vaniationa saisonnièrea, trbs élevCea. 
Men que is production soit detneurée 8 on haut niveau en 
septeinbre, le changement en désaiaonnalisant lea donnéea ne 
fut pas ausai prononcé. Leffet net en septenbre fut de pro-
duire une baisse des livraisona de l'industrie du materiel de 
transport, aprbs ajustmnont saisonnien; toutefois, is mayenne 
d'aoiit et septembre fut plus élevCe quen juillet. 

Cinq groupes d'industries se mont accaparés 56% des 
livraisons totales. Parmi ceux-ci, settlement un groupe d'in-
dustnies a vu sea livraisons baissées; il sagit de l'industniea 
du matêriel de transport.

for an appreciable increase of 2.67.. The backlog in 
durable goods industries rose by 3.27. to $4,020.1 
million the highest level in 1971, despite a slight 
decline of nine million dollars or 1.6% in the total 
value of the backlog in the non-durable goods industries. 

Inventories 

The total value of inventory owned was estimated 
at $7,821.9 million, a slight increase of 0.2% from 
the reported level in August. The increase was 
distributed among all the components, raw materials, 
goods in process and finished products. Most durable 
goods industries showed increases in owned inventory 
except for the transportation equipment group. In 
the non-durable goods industries, increases offset 
decreases and the value of inventory remained at its 
August level. 

The ratio of total inventory owned to shipments 
in September was 1.91 compared with 1.85 a month 
earlier and that of finished products inventory to 
shipments rose from 0.67 to 0.69 during the period.

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CONCEPTS AND METHODS 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturinb establishmants. The 
data in the AugUst 1970 publication are the first to be 
based on the 1968 census. Values for years prior to 
and including 1968 are derived directly from the census 
and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those years 
shouLd equal published census values. Because the 
monthly values subsequent to 1968 are projections, 
these totals are subject to adjustment when more recent 
census data become available. Year end inventory val-
ues published here are for December and differ from 
year end census values to the extent that fiscal year 
census reports show inventory values at dates other 
than December 31. Unfilled orders on books are pub-
lished for industries where orders are part of the 
accounting records. 

Monthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 per cent 
of the aggregate shipments in each industry. For ade-
quate estimation of total shipments by province, the 
sample is further strengthened by reports from repre-
oentative establishments in each industry in each 
province. This sample is revised annually in accor-
d.ince with the census base. To facilitate timely re-
sponse from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with more 
than one establishment. Fstimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory 
and unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end 
of each accounting period. About two-thirds of the 
8,000 firms now included in the sample report inven-
tory values and about one-third report orders. 

The estimates of shipments are calculated each 
month by multiplying the stun of the values in the cur-
rent sample in each industry in each province by the 
ratio of similarly defined census aggregates to the 
sum of the values reported by the sample in the census 
year. Ratios of calculated December 31 values in the 
census year to the sum of the sample values of the 
same date are derived for inventories by component 
(i.e. raw materials and components, goods in process 
and finished products) and for unfilled orders. These 
ratios are applied to the current sample aggregates of 
the same items. 

Inventory values are published for both total 
inventory owned and total inventory held by establish-
ments. The difference between these values is the 
amount of inventory financed by progress payments as 
work proceeds on goods being produced. Because some 
goods are held as in-progress inventory for a consid-
erable time the book value of manufacturers' inventory 
may build up. To the extent that this has been covered 
by payments received, it will be higher than the manu-
facturers investment in inventory. Both the amount 
of the manufacturers' investment in inventories and 
the amount of inventory held by manufacturers are of 
economic interest. It is also useful for derivation 
of production values in many industries and for other 
economic studies to measure the value of inventory 
held by the degree of fabrication that has taken place. 
Consequently firms are asked to report their stocks 
and estimates are made of the values by level of fab-
rication: raw materials and components, goods in prog-
ress and finished products. 

Most establishments that maintain orders books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or trea-
ted as a sale whether or not work has been done on 
theta or they can be filled from existing stocks. 

CONCEPTS ET NITHODES

recensemeitt, et Ia sonane des expeditions mensuelles de ces 
années devrsit dquivaloir awc rCsultats publiés du recenseinent. 
Vu quo lea valeurs mensuelles postCrieures 1 1968 sent des 
extrapolations, etles pourront Ctre rectifides lorsqu'on dispo-
aera de données de recensement plus récentes. Los valeurs des 
stocks do fin d'année publiees ici soot cellos de décembre, et 
different de cellos du recensement de fin d'exercice dana Is 
mesure oO lea ddclarations pour le recensement tie l'exercice 
financier donnent Ia valour des stocks a d'outres dates que le 
31 ddcembre. Lea coninandea en carriet soot publides pour lea 
industries oft Is comptabilite cotnprend los conanandes. 

On demande ties declarations mensuellea aux établisse-
merits dont lea expeditions totales reprCaentent environ 75% tie 
lensemble des expeditions de chaque industrie. Afin d'obte-
nit uno juste evaluation dog expeditions totales par province, 
on renforce l'echantillon en obtonant des dfclarations d'Cta-
blissements reprdsentatifs de chaque industrie, dens cheque 
province. Cot dehantillon est revise annuellenient suivant 
les rdsultats du recenaement. Dana le but d'aider los 
services do comptabilité des sociétds B envoyer leurs decla-
rations B temps, lo Bureau accepte des rapports combines des 
sociétés ayant plus d'un établissenient et des estimations des 
valeurs courantes des Ciablissements dent los stocks et les 
coimsandes en carnets no soot pas recensfs B Ia fin do cheque 
exercice temptable. Lea deux-tiers environ des 8,000 sociétés 
actuellement comprises dens l'Cchantillon déclarent Is valour 
des stocks et environ un tiers, celle des conunandes. 

L'estimation mensuello des expeditions eat le produit 
de la multiplication tie la some des chiffres recueillis sur 
cheque industrie et pour chaque province bra do l'Cchantillon 
regulier, par Ic rapport des agrégats do recensement des mémes 
industries aux chiffres ties échantillons mensuels executes cu 
cours do l'année du recensement. Los rapporis des valeurs 
calcubécs cu 31 décembre do l'annde du recenseinent A la some 
des valeurs do l'dcliantillon B Is méme date soot calculds pour 
lea stocks par Clement, c'est-B-dire, los matibres premiBres 
et elements, los merchandises en vote do transformation Ct los 
produits finis, et pour lea coninandes en carnet. Ces rapports 
soot appliqués mix aggrégats courants tie l'Cchantillon des 
m8mes articles. 

On public Is valeur des stocks propres globaux ci des 
stocks globiux détenus par lea Ctablissements. La difference 
entre ces deux montants eat le volume des stocks finances par 
des acomptes verses au cours de Ia fabrication des produtta. 
Vu que certains articles soft détenus pendant un temps consi-
derable come produits on tours do fabrication, In valeur 
comptable des stocks des fabricants petit s'accroitre et, dens 
Is tamsure oO coo produits soft couverts par des acomptes, dé-
passer lea somes imobilisCes en stocks par lea fabricants. 
Le naentant de l'investissemcnt en stocks ci Ic volume des 
stocks dCtenus par lea fabricants prCsantent tous deux un 
intérêt econotsique. En vtie d'etablir Is valour do la produc-
tion dens do nombreuses industries, et pour dautres etudes 
dconomiques, ii est également nécessaire ddvaluor les stocks 
détenus suivant le degre de fabrication atteint. On detnande 
done aux sociêtds de declarer leurs stocks, at l'estimation 
des valeurs se falt par degré de fabrication: matiBres preiniè-
tea or éléments, marchandisea en voie de transformation et 
produits fins. 

La plupart des établissetsents qut tiennenc des carnets 
de consnandes Ctablissent Is valeur des conssandes en carnet B 
le fin tie chaque exercice comptable. Lors do l'enquête, noua 
demandons cette valour, qui eat designee come dtant les tom-
mandes reçues asia non encore considérécs connie dog ventes 
que ties travaux slant ete effectués ou non B leur egard ou 
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No estimate of this value is made for those industries 
where orders are customarily filled as received from 
stocks on hand and orders books are, therefore, not 
generally maintained. 

New orders are calculated to provide an indica-
tion of the rate at which new business is being re-
ceived. The series, which is of considerable interest 
to economists and marketing people, is derived by ad-
justing current shipments by the changes between the 
opening and closing backlogs. 

Because a constant sample is used bctween census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each estab-
lishment when response has not been received at compi-
lation time. Calculation of revised estimates for the 
immediately prior month in conjunction with prelimi-
nary estimates for the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. 
Values received currently for months earl icr than that 
for which revised figures have been published are used 
when all series are adjusted to new census benchmarks. 

historical Series 

Changing industrial ciassafications, development 
of new component series and useful aggregations, 
adoption of new benchmarks, and revisions caused by 
late response to the survey all create difficulties 
for those who wish to construct historical series 
incorporating the latest revisions to data contained 
in this issue. Minor revisions caused by late re-
sponse to the survey are made to the immediately pre-
ceding monthly values in each current issue. Major 
revisions take place when the series are adjusted to 
annual manufacturing census benchmarks, for all 
months, cencing with the first month of that bench- 
mark year. A complete review of the publishing history 
noting issues containing changes, additions and major 
revisions was contained in the 1970 Annual Supplement, 
Inventories, Shipments and Orders (Cat. No. 31-001). 
Ilomever, for most major series, classified according 
to the 1960 Standard Industrial Classification, by 
months, ciacencing in 1961, the latest revised data 
can be found in certain key issues as foiies: data 
from January, 1961 to Decomber, 1965, in the July, 
1968 issue; from January, 1965, to December, 1968, in 
the Annual Supplement; from January, 1969 to December, 
1969, in any issue from August to December, 1970; from 
January, 1970 to date, in this issue. 

Definitions, classifications and groupings are 
taken from the census of manufactures. 

Seasonal Mjusbnent 

The seasonal adjustment method applied to the 
series is a computerized ratio to moving average meth-
od in use at Statistics Canada. it is the standard 
computer program to appiy the li-il version of the 
U.S. Bureau of the Census Method II. 

Months for Cyclical Dominance 

The IICD or Months for Cyclical Dominance values 
at the head of each coltmmi of seasonally adjusted val-
ues indicates the smallest span of months for which 
the average change in the cyclical factor is greater 
than that for the irregular factor. For the smooth-
est aetiea the MCD is 1, for the most erratic series 
it is 6. Application of a moving average of the pe-
riod of the MCD will tend to smooth irregular move-
ments that may obscure the underlying trend-cycle.
