This is because of errors 
in responses to the survey from New Brun-
swick for which a correction has been made 
in the series on page 7. Because the ef-
fect of the correction on other 1971 series 
is of minimtm relative significance, further 
revisions to such series as a result of this 
correction will be undertaken at a later date 
when all series are re-benchmarked to the 
census of manufactures data.

Las nouvellea conanandes 
dana lea industries de biens durables out totalisé 2,324.4 
millions de dollars, soft une diminution de 1.5 7. ou 35.1 mil-
lions de dollars qul a compense amplement laccroiaaement 
enregistrC par lea industries productrices de biens non dura-
bles. Bten que lea coimnandea en carnet des industries pro. 
ductricea de biens non durables alent decline de 2.1 7., dies 
ne représentent que 13 7. du total canadien et leur n's pea 
éte suffisante pour compenser Is hausse de 0.9 7. des coemian-
des en carnet de biens durables qui oat totalieé 4,399.9 mil-
lions de dollars. 

(Unless otherwise noted, all values referred to 
it the trend sunmiary have been adjusted for seasonal 
vsriation. Estimates for the current month are pre-
liminary and for preceding month, revised.) 

At $4,707.1 million, the preliminary estimate of 
Canadian manufacturers' shipments in November grew 
1.5 7. or $69.6 million from the revised October esti-
mate of $4,637.5 million. The value of new orders 
rceived was estimated at $4,733.0 million, 0.3 7. 
at $12.0 million lower than in October. Unfilled 
orders at the month end, valued at $5,066.0 million, 
were higher by 0.5 7. or $25.9 million. The total 
value of inventory owned at the end of November de-
creased 0.2 7. or $15.5 million to $8,488.9 million. 

Shipments 

Shipments of non-durable goods industries in-
creased 2.8 7. or $65.3 million to $2,422.6 million 
and contributed more than 90 7. to the overall ship-
ments increase. Food and beverage industries, rubber 
industries and clothing industries with gains of $27.2 
million, $13.4 million and $9.0 million in their ship-
ments were largely responsible for the increase re-
corded by non-durable goods industries. Shipments of 
durable goods industries grew 0.2 7. or $4.3 million 
to $2,284.5 million. The biggest change among durable 
go,ds industries was in metal fabricating industries, 

were up ".4 : t, 	rnjl1ri. 

In the special classification of industries ac-
cording to the economic use of their products, ship-
me'ts of durable consumer goods industries were $568.5 
million, 4.1 7. lower than in the previous month. Ship-
mests of the other groups in this special classification 
were higher in November. In the supplementary classi-
fi:ation of automotive products, shipments estimated 
at $761.4 million, were lower as wall, in this case by 
$33.6 million or 4.8 7.. 

The total value of shipments for the first eleven 
months of 1972, not adjusted for seasonal variation, 
was estimated at $49,207.7 million for an increase of 
9.3 7. or $4,254.4 million over the same period in 1971. 

Orders 

New orders in non-durable goods industries were 
up 1.0 7. to $2,408.6 million. New orders in durable 
goods industries were off 1.5 7. or $35.1 million to 
$2,324.4 million; this decline more than offset the 
increase recorded in non-durable goods industries. 
While unfilled orders of non-durable goods industries 
declined 2.1 7., they reflect only 13 7. of the Canadian 
total and the drop was not large enough to counter the 
o.c 7. increase in the backlogs in durable goods indus-
tries to $4,399.9 million. 



Inventories 

Among the components of total inventory held, 
atocke of goods in process and finished products were 
off 0.1 7. and 1.1 7. to $2,385.9 and $3,058.3 million 
respectively. Meanwhile, stocks of raw materials rose 
0.6 7, to $3,535.0 million. The total value of inventory 
held at the end of November estimated at $8,979.2 
million, was 0.2 7. lower. 

The ratio of total inventory owned to shipments 
in November was 1.80 compared with 1.83 for October; 
the 11-month average in 1972 was 1.87. The ratio of 
finished products inventory to shipments moved from 
0.67 in October to 0.65 in November; the 11 month 
average for this series in 1972 was 0.69.

CONCEPTS ET METHODES 

Inventories, shipments and orders values In this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census 
of manufactures values based on returns from a repre-
sentative sample of manufacturing establishments. The 
data in the October 1971 publication are the first to 
be adjusted to the 1969 census. Values for years prior 
to and including 1969 have been benchinarked to the 
relevant census and the aggregate of monthly shipments 
in those years should equal published census values. 
Because the monthly estimates subsequent to 1969 are 
projections, these totals are subject to adjustment 
when more recent census data become available. Inven-
tory estimates for December, published here, differ 
from year-end census values to the extent that census 
totals include individual establishment reports for 
fiscal years that may end on dates other than December 
31. Unfilled orders are published for industries where 
maintenance of a continuing record of the value of an 
establishment's backlog is a normal part of the accoun-
ting procedure. 

Monthly reports are sought from establishments 
whose shipments in total represent about 75 Z of the 
aggregate shipments in each industry. For adequate 
estimation of total shipments by province, the sample 
is further strengthened by reports from representative 
establishments in each industry in each province. This 
sample is revised annually in accordance with the 
census base. To facilitate timely response from com-
pany accounting departments, combination reports are 
accepted from companies with more than one establish-
ment. Estimates of current values are accepted from 
establishments where the Inventory and unfilled orders 
levels are not measured at the end of each accounting 
period. About two-thirds of the 8,000 firms now in-
cluded in the sample report inventory values and about 
one-third report orders. 

For each industry in the benchmark year, a December 
31 census universe value Is compiled for unfilled orders 
and for each component of inventory (i.e. raw materials 
and supplies, goods in process, finished products and 
inventory held but not owned). Ratios of these universes 
to sample totals at December 31 of the benchmark year 
are used to inflate current sample totals to universe 
levels for each industry. 

Both inventory held and inventory owned are pub-
lished. The difference, inventory held but not owned, 
is the value of progress payments received by manufac-
turers for partially completed items such as aircraft, 
ships or structures using fabricated steel. As work 
proceeds on such items, total inventory values increase 
until the time of delivery. By deducting the balance 
or progress payments on manufacturers' books from total 
inventory, the value of manufacturers' investment in 
inventory is derived. At the same time, by reflecting 
the receipt of progress payments in shipments each 
month, it is possible to reduce the distortion in the 
affected series that would be caused when responding 
companies finally treat such items of relatively high 
value as completed sales, 

Both the amount of the manufacturers ' investment 
in inventories and the amount of inventory held by 
manufacturers are of economic Interest. It is also 
useful for derivation of production values in many in-
dustries and for other economic studies to measure the 
value of inventory held by the degree of fabrication 
that has taken place. Consequently firms are asked to 
report their stocks and estimates are made of the values

Most establishments that maintain order books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each 
accounting period. The survey seeks this value which 
is defined as orders received but not shipped or treated 
as a sale whether or not work has been done on them or 
they can be filled from existing stocks. No estimate 
of this value is made for those industries where orders 
are customarily filled as received from stocks on hand 
and orders books are, therefore, not generally main-
tained. 

New orders, a series of considerable economic 
interest, is a residual value derived from shipments 
and unfilled orders. All shipments within any month 
result from an order received either during that month 
or at some earlier time. Because unfilled orders are 
measured, the new orders are the total shipments 
within any month plus the total of unfilled orders at 
the end of the month, less the total of unfilled orders 
at the start of the month. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be estimated for each establish-
ment when response has not been received at compilation 
time. Calculation of revised estimates for the lime-
diately prior month in conjunction with preliminary 
estimates for the current month permits use of values 
reported too late for the first compilation. When 
respondents report values for periods earlier than 
that of the revised current estimates, the responses 
are used to correct the trends when the series are 
updated to new census benchmarks. 

Definitions, clasaifications and groupings are 
taken from the census of manufactures.

The seasonal adjustment method applied to the 
series is a computerized ratio to moving average method 
in use at Statistics Canada. It is the standard com-
puter program to apply the X-ll version of the U.S. 
Bursau of the Census Method II.
