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Adjustments and Revisions to the Series 

Introduction 

The series published in this issue have been re-
vised and benchmarked to the annual Census of Manufac-
tures data for 1970. Monthly estimates are published 
from January, 1970 to January 1973 and link directly 
to the estimates for the month of December, 1969 and 
earlier, as published in the October, 1971 issue of 
"Inventories, Shipments and Orders in Manufacturing 
Industries", Statistics Canada Catalogue 31-001. 

The establishment reports on which the estimates 
are now based have been chosen by stratified systematic 
sampling and compiled by an automated system that in-
corporates unique mechanical and mathematical methods 
designed to meet the special needs of this survey. 

Classification 

The major group and selected individual industry 
data remain classified according to the 1960 Standard 
Industrial Classification to preserve the definitional 
comparability of the major series from 1961 to date; 
this use of the 1960 SIC will be maintained throughout 
1973. After that, the estimates will be benchmarked to 
data classified according to the 1970 SIC and parallel 
series will then be available for the four years from 
January, 1970 to December, 1973, for those who require 
them for linking purposes. Also the Census of Manufac-
tures data for those years will also be compiled accor-
ding to both the 1960 and 1970 SICa. 

The System 

horvey Design - General 

Growing needs of provincial statistics departments 
have dictated a new approach to the sampling of maccu-
lacturing establishments for this survey. Although more 
provincial data than formerly provided are not included 
in this issue, it is expected that such publication will 
be possible without undue delay. 

Prior to now, the estimates were based on a sample 
of responding establishments whose shipments represented 
about 75 7. of the Canada total of shipments in each in-
dustry. This sample was strengthened further to allow 
estimation and publication of manufacturers' shipments 
in total by province, but no detail of industry activity 
within the provinces was published on a monthly basis. 

The sample is now designed to provide industry 
estimates of shipments in each province with a standard 
deviation of one percent from the annual Census of Ma-
nufactures as these industries were constituted in the 
benchmark year. 

Aside from the problem of failing to receive res-
ponse from all extablishments in the sample and the er-
rors that may be made by the respondents and not detec-
ted until long after the current estimates have been 
produced, there are a number of reasons why this rela-
tively precise degree of accuracy may not be reflected 
when the aggregated current estimates are compared with 
census for years subsequent to the benchmark period.

Lee besoins statistiques croissants des bureaux de atm-
tistique provinciaux ont impose une nouvelle cnaniare d'envisager 
l'echantillonnage des établissements manufacturiers de cette 
enqulte. Bien qua cette livrsiaon ne presenta pam davantage de 
donnCes sur las provinces qua les livraisons precedentes, ii 
est cependant a prevoir qu'il 	sara pam ainsi dans un avenir 
prochain. 

Antérieurament, lea estimations ae fondaient sur un cichan-
tilion d'établissemants ddclarantm dont lea livraisona intarve-
naiant pour pras de 75 7, da is valeur totala canadienne des 
livraisons da chaque industrie.

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corporations with establishments in several industries 
and provinces re-organize, it may be impossible retro-
actively to isolate reporting unit values for the ben-
chmark year that are definitionally the same as those 
reported for the current period. In such cases ad hoc 
adjustments may not be adequate to reflect the changes. 

1. Shipments 

(i) Fiscal and Calendar 

The census totals to which the estimates are 
benchmarked and from which they are projected are aggre-
gates of shipments of goods of own manufacture reported 
by establishments with fiscal years that end any time 
from the beginning of the fifth month of the calendar 
year under review to the end of the fourth month of the 
year following that calendar year. Except for the rare 
instance when reporting units show a rapid increase or 
steep decline in activity within a very few months, the 
difference between the sum of the fiscal year end reports 
of shipments and that for the calendar years is not 
large. 

However, it should be recognized that monthly 
estimates of shipments are conceptually the valuations 
that would exist for a calendar month if the fiscal years 
of all manufactures ended on December 31st. The alter-
native method of measuring the industry values in total 
for any month would reflect the same month-to-month fluc-
tuations but because they would be at a different level, 
this method would inhibit comparison of accumulated 
shipments estimates in any year with the census totals 
of prior years. One would be measuring current activi-
ty against a conceptually different base period total. 
It would also result in a profusion of published values 
for annual totals, requiring on the part of users a full 
understanding of the reason for the differences between 
the totals from the census and the calendar year ag-
gregates derived from the monthly shipments estimates. 

Beyond this some minor differences remain between 
the 12-month sum of the monthly estimates over the ben-
chmark year and the census total for the same period. 
This non-sampling error bias is mostly caused by the 
inability of multi-establishment corporations to break 
Out values for individual sample units on a monthly ba-
sis in the same way as they do for the annual census 
when working with year-end statements and reports. Par-
tially to overcome this, corporate reports are broken 
into sample units on the basis of the relative importan-
ce of these units at the time of the census. This im-
plies that all establishments within the corporation 
maintain the same relative rates of activity from one 
census report to the next, and this, obviously, is not 
the case. 

(ii) Stratification 

The estimates for shipments are stratified at the 
provincial level. Each stratum, i.e., the total of 
manufacturers' shipments for an industry in a province, 
is further sub-divided into three sub-strata. The class 
limits of the sub-strata for each industry are selected 
independently according to the concentration of the es-
tablishment population. However, in general the sub-
strata limits for shipments of less than $200,000; 
$200,000 to $999,999 and $1,000,000 and over. 

Monthly reports are sought from all establishments 
in the sub-stratum that covers large firms. A systema-
tic sample, with its size based on the desirable degree 
of accuracy to be obtained, is chosen from each of the 
other two substrata and the values reported are weighted 
by the inverse of the probability of selection of the 
reporting unit.

1. Liv-raisons 

(i) Année financilre et annCe civile 

Lea totaux du recensement auxqueis lea estimations soot 
raccordées et I partir desquels elies sont extrapolées repré-
sentent des agrégats des livraisons de prosuita de propre fa-
brication déclarées par des etablissements dont l'annde finan-
cilre se termine entre le debut du quatrilme mois tie l'annfe 
civile visée at la fin du troisilme mois de l'annee suivante. 
Abstraction faite des rares cas oi des unites dfclarantes en-
registrent une hausse brusque ou une baisse verticals de leur 
exploitation dame l'espace d'I peine quelques mois, la diffe-
rence entre lea totsux des livraisons déclardes en fin d'année 
financilre et ceux qui rendent compte de l'annfe civile n'eat 
pas importante. 

Ii convient cependant tie bien voir que l'estimation men-
suelle de la valeur des livraisons n'est conceptoellement rien 
d'autre que l'évaluation de ces livraisons pour un mois de 
l'année civile qui serait etablie si lea diverses snnées finan-
cilres de toutes lea manufactures se terminatent le 31 décembre.

du recensement. En partie afin de remedier I cette situation, 
on ventile lea données figurant dana ies declarations des cor-
porations selon lea unites d'echantionnage d'sprls l'importance 
relative de ces dernilres au moment du receneement. Cela sup-
poserait que tous les établissements d'une corporation conser-
vent le mIme taux relatif d'activité d'un recensement I l'autre 
ce qui n'est évidetmnent pas ie cas. 

(ii) Stratification 

Lea estimations des iivraisons sont stratifiées par pro-
vinces. Chsque strste, c'es-à-dire le total don livraisons 
manufacturièree dune industrie donnée dans one province, est 
subdivisée en trots sous-atrates.

(iii) Automatic Tmput5tion 

Because it is a mail survey with rigid timeliness 
reguirements provision has been made to impute charac-
teristics (i.e., shipments, inventories or orders 
values) for each sample unit when a response has not 
been received on time for inclusion in the compilations 
This is done mechanically with the new system. 

Imputations for currently missing shipments 
characteristics are calculated by applying to the 
preceeding month's value. (I) the relative change in 
the sums of similar reported characteristics on hand 
from the preceding to the current month, i.e.

strotuni as that of the missing characteristics. For 
the large firm sub-stratum, if the search fails to 
turn up two or more responses, it will check to see if 
there are more than two sample units whether or not 
they have responded. If it finds there are two, it 
will carry forward the previously reported or imputed 
value. 

If not, it will extend the search for response 
in that sub-stratum to the corresponding sub-strata in 
that industry in all provinces in the region, combining 
all responses to develop the imputation. 

In sub-strata two and three, the first search is 
to determine whether or not there is more than one 
responding unit in the sub-stratum. On failing to 
find at least two, it checks to determine if there is 
more than one unit in the sub-stratum whether or not 
there is response present. If so, the previously 
reported or imputed value is carried forward. If not, 
the search is extended over all the sub-strata two and 
three for that industry in all provinces within the 
region. All responses thus found are combined to de-
velop the imputation. A third imputation is to carry 
forward the preceding month's value. 

(For purposes of this survey the economic regions 
are the Atlantic region, which includes the four At-
lantic provinces; Quebec; Ontario; the Prairie region, 
which includes the three prairie provinces; the Pacific 
legion, which is British Columbia and Northern region, 
wit ic'i inc luics rh- itikon and the Northwest Territori- 
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A constraint is applied to ensure that [inputs-
tions of missing characteristics for the sub-strata 
with the largest sample units are not influenced by 
the relative change in the sums of reported character-
istics in the sub-strata containing the smaller sample 
units. Experience has indicated that without this 
constraint, the estimates may be serously distorted. 

If the search has produced sufficient responses 
on hand for the first two methods to be used, the 
calculations are made and combined with the third im-
putation to produce the values. Constants assigned to 
each imputation method are derived for each industry 
on the basis of a general review of the time series's 
activity. 

For smooth series the heaviest weights are as-
signed to the preceding value and the year-over-year 
imputation. In industries with a highly seasonal 
pattern of activity the greatest weight is assigned to 
the imputation calculated from respondents in both the 
Current and timnediately preceding month. 

(iv) Calculation 

When shipment values have been reported or im-
puted for all sample units in a sub-stratum, the values 
are weighted and auxrsned over the sub-stratum, multi-
plied by an estimator to produce a sub-stratum univer-
se. 

Sub-strata universes are suimned to strata level, 
cross-added to Canada totals and from there to other 
aggregations in the final tabulations. 

The estimator for each sub-stratum is the ratio 
of the census totals of shipments in the benchmark 
year for that sub-stratum to the weighted sum of the 
reported and imputed values of shipments in the sample 
units within that sub-stratum over the 12 months. 

2. Inventories

Dana le cas de series représentant des variations legà-
res, les poids lea plus importants sont affectCs I Is valeur 
prdcddsnte et I l'attribution qui fait intervenir des valeurs 
de 1année precedents. D'autre part, pour ce qui eat des in-
dustries dont le comportement economique presents des varia- 
tions saisonnières tree accentuCes, on affecte le poids le plus 
important a Ia valeur d'attribution calculfe I partir des 
réponses des firmes déclarantea par Is mois visé et celui qui 
le prfcIde innnédiatement. 

(iv) Calcul

2. Stocks 

(i) Year-End Inventories 
	

(I) Stocks de fin d'année 

In some cases, the December 31 values of invento-
ries may vary substantially from the aggregation of 
fiscal year-end inventories in census reports. A 
number of factors contribute to this difference. For 
example, in some highly seasonal industries, the fis-
cal year ends of the majority of responding firms may 
co-incide with the period when stocks of manufacturers 
are normally at their highest level. These stocks may 
have been depleted by the end of the calendar year. 
In other cases, the shipments, Inventories and orders 
survey seeks to measure the total value of manufactu-
ring inventory owned and held by manufacturers. 

Some components of inventory are included in the 
monthly survey's benchmark value that may not be in-
cluded in census inventories. (Census tabulations 
provide for the reconciliation of shipments and value 
added, with the net change in certain inventory items 
forming part of the difference between these two 
statistics. Where respondents report production rather 
than shipments and these figures are used in place of 
shipments in the tabulations, account must be taken of 
the net change in certain inventories already included 
in production and the relevant inventory items are 
therefore excluded from census inventory tabulations 
to allow the reconciliation of value added and the 
figure published as shipments.)

(ii) Closing and Opening Inventories 

The survey measures the change in manufacturers' 
investment in inventory in each industry from the end 
of one accounting period to the end of the next. On 
the other hand, the industry reports for the Census of 
Manufactures shows the values of the opening and the 
closing inventories within the period encompassed by 
the report. On occasion there may be a difference 
between the closing inventory of a period as reported 
iimnediately following period as reported to the annual 
census that is larger than can be explained by the 
differences of the time periods between the calendar-
year-end estimate and the accumulation of fiscal year 
opening inventories in the census report although they 
appear to measure the same values.

(ii) Stocks de cl6ture et d'ouverture

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This is because the inventory change measured by 
the census reflects the activities of establishments 
classified to specific industries for that year. The 
difference from closing to opening inventory values 
will reflect the change in the establishment content 
of an industry from one census year to the next. 

The monthly trends are adjusted to calendar year-
end closing inventories over the period of the bench 
mark year. The adjustment process therefore hypothe-
sizes a smooth increase or decrease in the establish-
ment content of a specific industry throughout the 
benchmark year. The assumption may be reasonably valid 
in that the change in the product mix of an establish-
ment that results in its re-classification is more 
likely to be a gradual development over a period as 
the market for a firm's product shifts, than the 
instantaneaous phenomenon that is implied by a subs-
tantial fluctuation from a closing to an opening in-
ventory in a specific industry. 

Other differences will result from changes in ac-
counting methods by an establishment from one year to 
the next. it is very consn for this to happen at the 
time of a merger, consolidation or change of ownership. 
The survey accepts the book values of inventories re-
ported by the respondents. To attempt compensating 
adjustments in an effort to maintain a conceptually con-
tinuous time series would introduce artificial distor-
tion and might well perpetuate conceptual inaccuracies.

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(iii) Inventory Held But Not Owned 

The total inventory in manufacturing industries 
is the sum of the value of raw materials, goods in pro-
cess and finished products on the books of manufacturers. 
At any one time this value may be higher than the total 
value of manufacturers' investment in materials, labor 
and overhead expense because payment for it has already 
been received by the manufacturer. Therefore, to arri-
ve at a value of manufacturers' investment in inventory, 
that portion which is held but not owned must be deduc-
ted from the total inventory held. 

The value of inventory held but not owned is mea-
sured by the value of progress payments received. These 
progress payments, in total, are significant in the ma-
nufacture of such items as heavy machinery, ships, lo-
comotives, steel structures and aircraft. 

As work proceeds on the manufacture of such items, 
the value of the work-in-progress increases. However, 
progress payments and progress billings are also usually 
received by such manufacturing firms and to the extent 
that these are payments for work done, the overall value 
of inventory held must be reduced to arrive at the value 
of inventory owned. In addition to covering a portion 
of the work-in-process, the value of progress payments 
received or billed may also represent a reimbursement 
to the manufacturer for his outlay for raw materials 
or for finished goods that have not been delivered. 
For this reason, progress payments are deducted from 
the sum of raw materials, work-in-process and finished 
products, rather than work-in-process only, to arrive 
at the value of total inventory owned by manufacturers. 

The shipments series reflects the receipt of pro-
gress payments each month and in doing so reduces the 
one-month distortion that would be created if these 
multi-million dollar items, built over a considerable 
period of time, were reflected as a sale only at the 
time of final delivery. 

(iv) Method of Calculation 

Estimates of inventory levels are baaed on a 
smaller sample than that for shipments because many es-
tablishments do not maintain monthly records of inven-
tory levels by component. 

Another adjustment of the sample is required be-
cause the monthly operating statements of some multi-
establishment corporations do not readily lend themsel-
ves to the identification of specific inventory values 
for the individual establishments. To handle this, the 
corporate value as reported is pro-rated among the es-
tablishments on the basis of the proportionate shares 
reported to the Census of Manufacturers in the bench-
mark year. 

Because of the smaller sample, the weight for in-
ventory characteristics is calculated by dividing the 
total number of establishments sampled for the entire 
industry by the numbers in the sample that report in-
ventories and multiplying the establishment weight by 
this factor. 

For example, if, of eight establishments in the 
sample for an entire industry, only two report monthly 
inventory values, the inventory weight for that indus-
try will be four. The weight applied to individual 
establishment's reported values is the industry inven-
tory weight multiplied by the weight assigned to the 
establishment when it was selected for the sample on 
the basis of its shipments. 

Estimates of inventory levels are at the Canada 
total level, with the system providing neither provincial

The estimator for each component of inventory is 
the total value of closing inventories aggregated over 
all census returns plus any inventory not included in 
the census estimates, for reasons explained above, di-
vided by the sum of the weighted values either reported 
by or imputed to the sample units. The sums of the 
weighted values of inventories for any individual month 
are multiplied by the estimator, and, subject to some 
non-sampling error bias because of the inability of res-
pondents to isolate monthly data exactly comparable to 
year-end data, provides a good measure of the fluctua-
tions in the total values. 

Imputation methods for inventory values required 
for non-respondents are similar to those for shipments 
described above except that the file search for similar 
values is over the entire industry and not constrained 
by the parameters of the sub-strata and strata. 

3. Orders 

(I) The Unfilled Orders Universe 

Unfilled orders are defined as orders received 
for goods which may or may not be filled from stocks on 
hand, but which have not been treated as completed sa-
les. The annual census of manufacturers asks respon-
dents to report the total value of such orders on hand, 
regardless of work that may have been done on them or 
partial delivery of them at the end of the calendar 
year. 

Although many establishments do not maintain re-
cords of their backlog in value terms, almost all com-
panies in heavy industries do so and unfilled orders in 
these industries constitute the largest portion of the 
universe. Census respondents may also report that while 
they have unfilled orders on hand, the final sales value 
is not known. The sum of the shipments values from these 
respondents is isolated and a value of unfilled orders 
for them is imputed on the basis of the aggregated ship-
inents-to-unfilled orders ratio of the establishments 
within that industry that reported the value of unfilled 
orders is compiled for each industry. 

There are some elements of duplication in this 
universe created by the inability of manufacturers to 
separate, readily, in value terms, the components of 
orders which will be manufactured at the establishment's 
location and those which will be manufactured at other 
locations and by other companies. As a result, such 
sub-contracting arrangements may show up as unfilled 
orders in other establishments and industries. 

Care is taken to exclude estimates of future pro-
duction when these are reported as unfilled orders. 
This type of report is con to the automobile indus- 
try and some others, but because the such values are not 
binding unfilled orders, they do not constitute part of 
the universe. On the other hand, many of the unfilled 
orders in the automobile parts and supplies industry are 
valid orders and as such are usable values. 

The total value of unfilled orders, regardless 
of the portion which may have been delivered or comple-
ted, is sought. The reported value in cases where pro-
gress payments have been received against this total 
is reduced by the balance of progress payments on hand 
at the time of the report.

Bien que de nonibreux dtablissements ne tiennent aucune 
comptabilité de la valeur de leurs conmiandes en carnet, on tras 
grand noabre de sociétéa de l'industrie lourde évaluent cea 
conmiandes qui occupent donc uns place prépondérsnte dans l'uni-
vers en question. Par ailleurs, une firms recensée peut éga-
lenient declarer que bien que son exploitation sit des comman-
des en carnet, elle n'en connstt pas Ia vsleur finale a Ia 
yenta.

On prend solo d'Climiner les estimations de production 
future iorsqu'elles sont déclarées cosine coninandes en carnet. 
L'industrie de i'automobile ainsi que quelques autres indus-
tries produisent frdquemment des declarations de cette sorts 
mais, cosmic de telles valeurs ne rendent pas compte de counnsn-
des formelles en carnet, elles ne font pas partie de cet uni-
vera.

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(ii) The Unfilled Orders Sample 

The number of establishments that keep a conti-
nuing record of their backlog is, as with inventories, 
the estimates are at the Canada total level by indus-
try. The sample unit weights for orders are the as-
signed shipments weight increased by the ratio of the 
total number of firms in the sample for the industry 
to the number that report orders. Imputation methods 
for responses not on hand are similar to those used for 
inventories components and the file search is over all 
sample units in an industry, again not constrained by 
the sub-strata or strata limitations. 

(iii) Calculation of Unfilled Orders 

The method of calculation is the same as that for 
inventory components described sbove. 

(iv) New Orders 

The value of new orders received is calculated 
from the assumption that each month's shipments consti-
tute either the completion of orders received in a pre-
ceding accounting period or an order received during 
that specific month. Therefore, the new orders value 
is the value of shipments plus the change in unfilled 
orders from the end of the preceding accounting period 
to the end of the period under examination. From the 
individual respondent's point of view, it is, of course, 
possible to calculate the unfilled orders at the close 
of a period by adding the new orders received to the 
unfilled orders at the close of the previous reference 
period and subtracting the shipments during the period. 
Some responding establishments prefer to report the 
new orders received during the period rather than the 
value of the backlog at the end of the period. So long 
as this new orders value reported is net of cancella-
tions for previous orders and actual value of the ba-
cklog is available for the start of a reference period 
or a benchmark year, such reports are acceptable. 

The new orders estimate for each industry is cal-
culated each month for those which an unfilled orders 
estimate is calculated. The estimates are also calcu-
lated separately for the major groups of industries, 
and for the durable and non-durable and the economic 
use classifications, unlike the other estimated values 
which are aggregates of individual industry totals.

Seasonal Adjustment 

The seasonal adjustment method applied to the se-
ries is a computerized ratio to moving average method 
in use at Statistics Canada. It is the standard com-
puter program to apply the x-ll version of the U.S. 
Bureau of the Census M.thod IT.

Canadian manufacturers shipped an estimated 
$5,151.6 million in goods of own manufacture during 
January; this preliminary estimate of total shipments 
was $131.1 million or 2.6 7. higher than the revised 
estimated value for December. New orders received 
during January increased $251.5 million or 4.5 7. to 
$5,270.9 million. The value of unfilled orders at the 
end of January was $5,416.5 million, a one month in-
crease of $119.3 million or 2.3 7.. The total value of 
inventory owned by Canadian manufacturers rose 1.47 or 
$129.1 million to $9,113.2 million at the end of 
January. 

Shipments 

Shipments of durable goods, which comprise 49 7. 
of the total, were up 3.6 7. or $87.0 million at 
$2,515.2 million and accounted for two-thirds of the 
over-all increase in the manufacturing industries. 
inong the durable goods industries, the largest in-
creasea in shipments occurred in the electrical pro-
ducts industries and the non-metallic mineral products 
industries, where shipments were 9.9 7, and 7.3 'I, higher 
Only shipments of transportation equipment industries 
were off in January. Shipments of non-durable goods 
industries, estimated at $2,636.4 million, moved up 
$44.1 million or 1.7 7.. Among the non-durables, the 
biggest increase (21.6 7,) of shipments was recorded by 
the tobacco industries. 

In the special classification of industries ac-
cording to the typical economic use of their products, 
only shipments of non-durable constmmer goods industries 
declined in January, $9.2 million or 0.7 7,. Shipments 
of machinery and equipment industries increased $56.0 
million or 12.0 7. to $521.8 million. Shipments of the 
supplementary classification of automotive products in-
dustries at $822.7 million were $13.0 million or 1.6 7. 
lower than last month. 

Not adjusted for seasonal variation, the total 
value of shipments for the first month of 1973 was es-
timated at $4,764.0 million, an increase of 20.0 7, or 
$790.3 million over the estimate for the same month 
of 1972. 

Orders 

New orders received by non-durable goods indus-
tries rose 1.7 7. to $2,648.3 million. New orders re-
ceived by durable goods industries were $2,622.6 mil-
lion, 7.4 7. higher than the revised estimate in Decem-
ber. Unfilled orders of non-durable and durable goods 
industries at the end of January increased 1.4 7. and 
2.4 7, respectively to $864.5 million and $4,552.0 mil-
lion. 

Inventories 

Among the components of inventories, raw mate-
rials inventories had the largest increase, 3.3 7.; 
stocks of finished products were $3,152.9 million, an 
increase of 0.7 7,; stocks of goods in process were off 
0.5 7. to $2,523.8 million. The total value of inven-
tory held at the end of January increased 1.4 7. to 
$9,575.2 million.

Explanation of revisions 

As a result of re-benchxnarking the shipments, in-
ventories and orders estimates to 1970 Census of Manu-
factures data and other adjustments, the monthly values 
for all series in this issue before seasonal adjust-
ment, starting from January 1970, have been revised. 
In addition all seasonally adjusted series have been 
re-worked and are revised from January 1970. 

The revisions incorporate responses to the month-
ly survey over the period which were received too late 
for inclusion in the original estimates and improve-
ments in the sample of reporting establishments on 
which the current monthly estimates are based. 

The new levels before seasonal adjustment are 
generally higher than formerly published representing 
increaaea of 0.8 7,  in the 1970, 1.6 % in the 1971 and 
2.9 7, in the 1972 total values of shipments. However, 
the relative month-to-month relationships of estimates 
are largely similar to those published earlier. The 
total value of shipments for all Canada moved from 
$46,381.8 million in 1970 to 49,988.5 million in 1971, 
an increase of 7.8 7,; this total was $55,334.8 million 
in 1972, 10.7 Z higher than the total of 1971.
