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(Unless otherwise noted, all values 
referred to here have been adjuated for 
seasonal variation. Estimates for the 
current month are preliminary and for the 
preceding month, revised.) 

For the third successive month, the esti-
mated value of manufacturers' shipments 
moved up in July; both non-durable and 
durable goods industries with increases 
of 2.8 ¼ and 4.0 ¼ respectively, con- 
tributed to increase the Canadian shipments 
total to $5,517.7 million. This was an 
overall increase of 3.4 ¼ or $179.2 
million from the previous month. 

o Shipments of electrical products indust-
ries grew 11.5 ¼ to $284.4 million. The 
relatively sharp increase could be traced 
to settlement of a major strike in the 
industry. 

o The total value of shipments for the first 
seven months of 1973, not adjusted for 
seasonal variation, was estimated at 
$36,749.3 million, an increase of 17.8 ¼ 
over the cumulative total for the same 
period a year earlier. 

After a decline in June, new orders jumped 
to $5,674.6 million in July and were 
233.0 higher than the value for the 
previous month. 

;uccessive monthly increases to date in 
1973 have raised unfilled order8 from 
$5,511.3 million in January to $6,387.1 
million in July. 

o Unfilled orders of export-based induatries, 
as defined by the economic use classifi- 
cation, rose 9.6 ¼ to $338.2 million at 
the end of July. 

o The ratio of total inventory owned-to-
shipments declined to 1.75 in July from 
1.79 the previous month; the average level 
to date in 1973 was 1.77. The finished 
product a inventory-to-shipments ratio 
moved down to 0.59 in July; the average 
level for the first seven months of 1973 
was 0.60. 

o Goods in process inventory in the clothing 
induatriee was 5.5 ¼ lower. 

o At $219.1 million, finished products 
inventory increased 7.9 ¼ or $16.0 million 

o The total value of inventory owned was 
estimated at $9,640.1 million at the end 
of July, an increase of 0.6 ¼ over the 
previous month.

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CONCEPTS 

Lnvcncocies, S tpmentS in1 o rders 
values in this publication are monthly pro-
jections of annual census of manufactures 
values based on returns from a stratified, 
systematic sample of manufacturing establish-
ments. The data in the January, 1973 publi-
cation are the first to be adjusted to the 
1970 census. Values for years prior to and 
including 1970 have been benchmarked to the 
relevant census and the aggregate of monthly 
shipments in those years should correspond 
with published census values. Because the 
monthly estimates subsequent to 1970 are 
projections, these totals are subject to 
adjustment when more recent census data become 
available. Inventory estimates for December, 
published here, differ from year-end census 
values to the extent that census totals in-
clude individual establishment reports for 
fiscal years that may end on dates other than 
December 31. In addition, some components of 
Inventory are included in the monthly survey's 
benchmark value that may not be Included in 
census inventories. Unfilled orders are 
published for industries where maintenance 
of a continuing record of the value of an 
establishment's backlog is a normal part of 
the accounting procedure. 

The population is divided into groups 
of large, medium and small establishments 
according to the total value of shipments 
reported for the census year. Monthly values 
are sought for all large establishments and 
a sample is chosen separately for each of the 
other two groups. Sample unit values are 
weighted according to the inverse of their 
probability of selection. This sample is 
revised annually in accordance with the 
census base. To facilitate timely response 
from company accounting departments, combina-
tion reports are accepted from companies with 
more than one establishment. Estimates of 
current values are accepted from establish-
ments where the inventory and unfilled orders 
levels are not measured at the end of each 
accounting period. There are about 9,000 
establishments in the reporting panel. 

Isolation of component values of inven-
tory by level of fabrication in each industry, 
where possible, is important for economic 
studies as well as for derivation of produc-
tion values. To facilitate this, respondents 
are asked to report their book values of raw 
materials, work in process, finished products 
and progress payments separately. The inven-
tory levels are calculated on a Canada-wide 
basis, not by province. 

Both inventory held and inventory owned 
are published. The difference, inventory 
held but not owned, is the value of progress 
payments received by manufacturers for 
partially completed items such as aircraft, 
Ships or structures using fabricated steel. 
As work proceeds on such Items, total inven-
tory values increase until the time of deliv-
ery. By deducting the balance or progress 
payments on manufacturers' books from total 
inventory, the value of manufacturers' invest-
ment in inventory is derived. At the same

possible to reduce the distortion in the 
affected series that would be caused when 
responding companies finally treat such items 
of relatively high value as completed sales. 

Most establishments that maintain order 
books strike a value of unfilled orders at 
the end of each accounting period. The 
survey seeks this value which is defined as 
orders received but not shipped or treated 
as a sale whether or not work has been done 
on them or they can be filled from existing 
stocks. No estimate of this value is made 
for those industries where orders are 
customarily filled as received from stocks on 
hand and orders books are, therefore, not 
generally maintained. 

New orders, a series of considerable 
economic interest, is a residual value 
derived from shipments and unfilled orders. 
All shipments within any month result from 
an order received either during that month or 
at some earlier time. Because unfilled orders 
are measured, the new orders are the total 
shipments within any month plus the change in 
the total of unfilled orders from the end of 
the previous month to the end of the month 
under review. 

Because a constant sainpie is used 
between census revisions, values must be 
inputed for each establishment if no response 
has been received by compilation time. This 
is largely done by mechanical methods which 
take into account the activity of similar 
establishments from which reports have been 
received. Calculation of revised estimates 
for the immediately prior month in conjunction 
with preliminary estimates for the current 
month permits use of values reported too late 
for the first compilation. When respondents 
report values for periods earlier than that 
of the revised current estimates, the re-
sponses are used to correct the trends when 
the series are updated to new census bench-
marks. 

Definitions, classifications and 
groupings are taken from the census of manu-
factures. 

The January, 1973 issue of this publica-
tion contains a more detailed description of 
the concepts and survey methods for these 
series.

The seasonal adjustment method applied 
to the series is a computerized ratio-to-
moving average method in use at Statistics 
Canada. It is the standard computer program 
to apply the X-ll version of the U.S. Bureau 
of the Census Method II. 

Months for Cyclical Dominance 

The MCD or Months for Cyclical Dominance 
values at the head of each column of season-
ally adjusted values indicates the smallest 
span of months for which the average change 
in the cyclical factor is greater than that 
for the irregular factor. For the smoothest 
series the MCD is 1, for the most erratic 
series it is 6. Application of a moving 
average of the period of the MCD will tend 
to smooth irregular movements that may obscure 
the underlying trend-cycle.
