AUGUST - 1974 - AOITJT 

Among the major groups which are classified in durable 
goods, there were several large fluctuations in new 
orders levels. In Major Group 12, Primary Metal Indus-
tries, new orders received were up 17.8% in August, but 
declined by 25.0% in Metal Fabricating Industries (Ma-
or Group 13). In Major Group 14, Machinery Indus-
tries, new orders rose by 13.7% and in the largest 
durable goods major group. Transportation Equipment 
Industries, new orders were 19.3% higher.

• La valeur estimative de toutes les livraisons du sccteur de [a 
fobrication en aocit a atteint $6,768.6 millions. soit $21.6 
millions de plus que Ia valeur rCvisCe de juillet. La valeur 
totale non dCsaisonnalisCe des livraisons a'augmente de $50.6 
millions pour s'Ctahlir t $6,432.6 millions. 

• Le total cumulatif des livraisons du secteur de Ia fabrication 
en 1974, avant dCsaisonnalisation. s'est ClevC ii $50.940.7 
millions, soit 2 1.7% de plus que ]a valeur correspondante de 
1973 ($4 1,853.6 millions). Avant désaisonnalisation, les 
livraisoris d'aofit 1974 depassent de 24.9% celles d 'aoOt 1973. 
Au coors de Ia mCme période, l'indice des prix de vente dans 
I'industrie a augmentC de 18.8%. 

• La valeur totale des stocks possCdCs est passée ii $13,057.0 
millions, soit une augmentation de 1.4 17r. AprCs dCsaisonnali-
sation. Ic ratio stocks/Iivraisons pour l'ensemblc du secteur 
de Ia fobrication s'est Ctabli ii 1.93: I contre 1.91:1 en juillet. 
Le total des stocks de produits finis dCtenus par les fabricants 
a progresse de 0.4% pour atteindre $4182.2 millions. Le ratio 
produits Iinis/Iivraisons est restC inchange a 0.62: I. 

• Dans Ic cas des industries de biens non durables. Ic total des 
stocks possCdés a augmentC dc 1.4%. et les stocks de produits 
finis. de 0.1%. 

• L'accroissement de 1.5% du total des stocks possCdés des 
industries de biens durables est en grande panic attnihuahle 
a Ia hausse de 1.0% des stocks de produits iiriis de ce groupe. 
Malgré l'augmentation des stocks, Ic ratio do total des stocks 
possCdCs aux livraisons, après dCsaisonnalisation, est passé de 
2.11: 1 enjuillet it 2.09:1 en aofit, en raison pnincipalenient de 
l'accroissement de 13.6%, en aofit. des livraisons du groupe 
15. Fabrication d'Cquipcment de transport. 

• La valeur totale des commandes en carnet du seeteur de Ia 
fabrication a progresse de 2.8%, et celle des nouvelles com-
mandes, de 0.3%. Quant aux commandes en carnet des 
industries de biens durables. elles ont piogressC de 3.5% en 
aocir. Les nouvelles commandes de cc groupe d'industrie ont 
augrnentC de 3.7%. 

Dans Ic cas des groupes classes dans les industries de hicns 
durables, on a observe plusicurs impontantes fluctuations du 
nivcau des nouvelles commandes. Pour Ic groupe 12. Premie-
re transformation des mCtaux, les nouvelles commandes ont 
progressé de 17.8% en aoUt, mais dIes ont baissC de 25.0% 
dans Ic cas du groupe 13. Fabrication de produits en metal 
(saul machines et Cquipement de transport). Elles ont Cgale-
ment augmente de 13.7% dans Ic cas du groupe 14. Fabrica-
tion de machines (sauf Clectriques) et de 19.3% pour le 
groupe de biens durables Ic plus important, celui de Ia 
fabrication d 'eq uipement de transport. 

(Unless otherwise noted, all values referred to here 
have been adjusted for seasonal variation. The estimates of 
the current month are preliminary and for the preceding 
month, revised. Estimates are published according to the 
1970 Standard Industrial Classification and are projected 
from 1971 Census of Manufacturers values.) 

• The estimated value of total manufacturing shipments in 
August was $6,768.6 million, an increase of $2 1.6 
million from the revised July value. Unadjusted total 
shipments rose by $50.6 million to $6,432.6 million. 

Total cumulative manufacturing shipments in 1974, 
unadjusted for seasonality. were $50,940.7 million, an 
increase ot2 1.7% over the corresponding 1973 value of 
$41,853.6 million. The August 1974 shipments, unad-
justed. were 24.9% higher than those of August. 1973. 
Over the same period the Industry Selling Price Index 
rose by 18.8%. 

Total manufacturing inventory owned increased by 
1.4% to $13,057.0 million. The ratio of inventories to 
shipments, seasonally adjusted. rose for total n1anufac-
turing to 1.93:1 from 1.91:1 in July. Total manufacturing 
finished products inventories increased by 0.4% to $4.-
182.2 million. The ratio of finished products to ship-
ments remained unchanged at 0.62:1. 

• Total inventory owned in non-durable goods industries 
rose by 1.4%, while non-durable finished products in-
ventory rose by 0.1%. 

• Total inventory owned in durable goods was up 1.5% 
largely because of a 1.0% increase in the inventories of 
finished products in that group. Despite the higher 
inventories, the ratio of total inventory owned to ship-
ments. seasonally adjusted. fell from 2.11:1 in July to 
2.09: 1 in August, primarily as a result of a 13.6% 
increase in August shipments 01' Major Group 15, Trans-
portation Equipment Industries. 

• Total manufacturing unfilled orders rose by 2.8% and 
new orders were up 0.3%. The unfilled orders backlog in 
durable goods industries was 3.5% higher in August. 
Durable goods new orders rose by 3.7%.

• Shipments in Major Group 7, Clothing Industries, fell 
10.0% in August. 

• In the classification of industries according to their 
economic use, shipments and unfilled orders in Durable 
Consumer Goods fell by 7.5% and 8.7% respectively. 
New orders in Construction Materials declined 18.0%. 

• In the economic use classification. Export-Based Indus-
tries, shipments rose by 7.2% and new orders rose 10.3%. 
Shipments and new orders of the supplementary classifi-
cation, Automotive Products Industries, rose by 8.3% 
and 19.8% respectively. 

On a provincial basis, the largest changes in shipments 
(not seasonally adjusted) took place in Alberta (up 
13.6%), New Brunswick (7.3% higher) and Nova Scotia 
(down 6.6%). Unadjusted shipments rose by 5.0% in 
Quebec. This increase was general throughout Quebec 
manufacturing: the only major groups which registered 
declines in Quebec shipments were Major Group 15, 
Transportation Equipment Industries (down 9.0%) and 
Major Group 18, Petroleum and Coal Products Indus-
tries (down 7.1%). 

Ontario shipments (not seasonally adjusted) fell by 
2.7% in August. The largest declines were in Major 
Group 12, Primary Metal Industries and Major Group 
14, Machinery Industries. Declines in Ontario shipments 
of these major groups (both of which are classified as 
producing durable goods) were 5.7 1/,, and 20.2% 
respectively. 

• En aoUt, les livraisons du groupe 7. Industrie de l'hahille-
ment, ont diminué de I 0.0%. 

• Dans le cadre de Ia classification des activités économiques 
scIon l'utilisation économique, les livraisons et les comman-
des en carnet des industries de biens de consommation 
durables ont haissé de 7.5% et de 8.7% respectivement. L.' 
nouvelles comniandes de matériaux de construction ont 
régressé de 18.0%. 

• En cc qui concerne les industries orientés vers l'exportation, 
classées suivant [a caissification économique d'utilisation. les 
livraisons et les nouvelles commandes ont augmenté respecti-
vement de 7.2% et de 10.3%. Dans le cadre de ]a classification 
complémentaire les livraisons et les nouvelles commandc, 
des industries des produits de l'automohile ont augnietite 
respcctivement de 8.3% et de 19.8%. 

Par province, les plus importantes variations relatives des 
Iivraisons (avant désaisonnalisation) ont été enrcgistrées en 
Alberta ( ± 13.6%), au Nouveau-Brunswick (+7.3%) ci en 
Nouvelle-Ecosse ( +6.6%). Avant désaisonnalisation, le 
livraisons ont progressé de 5.0% au Québec. Cette augmenta-
tion a touché tout Ic secteur de Ia fabrication du Québec: k's 
seuls groupes de cette province qui ont haissé sont Ic groupe 
IS. Fabrication d'équipement de transport (-9.0%) et Ic 
groupe 18. Fabrication de produits du pétrole et du charbon 
(-7.1%). 

En aofit, les livraisons de l'Ontario (avant désaisonnalka-
tion) ont baissé de 2.7%. C'est dans Ic groupe 12, Premier-c 
transformation des métaux, et Ic groupe 14, Fabrication dc 
machines (saul Clectriques) que l'on a observe les plus fortes 
baisses. Celles-ci ont été respectivement de 5.7% et de 20.2% 
pour ces deux industries, qui sont classées comme des indus-
tries productrices de hiens durahies.

CONCEPTS AND METHODS 	 CONCEPTS ET MITHODES 

Inventories, shipments and orders values in this 
publication are monthly projections of annual census of 
manufactures values based on returns from a stratified, 
systematic sample of manufacturing establishments. The 
data in the January, 1974 publication are the first to be 
adjusted to the 1971 census. Values for years prior to and 
including 1971 have been benchmarked to the relevant 
census and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those 
years should correspond with published census values. 
Because the monthly estimates subsequent to 1971 are 
projections, these totals are subject to adjustment when 
more recent census data become available. Inventory 
estimates for December, published here, differ from year-
end census values to the extent that census totals include 
individual establishment reports for fiscal years that may 
end on dates other than December 31. In addition, some 
components of inventory are included in the monthly 
survey's benchmark value that may not be included in 
census inventories. Unfilled orders are published for indus-
tries where maintenance of a continuing record of the 
value of an establishment's backlog is a normal part of the 
accounting procedure. 

The population is divided into groups of large, 
medium and small establishments according to the total 
value of shipments reported for the census year. Monthly 
values are sought for all large establishments and a sample 
is chosen separately for each of the other two groups. 
Sample unit values are weighted according to the inverse 
of their probability of selection. This sample is revised 
annually in accordance with the census base. To facilitate 
timely response from company accounting departments, 
combination reports are accepted from companies with 
more than one establishment. Estimates of current values 
are accepted from establishments where the inventory and 
unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end of each 
accounting period. There are about 10,000 establishments 
in the reporting panel. 

Isolation of component values of inventory by level 
of fabrication in each industry, where possible, is impor-
tant for economic studies as well as for derivation of 
production values. To facilitate this, respondents are asked 
to report their book values of raw materials, work in 
process, finished products and progress payments sepa-
rately. The inventory levels are calculated on a Canada-
wide basis, not by province. 

Both inventory held and inventory owned are 
published. The difference, inventory held but not owned, 
is the value of progress payments received by manufactur-
ers for partially completed items such as aircraft, ships or 
structures using fabricated steel. As work proceeds on such 
items, total inventory values increase until the time of 
delivery. By deducting the balance or progress payments 
on manufacturers'books from total inventory, the value of 
manufacturers'investment in inventory is derived. At the 
same time, by reflecting the receipt of progress payments 
in shipments each month, it is possible to reduce the 
distortion in the affected series that would be caused when

On publie Ia valeur des stocks détenus et des stocks 
possédés. La difference entre les deux donne Ia valeur des 
acomptes verses par les fabricants sur des produits dont Ia 
fabrication n'est qu'en partie achevée comme les avions, les 
bateaux ou des constructions qui utilisent des semi-produits en 
acier. A mesure que Ia fabrication de ces produits avance. Ia 
valeur globale des stocks augmente jusqu'au moment de Ia 
Iivraison. En déduisant le solde des acomptes comptabilises par 
les fabricants de l'ensemble des stocks, on obtient Ia somme 
investie dans les stocks par les fabricants.

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responding companies finally treat such items of relatively 
high value as completed sales. 

Most establishments that maintain order books 
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each account-
ing period. The survey seeks this value which is defined as 
orders received but not shipped or treated as a sale 
whether or not work has been done on them or they can be 
filled from existing stocks. No estimate of this value is 
made for those industries where orders are customarily 
filled as received from stocks on hand and orders books 
are, therefore, not generally maintained. 

New orders, a series of considerable economic 
interest, is a residual value derived from shipments and 
unfilled orders. All shipments within any month result 
from an order received either during that month or at some 
earlier time. Because unfilled orders are measured, the new 
orders are the total shipments within any month plus the 
change in the total of unfilled orders from the end of the 
previous month to the end of the month under review. 

Because a constant sample is used between census 
revisions, values must be imputed for each establishment 
if no response has been received by compilation time. This 
is largely done by mechanical methods which take into 
account the activity of similar establishments from which 
reports have been received. Calculation of revised esti-
mates for the immediately prior month in conjunction with 
preliminary estimates lbr the current month permits use of 
values reported too late for the first compilation. When 
respondents report values for periods earlier than that of 
the revised current estimates, the responses are used to 
correct the trends when the series are updated to new 
census benchmarks. 

Definitions, classifications and groupings are taken 
from the census of manufactures.. 

The January, 1973 issue of this publication con-
tains a more detailed description of the concepts and 
survey methods for these series.

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Seasonal Adjustment 

The seasonal adjustment method applied to the 
series is a computerized ratio-to-moving average method 
in use at Statistics Canada. It is the standard computer 
program to apply the X-1 1 version of the U.S. Bureau of 
the Census Method II. 

Months for C%clical Dominance 

The MCD or Months for Cyclical Dominance 
values at the head of each column of seasonnally adjusted 
values indicates the smallest span of months for which the 
average change in the cyclical factor is greater than that for 
the irregular factor. For the smoothest series the MCD is 
I, for the most erratic series it is 6. Application of a moving 
average of the period of the MCD will tend to smooth 
irregular movements that may obscure the underlying 
trend-cycle.
