o Munufsctures’ shipiments in May 1977, seasonally

adjusted, were estmaed $8.988.1 million, 1.5%
higher than the revised April value of $8.857.6 million.
Durable goods shipments rose 1.1% to $4.112.8 million
from $4.067.2 million and nan-durable goods shipments
increased 1.8% to $4.875.3 million from $4.790.4 mil-
lion. New orders received by manufacturers in May
1977, seasonally adjusted. were estimated at $8,958.8
million. 2.0% below the revised April value of $9.137.0
milfion.

Durable goods new orders dropped 7.1% o $4.073.1
million from $4,383.1 million while non-durable goods
new orders increased 2.8% to $4.885.7 million from
$4,753.9 million. Unfilled orders, seasonally adjusted.
were estumated at $10.641.8 million, 0.3% below the
revised Apnl value of $10.67 1.1 million.

Total inventory owned. scasonally adjusted. increased
0.4% to $17.658.0 million from $17.583.4 million. Total
inventory held, seasonally adjusted. increased 0.6% to
$18.639.4 million from $18.535.1 million with increases
of 0.7% and [.5% in goods i process and finished
products and a decrease of 0.2% in raw materials.

I'he scasonally adjusted ratio of total inventory to
shipments was 1.96: | in May compared with the revised
April ratio of 1.99:1. The rauo of finished products to
shipments remained constant at 0.69: 1.

Not adjusted for seasonal variation. manufacturers’
shipments were estimated at $9.340.9 million, 4.8%
higher than the revised April value of $8.915.5 million.
Cumulative shipments tor the first five months of 1977
were estimated at $44.096.2 million. 9.3% higher than
the corresponding 1976 estumated  of  $40,334.9
million.

On
estime a $8,958.8 millions la valeur des nouvelles commun-
des reques en mal, aprés désaisonnalisation, soit 2.0% de
moins que la valeur révisée de $9.137.0 millions pour avril.

Le total désaisonnalisé des stocks possédés a augmenté de
0.4% a4 $17.658.0 millions, compurativement a $17,853.4
millions en avril. Les stocks détenus, aprés désaisonnalisa-
tion, ont augmentc de 0.6%. de $18.535.1 millions & $18,-
639.4 millions avec des hausses respectives de 0.7% et 1.5%
pour les biens en cours de fabrication et les produits finis et
une baisse de 0.2% des matiéres premieres.

Le rapport désaisonnalisé des stocks possédés aux livraisons
¢tait de 1.96:1 en mai comparativement a 1.99:1 aprés
révision, en avril. Le rapport des produits finis aux livraisons
n’a pas varié a 0.69:1.

Sans tenir compte des variations sdisonniéres, on estime Q&
$9.340.9 millions les livraisons des industries manufacturié-
res, soit 4 8% de plus que la valeur révisée de $8.915.5
millions pour avril. Pour les ¢ing premiers mois de 1977, [a
valeur cumulée des livraisons fut de $44,096.2 millions. soit
9.3% de plus que I'esimation de $40,334.9 millions pour la
période correspondante de 1976.

CONCEPTS AND METHODS

Inventories. shipments and orders values i this
publication are monthly projections of annual census of
manufactures values based on returns from a stratified,
systematic sample of manufacturing establishments. The
data in the April 1977 publication are the first to be
adjusted to the 1974 census. Values for years prior to and
including 1974 have been benchmarked to the relevant
census and the aggregate of monthly shipments in those
years should corrcspond with published census values.
Because the monthly estimates subsequent to 1974 are
projections these totals are subject to adjustment when
more recent census data become available. Inventory
estimates for December, published here, differ from year-
end census values to the extent that census totals include
individual establishment reports for fiscal years that may
end on dates other than December 31. In addition, some
components of inventory are included in the monthly
survey’s benchmark value that may not be included in
census inventories. Unfilled orders are published for indus-
tries where maintenance of a continuing record of the
value of an establishment’s backlog is a normal part of the
accounting procedure.

The population is divided into groups of large.
medium and small establishments according to the total
value of shipments reported for the census year. Monthly
values are sought for all large establishments and a sample
is chosen separately for each of the other two groups.
Sample unit values are weighted according to the inverse
of their probability of selection. This sample is revised
annually in accordance with the census base. To facilitate
timely response from company accounting departments,
combination reports are accepted from companies with
more than one establishment. Estimates of current values
are accepted from establishments where the inventory and
unfilled orders levels are not measured at the end of each
accounting period. There are about 10,000 establishments
in the reporting panel.

Isolation of component values of inventory by level
of fabrication in each industry, where possible, is impor-
tant for economic studies as well as for derivation of
production values. To facilitate this. respondents are asked
to report their book values of raw materials, work in
process, finished products and progress payments sepa-
rately. The inventory levels are calculated on a Canada-
wide basis, not by province.

Both inventory held and inventory owned are
published. The difference. inventory held but not owned,
is the value of progress payments received by manufactur-
ers for partially completed items such as aircraft, ships or
structures using fabricated steel. As work proceeds on such
items, total inventory values increase until the time of
delivery. By deducting the balance or progress payments
on manufacturers’ books from total inventory, the value of
manufacturer’s investment in inventory is derived. At the
same time. by reflecting the receipt of progress payments
in shipments each month, it is possible to reduce the
distortion in the affected series that would be caused when

CONCEPTS ET METHODES

Les chiftres sur les stocks, les livrasons et les commian-
des qui figurent dans cette publication sont des projections
mensuelles des résultats du recensement annuel des manufactu-
res établies a partir des déclarations d’un échantillon stratifié et
systématique d’établissements manufacturiers.

responding companies finally treat such items of relatively
figh value as completed sales.

Most establishments that maintain order books
strike a value of unfilled orders at the end of each account-
ing period. The survey seeks this value which is defined as
orders received but not shipped or treated as a sale
whether or not work has been done on them or they can be
filled from existing stocks. No estimate of this value is
made for those industries where orders are customarily
filled as received from stocks on hand and orders books
are, therefore. not generally maintained.

New orders, a series of considerable economic
interest, is a residual value derived from shipments and
unfilled orders. All shipments within any month result
from an order received either during that month or at some
carlier time. Because unfilled orders are measured. the net
orders are the total shipments within any month plus the
change in the total of unfilled orders from the end of the
previous month to the end of the month under review.

Becuuse a constant sample is used between census
revision, values must be imputed for each establishement
if no response has been received by compilation time. This
18 largely done by mechanical methods which take into
account the activity of similar establishements from which
reports have been received. Caleulanon of revised esn-
mates for the immediately prior month in conjunction with
preliminary estimates for the immediately prior month in
conjunction with preliminary estimates from the current
month permits use of values reported too late for the first
compilation. When respondents report values for periods
earlier than that of the revised current estimates, the
responses are used to correct the irends when the series are
updated to new census benchmarks.

Definitions. classifications and groupings are taken
from the census of manufactures.

The January. 1973 issue of this publication con-
tains a more detailed description of the concepts and
survey methods from these series.

Seasonal Adjustment

The seasonal adjustment method applied to the
series Is a computerized ratio-to-moving average method
in use a1 Statistics Canada. It i1s the standard computer
program to apply the X-11 version of the U.S. Bureau of
the Census Method II.

Some series containing no significant seasonality or
very high irregularity have not been seasonally adjusted.
In these cases, unadjusted values are repeated in the tables
of seasonally adjusted data. See footnotes for scrics
affected.

Months for Cyclical Dominance

The MCD or months for cyclical dominance values
at the head of each column of seasonnally adjusted values
indicates the smallest span of months for which the aver-
age change in the cyclical factor is greater than that for the
irregular factor. For the smoothest series the MCD is one,
for the most crratic series it is six. Application of a moving
average of the period of the MCD will tend to smooth
irregular movements that may obscure the underlying
trend-cycle.

On désaisonnalise des séries en calculant par ordinateur
le rapport a la moyenne mobile, suivant les méthodes utilisées
a Statistique Canada.
