Si lori so place dans Ia perspective ne l'uti-
lisatiori des ressources disponihies poor Ia pro-
duction des biens, on constate one certaine 
similitude entre Ia main-doeuvre occupe et le 
stock de capital en place. Tout degré de sous-
utilisation ou de sur-utilisation de lune ou de 
l'autre de ces ressources indique la presence de 
problmes éventuels ou de changements imminents 
au sein de léconomie. Bien qu'il y ait des 
similitudes entre les deijx, lorsque l'on prend en 
consideration les implications socio-politiques 
des ressources oisives, Ia difference entre le 
stock de capital et La rnain-doeuvre devient 
importante. Nêanmoins, ccci ne rend pas la rnesure 
de l'utilisation do stock de capital néqliqea-
ble. Ainsi, divers aspects de la production tels 
que les coats, les prix et les bénéfices peuvent 
être évalués qrace aux mesures de l'utilisation 
de la capacit.é. Les renseignenients sur l'utilisa-
tion de Ia capacité sont largement employês dans 
l'ét.ude du comportement. des irivestissements, et 
on les considère corome Iuri des determinants 
importants dos futurs invest issemerits des entre-
prises en usines et materiel. En période d'infla-
Lion, le degré de pression défini par les mesures 
de la capacité determine les plafonds de produc-
tion dans diverses branches d'activité, ce qui 
permet aux dêcideurs d'évaluer 1a fermeté de Ia 
demande par rapport b Foffre. A bien des égards, 
par consequent, les mesures de Ia capacité ont 
am4lior6 notre comprehension de certaines rela-
ions economiques. 

Lors de Ia definition d'une mesure de l'utl-
lisation de Ia capacité, ii faut dabord examiner 
Ia relation entre les ressources totales disponi-
bles et le niveau de Ia production potentielle. 
On peut alors construire une serie chronologique 
de la production potentielle, basée sur les res-
sources disponibles, de sorte qu'il soit possible 
de faire une comparaison ent.re Ia production 
rêelle et la production potentielle ou la capa-
cite de production. A l'heure actuelle, les taux 
d'utilisation de la capacité prodoits au Canada 
different principalement par la façon dont Ia 
production potentielle est calculée. 

Au Canada, le ministère de l'Expansion indus-
trielle régionale produit on indice dutilisation 
de la capacité pour les branches product.rices de 
biens en utilisant les méthodes d'estimation de 
la tendance générale par les sornmets de la 
Wharton School. Cet indice est calculé a partir 
d'indices trimestriels désaisonnalisés de la 
production industrielle, qui soot reportés sur un 
graphique, sur lequel on choisit les sonirnets par 
inspection visuelle. On considère que ces sommets 
reprêsentent la capacité de production de la 
brenche dactivité. Les différents sommets at.-
teints sont joints par one liqne droite afin 
dindiquer la capacité au cours des périodes 
étudiCes. IJne extrapolation directe de Ia memo 
ligrie droite donne des mesures de La capacité 
pour les périodes qui suivent le dernier sommet 
jusqu'a ce que lindice de la production réelle 
coupe Ia ligne droite. 

From the point of 	icw of ut [llzation of 
resources available for the production of 
goods, there is a siqriificant similarity 
between the labour force and the stock of 
capital in place. Any degree of under or 
over utilization in either type of resource 
may be indicative of problems or upcoming 
changes within the economy. While there are 
similarities between the two, when the 
socio-political implications of unemployed 
resources are considered, then the differ-
ence between capital stocks and labour be-
comes substantial. Never the less, this does 
not make the measurement of utilization of 
capital unimportant. For instance, several 
aspects of production such as costs, prices 
arid profits can be assessed with the use of 
capacity utilization measures. Information 
on capacity utilization is widely used in 
the study of investment behaviour and it is 
considered to be one of the significant 
determinants of future business investment 
in plant. and equipment. In inflationary 
periods, the degree of pressure indicated by 
capacity measures determines output ceilings 
in various industries, which enable policy 
makers to assess the strength of demand 
relative to supply. In many ways, therefore, 
the capacity measures have enhanced our 
understanding of certain economic relation-
ships. 

In producing a measure of capacity utili-
zation one must first examine the relation-
ship between the total resources available 
and the level of potential output. With this 
knowledge, a time series of potential pro-
ductiori, based on available resources, can 
be constructed so that a comparison between 
actual production and potential or capacity 
production can be made. Presently, capacity 
utilization rates produced in Canada differ 
mainly in how potential production is calcu-
lated. 

The Department of Regional Industrial 
Expansion produces an in,dex of capacity uti-
Lization for the goods-producing industries 
by using the Wharton School trend-through-
peak estimation procedures. This index is 
derived from seasonally adjusted quarterly 
indices of industrial production, which are 
charted and the peaks selected by inspec-
tion. These peaks are considered to be the 
capacity output of the industry. Successive 
capacity peaks are joined by a straight line 
to indicate the capacity during the inter-
vening periods. Forward extrapolation of the 
same straight line generates capacity mea-
sures for periods following the last peak 
until the actual product ion index intersects 
the line. 



The Statistics Canada approach represents 
an alternative measure and is based on the 
capital-output ratio of each industry. This 
methodology requires measures of each mdi-
vidual industry's output and its correspond-
ing capital stock. Quarterly capital-output 
ratios are calculated over the period looked 
at for each industry. The capital-output 
ratios are examined to identify peak pro-
duction periods. From these peak periods, 
inferences can be drawn about the potential 
output of individual industries. The defini-
tion of capacity in this procedure is the 
maximum output obtainable under "normal" 
technological and market conditions. 

The Bank of Canada also produces esti-
mates of capacity utilization. While they 
use the capital-output ratio approach, their 
methodology is not identical to that used by 
Statistics Canada. The main difference 
arises from how the Bank of Canada identi-
fies peak production periods. Unlike Statis-
tics Canada's use of the absolute minimum 
capital-output ratio to identify peak pro-
duction periods, the Bank of Canada riot only 
uses the capital-output ratio, they also use 
any extra information which they might have 
at their disposal to identify peak periods. 
This information is used to help identify 
trends in the capital-output ratios which 
may indicate changes in the production pro-
cess. If capital is substituted for labour 
in the production process, then there may be 
a change in what constitutes the peak pro-
duction period's capital-output ratio. If 
the Bank of Canada feels that there has been 
a change in how production is carried on, 
then they will trend the peak period capi-
tal-output ratio to reflect this. 

Some differences in level exist between 
the Stati-tcs Canada series and those of 
the De$rtfflent of Regional Industrial Expan-
sion arid the Bank of Canada. This situation 
is to be expected, of course, given the 
different estimation procedures underlying 
each set of measures.

Bien 
qu'elle utilise La mêthode des coefficients de 
capital, la mêthodologie retenue n'est pas iden-
tique a celle de Statistique Canada. La diffé-
rence principale reside dans Ia façon dont Ia 
Banque du Canada ideritifie les périodes de pro-
duction de pointe. Alors que Statistique Canada 
utilise les coefficients de capital minimums 
absolus pour identifier les périodes de produc-
Uon de pointe, Ia Banque du Canada non seulernent 
utilise le coefficient de capital, mais êgalement 
tout renseigriement supplémeritaire qu'elle peut 
avoir b sa disposition pour identifier les pé-
nodes de pointe. Ces renseignements servent 
identifier les tendances des coefficients de 
capital qui pourraient indiquer des changement.s 
dans le processus de production.

The methodology used to produce the ca-
pacity utilization rates is based on a com-
parison of the actual output of an industry 
during a certain time period with the esti-
mated potential output during that period. 

Potential output is estimated by relating 
capital's ability to produce at its maximum 
to the existing stock of capital. Capital's 
ability to produce is reflected by the capi-
tal-output ratio. The minimum capital-output

Donnes 

The data in this publication represent an 
historical revision. Revisions to previously 
published data are due to the incorporation 
of statistical revisions to data series 
underlying the estimates. The major reason 
for the revision is the change from the 1970 
Standard industrial Classification to the 
1980 version as the basis for defining the 
industrial groups. The input data series, 
Gross Domestic Product indices and the Gross 
Fixed Capital Stocks, had to be revised to 
reconcile the figures with the 1980 Standard 
industrial Classification. An additional 
change was the rebasing of both input data 
series from 1971 constant dollars to 1981 
constant dollars.

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For the Gross Domestic Product data to 
produce data reflective of the new industri-
al groupings, the 1970 Standard industrial 
Classification groups that were closest to 
the 1980 Standard industrial Classification 
major groups were revised using an internal-
ly calculated adjustment factor. The adjust-
ment factor was derived from a comparison 
made between annual Gross Domestic Product 
data for the 1970 and the 1980 Standard 
Industrial Classification major groups. The 
revision was made this way to figures for 
the period 1971 to 1980. Since Industry 
Measures and Analysis Division, the group 
that provides us with the production data, 
had already revised the data for the period 
1981 to the present., no further changes were 
made to that data. 

For the period 1971 to 1980, the produc-
tion indices for the Refined Petroleum and 
Coal Products Industries are the gross out-
put rather than the gross domestic product 
which are used for all other industries. It 
is felt that the gross output index better 
reflects the performance of the industry in 
the light of significant price changes dur-
ing that period. Since 1981, the qross 
domestic product index is used. 

The capital stocks were recompiled after 
adjustments were made to the investment 
series to bring capital formation in line 
with that needed for the 1980 Standard In-
dustrial Classification. Changes were first 
made to the three digit level defined in-
dustries and then the three digit level 
industry investment figures were regrouped 
to their appropriate major group. Percentage 
factors were applied to the industry groups 
to split out sub three digit level indus-
tries which had changed major groups. These 
percentage factors were computed from com-
paring changes made to production figures in 
reconciling the 1970 Standard Industrial 
Classification with the 1980 industry de-
finitions. While the previous step asstines 
constant returns to scale across a four or 
five digit level industry, this assumption 
had to be made since there was no other data 
comparing industry groups at that level of 
aggregation between the two versions of the 
Standard Industrial Classification. 

The capital stock estimates are produced 
by the National Wealth and Capital Stock 
Section of Statistics Canada. The quarterly 
capital estimates are derived by applying a 
linear interpolation to the annual capital 
stocks. The capital stock figures appearing 
in this publication have been adjusted to 
reflect decreases in efficiency of older 
capital due to technical obsolescence.

To help deal with this problem, the 
capital stocks are led by a quarter, that 
is, the mid-year gross stock is treated as 
the third quarter stock and the year-end 
stock is seen as that for the first quarter 
of the succeeding year.

It is important to note that the statis-
tics presented here are only statistical 
estimates and they are not operating ratios 
based on either engineering measures, such 
as productive machine hours, or survey re-
sults. 

Gi'en the many conceptual and measurement 
problems surrounding the notion of capacity 
utilization, the utilization rates shown 
here are indicative of trends and cycles in 
the utilization of capital. The indicated 
level is only a statistical approximation 
and should be viewed as such. For example, a 
rate of 100% indicates a high level of capi-
tal utilization which is considered a peak 
for the period observed.

The ut ilizat ion rates for the third quarter 1986 
appearing in this publication correspond to those re-
leased on December 15, 1986 in the Statistics Canada 
Daily and CANSIM. 

Capacity utilization in manufacturing industries 
decreased by 1.3% to 76.5% in the third quarter of 
1986 from 77.5% in the previous quarter. This is the 
fourth quarter in a row in which the utilization rates 
for manufacturing as a whole have dropped. While the 
quarter-to-quarter decreases have not been sizeable, 
they have been increasing in magnitude over the last 
year. 

Despite the general downward trend, there are some 
hopeful signs. Increasing consumer spending has had 5 
beneficial effect on the capacity utilization rates 
for industries that manufacture consumer goods: furni-
ture arid fixtures industries posted a 4.1% gain, 
' 1 uther ararrufacturing industries'1  increased 3.3% and 
clothing industries recorded a 1.8% higher rate. As 
well, the electrical and electronic products indus-
tries, which posted a decrease of 0.7% in capacity 
utilization, would have posted an even greater 
decrease had it not been for the consumer; marrufac-
turers of consumer goods within this industry showed 
increased product.tion in the third quarter. 

But many industries, for example, primary textiles, 
textile products, beverages and rubber products, have 
been running down their inventtory levels in this 
quarter, lowering production and capacity utilization 
rates. In addition, strikes in the construction and 
wood industries have affected other industries. A 
major strike by workers in the British Columbia wood 
industries caused the large decrease in the utiliza-
tion rate of the wood industries. Strikes in the 
construction sector had a downward affect on the 
demand for steel and this is one of the reasons for 
the decrease in the utilization rate for the primary 
metals industries. 

The transportation equipment industries showed a 
decrease of 6.2% - largely attributable to the automo-
tive sector. The lower levels of automotive equipment 
manufacturing also affected other industries, namely 
the primary metals industries. 

Other notable changes were a 12.9% increase in the 
tobacco products industries and a 4.3% rise in the 
rate for the refined petroleum and coal products 
industries. 

Utilization rates in durable manufacturing irrdus-
tries decreased by 2.0% in the third quarter of 1986 
to 71.9% from 73.4% in the second quarter of 1986. in 
the non-durable sector, capacity utilization rates 
dropped 0.5% to 81.7% from 82.1%. 

Note to Users: 

With this release, the Capacity Utilization Rates 
in Canadian Manufacturing incorporated some major 
statistical changes. The estimates of capacity utili-
zation which were previously based on the 1970 Stan-
dard Industrial Classification are now based on the 
1980 SIC. The input data, gross domestic product and 
fixed capital stocks, have both been revalued from 
1971 prices to 1981 prices. The period looked at 
begins in the first quarter of 1971 rather than 1961 
as had previously been the case. These changes have 
affected the levels of capacity utilization for all 
industries but in most cases the differences are 
small.
