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Advance Statement, Summary Statistics of 
Manufacturing Industries, 1964 

The statistics in the accompanying 
tables are based on the results of the 1964 
annual Census of Manufactures and represent 
a selection of those which will be published 
later in the 1964 issues of the DBS reports, 
"The Manufacturing Industries of Canada" 
(Catalogue No. 31-203 to 31-208 inclusive). 

A continuing advance in levels of 
domestic economic activity, substantial in-
creases in both consumer and capital expendi-
tures and rising exports combined with some 
increases in prices to cause manufacturers' 
shipments of goods of their own manufacture 
to rise by 10.1% to a new record of $30,856,-
000,000. Other major dollar measures also 
set new records: value added by manufacture 
was up 10.37, to $13,536,000,000; total value 
added, which includes non-manufacturing 
activity of manufacturing establishments, was 
up 10.77, to $14,247,000,000; total wages and 
salaries rose 9.1'/, to $7,081,000,000, while 
wages of production and related workers in 
manufacturing activity rose 10.27, to $4,096,-. 
000,000. 

The total number of employees rose by 
4.6'L to 1,491,257, and the number of production 
and related workers in manufacturing activity 
by 5.4 to 1,057,502. These production and 
related workers were thus 70.97, of total em-
ployees compared with 70.47, in 1963 and 69.57, 
in 1961. The number of manufacturing establish-
ments increased by 512 in 1964 to a total of 
33,631; there were 15,748 working owners and 
partners in manufacturing in 1964. 

The largest proportionate provincial 
increase in 1964 shipments, 16.67., took place 
in Prince Edward Island, as shown in Table 1. 
The next greatest increase was registered by 
Nova Scotia, 14.17,. Gains for other provinces 
were: Ontario, 11.17,; British Columbia, 10.87.; 
Alberta, 10.17.; Quebec, 8.77.; Manitoba, 8.57,; 
New Brunswick, 8.4'!,; Newfoundland, 6.87,; 
Saskatchewan, 3.07.. 

Ontario and Quebec together accounted 
for 81.37, of value added by manufacture in 
Canada in 1964. Of this, Ontario was re-
sponsible for 52.27. and Quebec for 29.17.. 
British Columbia accounted for 8.47., the 
Prairie Provinces for 6.77, and Atlantic 
Provinces for 3.67.. 

In Ontario, value added by manufacture 
averaged $1,073 per capita bf the population.

catalogue 31-203 a 31-208 inclusivement). 

L'avance continue de l'activité economique, 
qui s'est manifestde par l'augmentation des 
dépenses A la consommation, des immobilisations de 
capitaux et des exportations, de même que certaines 
hausses des prix, a contribué a l'avance de 10.1 
p. 100 dana lea expeditions propres des fabricants 
au cours de 1964 pour atteindre le record de 
30,856 millions de dollars. Dc nouveaux soniuets 
ont egalement été atteints dans les autres princi- 
pales mesures d'ordre financier: la valeur ajoutee 
par la fabrication a marqué une avance de 10.3 p. 
100 pour s'établir a 13,536 millions; la valeur 
totale ajoutée, y compris l'activite non manufac-
turière des manufactures, s'est dlevée de 10.7 p. 
100 pour se chiffrer par 14,247 millions; le 
montant global de is rémundration a augmenté de 
9.1 p.  100 et a atteint 7,081 millions, tandis que 
lea salaires des travailleurs de Is production et 
des travailleurs connexes se sont accrus de 10.2 
p. 100 pour atteindre 4,096 millions de dollars. 

Le nombre total d'employes (1,491,257) a 
marqué une avance de 4.6 p.  100 et celui des 
travailleurs de la production et des travailleurs 
connexes (1,057,502) a augmente de 5.4 p. 100. Ce 
dernier groupe represeritait 70.9 p. 100 de tous 
les employés, comparativement a 70.4 p. 100 en 
1963 et 69.5 p.  100 en 1961. Le nombre des 
établissements de fabrication a augmente de 512 en 
1964 et s'dtablit maintenant h 33,631; celui des 
propriétaires et associés actifs était de 15,748. 

Comma l'indique le tableau 1, l'fle-du-
Prince-Edouard a connu Is plus forte augmentation 
proportionnelle (16.6 p. 100) des expeditions en 
1964. La Nouvelle-cosse vient ensuite avec 14.1 
p. 100. Voici les gains des autres provinces: 
Ontario, 11.1 p.  100; Colombie-Britannique, 10.8 
p. 100; Alberta, 10.1 p.  100; Québec, 8.7 p.  100; 
Manitoba, 8.5 p.  100; Nouveau-Brunswick, 8.4 P. 
100; Terre-Neuve, 6.8 p.  100; et Saskatchewan, 
3 P. 100. 

Le Québec et 1'Ontario ont répondu pour 
81.3 p. 100 de is valeur ajoutee par la fabrication 
au Canada en 1964, soit 29.1 p.  100 au Québec et 
52.2 p.  100 en Ontario. La Colombie-Britannique 
a repondu pour 8.4 p.  100, les provinces des 
Prairies, pour 6.7 P.  100 et lea provinces 
Atlantiques, pour 3.6 p.  100, 

En Ontario, la valeur ajoutee par is fabri-
cation egalait $1,073 par habitant. Dana les 
autres regions, la valeur par habitant était la 
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regions was Quebec, $708; British Columbia, 
$635; the Prairie Provinces, $271; the 
Atlantic Provinces, $249. These compare 
with a national average of $704. 

Stimulated by the rising demand 
for investment goods, including farm 
iiachinery, in domestic and export markets, 
the machinery industries showed the largest 
proportionate gain of 21.97. in 1964 value 
of shipments over 1963. Shipments of this 
group passed the $1,000,000,000 mark, 
reaching $1,078,000,000, as shown in Table 

The largest group in terms of shipments, 
the food and beverage industries, had 
shipments of $6,127,000,000, an increase 
of 7.27.. 

Other industry groups with shipments of 
$1,000,000,000 or more, with 1964 shipments 
and the percentage increase over 1963, were; 
paper and allied industries, $2,707,000,000 
(10.47.); primary metal industries, $2,-
547,000,000 (14.77.); metal fabricating in-
dustries $2,137,000,000, (13.87.); chemical 
and chemical products industries, $1,-
798,000,000 (9.37.); electrical products in-
dustries, $1,704,000,000 (10.37.); petroleum 
and coal products industries, $1,419,000,000 
3.97.); wood industries, $1,396,000,000 (9.37.); 

textile industries, $1,205,000,000 (9.57.). 

Pulp and paper mills were again Canada's 
argest single manufacturing industry in 
urns of shipments: these totalled $1,-
984,000,000 or 10.6% more than the year before 
See Table 3.) Motor vehicle manufacturers 
.re the second largest industry, their 
hipments amounting to $1,679,000,000, a gain 

of 10.77, over the preceding year. The third 
Largest industry, petroleum refining, had 
ahipments of $1,371,000,000, up 3.77.. 
laughtering and meat packing plants were in 
ourth place, with shipments of $1,198,000,000 
p 4.97.. Iron and steel mills were fifth, 

a th shipments of $1,108,000,000, up 15.07., 
md dairy factories came sixth, their 
shipments of $939,000,000 being up 3.67.. The 
seventh largest industry, sawmills, increased 
their shipments 8.97. to $846,000,000. Based 
on a revised method of valuation, for both 
years, smelting and refining shipments were 
in eighth position at $718,000,000, an increase 
of 12.37. over 1963. Miscellaneous machinery 
ad equipment manufacturers were ninth, with 
>hipments of $688,000,000, an increase of 
19.37., reflecting sharply higher investment 
programmes. Motor vehicle parts and accesso-
Ties manufacturers, the tenth industry with 
amitpments of $628,000,000, showed a gain of 
15. iL. 

.\mong the forty leading industries, 
half showed increases of 10.7% or more and 
only one showed a decrease. The largest

Conne 
le fait voir le tableau 2, lee expeditions de ce 
groupe industriel ont surpassé un milliard de 
dollars atteignant 1,078 millions de dollars. 
Aux termes des expeditions, lee industries des 
aliments et boissons occupent la premiere place 
(6,127 millions) accusant une augmentation de 
7.2 p.  100. 

Voici les autres groupes industriels dont 
lea expeditions ont dCpassé le milliard de dollars 
et leurs accroissements procentuels sur 1963; 
papier et produits connexes, 2,707 millions (10.4 
p. 100); industries metalliques primaires, 2,547 
millions (14.7 p.  100); produits métalliques, 
2,137 millions (13.8 p.  100); industrie chimique 
et produits connexes, 1,798 millions (9.3 p.  100); 
appareils et materiel électriques, 1,704 millions 
(10.3 p. 100); industries des dérivés du pétrole 
et du charbon, 1,419 millions (3.9 p. 100); in-
dustries du bois, 1,396 millions (9.3 p. 100); 
industries textiles, 1,205 millions (9.5 p.  100). 

L'industrie manufacturi'ere particuiiCre Ia 
plus importante au Canada a dté encore une fois 
celle des pates et papiers; see expeditions se 
sont chiffrees par 1,984 millions de dollars, soit 
10.6 p.  100 de plus qu'un an plus tOt (cf. le 
tableau 3). Les fabricants de véhicules automo-
biles sont demeurés au deuxième rang et leurs 
expeditions ont atteint 1,679 millions, soit 10.7 
p. 100 de plus qu'un an auparavant. Au troisième 
rang vient l'industrie du raffinage du pétrole 
(1,371 millions et +3.7 P.  100). L'abattage et Ia 
preparation de la viande se sont établis en 
quatrième position, leurs expeditions s'dtablissant 
a 1,198 millions (+4.9 p.  100). L'industrie du fer 
et de l'acier s'est établie en cinquième place 
(1,108 millions et +15 P.  100) et les fabriques 
laitières en sixième (939 millions et +3.6 P.  100). 
Les scieries out pris la septième place (846 
millions et +8.9 P.  100). Selon une méthode 
rectifiée d'évaluation, les expeditions de l'affi-
nage et du raff image ont pris la huitième place 
(7,018 millions et +12.3 p.  100) au cours des deux 
années. Lee manufacturiers de machines et materiel 
divers ont pris la neuvième place (668 millions et 
+19.3 p. 100), fait qui reflète des prograies 
accrus d'investissements. Lea fabricants de pièces 
et d'accessoires d'automobiles ont accuse une 
avance de 15.3 P.  100 pour prendre Is dixième 
place (628 millions). 

La moitié des quarante principales industries 
out accuse des augmentations de 10.7 p.  100 et 
plus et une seule, une diminution. La hausse la 
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plus forte, a savoir 33.5 p.  100 dens is fabrica-
tion des instruments agricoles, a refldté lea 
effets de Is récolte considerable de blé en 1963, 
des contrats d'exportation de blé et des exporta-
dons accrues de machineries; Ia seconde, celle 
des meuneries (25.3 P.  100), reflète une forte 
augmentation des exportations. La baisse de 1.9 
P. 100 des expeditions des raffineries de sucre a 
amené une baisse de prix. 

Lea salaires et traitements se sont chiffrés, 
en moyenne, par $4,748 par employe en 1964, hausse 
de 4.2 p.  100 cur un an plus tOt. La Colombie-
Britannique a eu la moyenne la plus élevée en 1964 
($5,212), suivie de l'Ontario ($5,031). Voici lee 
autres nioyennes provinciales: Alberta, $4,597; 
Saskatchewan, $4,511; Québec, $4,415; Manitoba, 
$4,121; Terre-Neuve, $4,013; Nouvelle-Ecosse, 
$3,898; Nouveau-Brunswick, $3,789; £le-du-Prince-
douard, $2,977. 

Le salaire des travailleura de Is production 
et des travailleurs connexes s'est établi, en 
moyenne, A $1.99 par heure-hossne payé comparative-
ment h $1.92 en 1963. Voici lee moyennes corres-
pondantes, selon Is region: Colombie-Britannique, 
$2.41; Ontario, $2.12; provinces des Prairies, 
$1.90; Québec, $1.82; provinces Atlantiques, $1.63. 
Les statistiques principales, selon Is province 
et le groupe d'industries, figurent dans le 
tableau 4. 

Toutes lee données de 1964 sont sujettes a 
rectification. Lee donndes de 1961-1963 dane les 
tableaux ci-joints comprennent lee revisions 
publiées précédessnent, y coinpris lee résultats 
d'un changement considerable dane Is méthode 
d'évaluation des expeditions de l'industrie de 
l'affinage et du raffinage. Ce dernier change-
ment sera explique plus en detail dane le rapport 
de l'industrie intitulé Smelting and Refining, 
1964 (Numéro de catalogue 41-214). 

increase, 33.5% in agricultural implement 
manufacturers' shipments, reflected effects 
of a large 1963 wheat crop, wheat export 
contracts and higher machinery exports; the 
second largest, 25.3% for flour mills, 
reflected a substantial gain in exports; the 
1.9% decrease in sugar refineries' shipments 
resulted from lower prices. 

Wages and salaries averaged $4,748 per 
employee in 1964, an increase of 4.2% over 
the year before. British Columbia had the 
highest 1964 average of $5,212, with Ontario 
second at $5,031. Other provincial averages 
were: Alberta, $4,597; Saskatchewan, $4,511; 
Quebec, $4,415; Manitoba, $4,121; Newfoundland, 
$4,013; Nova Scotia, $3,898; New Brunswick, 
$3,789; Prince Edward Island, $2,977. 

Manufacturing production and related 
workers' wages averaged $1.99 per man-hour 
paid, compared with $1.92 in 1963. The 
corresponding averages by region were: 
British Columbia, $2.41; Ontario, $2.12; the 
Prairie Provinces, $1.90; Quebec, $1.82; the 
Atlantic provinces, $1.63. Principal statis-
tics by province and by industry group are 
shown in Table 4. 

All 1964 figures are subject to revision. 
Data for 1961-1963 in the accompanying tables 
embody revisions to those published earlier, 
including the results of a substantial change 
in the method of valuing shipments in the 
smelting and refining industry. The latter 
change will be explained in detail in the 
industry report, "Smelting and Refining, 1964" 
(Catalogue No. 41-214).
