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QUEBEC - HIGHLIGHTS OF 1968 

With the improved economic situation in 1968 the 
total value added of Quebec's manufacturing industries, 
including non-manufacturing activity, increased at a 
rate which was two and one-half times that of 1966-1967. 
However, the number of employees engaged in the manufac-
turing industries decreased for the first time in the 
1961-1968 period. 

The value of shipeenta of goods of own manufacture 
increased 7.1 7, over the 1967 value, a rate of growth 
which was only slightly below the average annual rate 
of increase (1) for the 1961-1968 period. 

Value added by manufacturing activity amounted to 
$5,215 million, an increase of 7.4 7. over 1967. Wages 
paid to production and related workers in manufacturing 
activity reached $1,817 million, up 7.1 7, from the pre-
vious year. At the level of total activity, including 
non-manufacturing activity, total value added was $5,445 
million, up 1.0 7.; total salaries and wages were $2,924 
million, up 6.7 7., 

The decline in the number of production and related 
workers engaged in the manufacturing activity of Quebec's 
manufacturing industries from 1967 was 2,021 or - 0.5 7. 
a smaller rate of decrease than for Canada as a whole, 
which had a decline of- 0.77. for the same period. The 
administrative, office and other non-manufacturing 
employees in the province's manufacturing industries 
decreased for the first time since 1963 resulting in a 
total decrease of 3,438 employees from the corresponding 
1967 level. Table A shows the average annual rates of 
change of employees of the manufacturing induatries of 
Quebec for the period 1961-1968 inclusive.

Quebec was in 1968 Canada's second largest manufac-
turing province, accounting for 28.4 7, of all value added 
by manufacturing activity by Canada's manufacturing 
induatries.

Value added by manufacturing activity averaged 
$880 per capita of population in Quebec in 1968; this 
is the second highest of any Canadian province and 
compares with the Canadian average of $884. Salaries 
md wages paid to all Quebec employees in manufacturing 
uveraged $5,609 per employee, compared with $5,221 the 
car before and an all-Canada figure of $6,031 for 1968 
is increase of 7.4 7, from 1967 is well above the

Industry Developments 

Eight of the 20 industry groups in Quebec's manufac-
turing industries recorded increased employment in 1968; 
the major portion, or almost one third, of the over-all 
increase for these eight groups, was accounted for by 
chemical and chemical products industries; knitting 
mills and in miscellaneous manufacturing industries each 
accounted for almost one quarter of this same increase. 
The remaining 12 industry groups recorded a decrease in 
employees of 8,449 from their 1967 levels; the largest 
part of their over-all decrease, over decrease, over one-
half, was in the textile industries. Of the eight 
durable goods industry groups, two had employment 
increases totalling 356, the other six industry groups 
had decreases which in aggregate accounted for 2,851 
employees or 82.9 7. of the net manufacturing industries 
decrease which took place in Quebec from 1967 to 1968. 

During 1968 the manufacturing industries of Quebec 
lost 531,330 man-days through strikes and lockouts (1) or 
about 2,100 man-years as compared to 834,340 man-days 
or 3,300 man-years in 1967. In 1968 there were two 
work stoppages which exceeded 50,000 man-days as com-
pared to three such work stoppages in 1967. The paper 
and allied industries group recorded strikes and 
lockouts during the year with a duration of approxima-
tely 200,000 man-days or 800 man-years. 

Tables C 1 and C 2 show the numerical change of 
employees between 1967 and 1968 for all of the manufac-
turing industry groups and for those individual indus-

In the textile industries group the decrease is 
synthetic textile mills and cotton yarn and cloth mills 
is due to various factors; increased foreign competi-
tion, changing demand for particular products, and to 
the transfer of establishments between the various in-
dustries due to changes in the nature of the products 
produced by particular plants. 

The increaae in employment in the knitting mills 
group is the result of the changes in fashion in re-
spect to hosiery and to knitted fabrics which are be-
coming more popular. Some of the increase in other 
knitting mills is directly the result of the transfer 
of establishments from other industries. 

The increased use of plastics has led to a dra-
matic growth in the plastics fabricators, n.e.c. indus-
try which in Quebec increased by 1,162 employees from 
its 1967 level, obtaining a level of employment which 
was more than double that of 1961. This increase in 
employment, in plastics fabricators flea, between 1967 
and 1968 was equal to 96.4 7. of the increase which took 
place in Quebec in the miscellaneous manufacturing 
group. 

In shipbuilding and repair employment decreased 
by 1,869 employees, reaching a level which was Only 
6.2 7. above its 1961 level and the lowest since 1961. 
An offsetting feature in the transportation equipment 
industries group was the growth shown by the miscella-
neous vehicle manufacturers industry, due mainly to 
the increased popularity of snowmobiles. 

Affecting a number of the manufacturing indus-
tries, capital expenditures on new construction in 
Quebec (1) decreased slightly (1.0 7.), in current dol-
lar terms over 1967 expenditures. Dwelling unit starts 
(2) during 1968 were up 23.2 7. over 1967, reaching 
46,477 starts. The completion of dwelling units was 
down, reaching 38,961 units or a loss of 0.4 7. from 
the 1967 level. 

Industry fluctuations are subject to the effects, 
generally minor, of reclassification of establishments. 
No attempt is made in this analysis to take into account 
any effect upon employment of changing productivity, 

Historical Data and Classification changes 

Data of certain industries were revised or af-
fected by classification changes for the years 1961-
1963 at the time of Issuance of results of the 1964 
Census of Manufactures. Users making historical com-
parisons should, therefore, use 1961-1963 data from 
the 1964 reports of this series rather than from the 
reports for the three earlier years. (Also, in the 
1966 Census S.I.C. 3993 was discontinued and included 
in S.I.C. 3999).

In each case, the three-digit classification which 
comprised the respective four-digit industries remains 
in the Standard Industrial Classification. Thus, 
S.I.C. 101, Slaughtering and meat processors, is 
continued; as is S.I.C. 139, Miscellaneous food industries. 

Concepts and Definitiona 

In tables of principal statistics in this report 
and in individual industry reports it has been customary 
to show value of production in place of value of ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture for four industries: 
SIC 302, Fabricated structural metal industry; SIC 321, 
\ircraft and parts manufacturers; SIC 326, Railroad 
olling stock industry; and SIC 327, ShipbuIlding and 
epair industry. This definition of production has in 
he past differed slightly from the standard definition 
f gross output in manufacturing activity, in that the 
et change in inventories of finished goods was not 
included. Beginning with 1968 data, the value of pro-
duction shown in place of value of shipments of goods of 
own manufacture for these industries is inclusive of 
the net change in inventories of finished goods. Ac-
cordingly, the 1968 value of production shown is 
identical with gross output in manufacturing activity, 
that is, the sum of: Cost of fuel and electricity; Cost 
of materials and supplies used in manufacturing acti-
vity; and Value added in manufacturing activity. Cross 
output in manufacturing activity may be calculated 
for earlier years by such a summation, but is also shown 
directly in supplementary tables in the four relevant 
industry reports for 1961 through 1966. 

Notes on Concepts and Definitions' omitted from 
this report for reasons of economy may be obtained from 
the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of the 
Bureau upon request. These are essentially the same as 
those published in 1965 reports of this series, but do 
record the introduction, beginning with the 1966 Censua, 
of use of the same reporting year for all employee data 
as for other data. Previously, respondents basing their 
returns on a financial year differing from the calendar 
year were requested to report employee data for the 
calendar year (the preferred period for all data under 
both setS of reporting instructions)
