INTRODUCTION 
	

INTRO DUCT ION 

In the Annual Census of Manufactures 
for the year 1966, for the first time, an 
attempt has been made to obtain a breakdown 
by major kinds of the containers and other 
packaging materials used by the manufactu-
ring industries. Some of this information 
has been included in the individual industry 
reports. 

As a follow-up on publication No. 31-
5102 (occasional), "Consumption of containers and other packaging supplies by the Manufac-
turing Industries" (1962), the comparable 
information for the year 1966 has been 
brought together in this bulletin. In the 
course of its preparation the information on 
containers and other packaging supplies has 
been reviewed and analysed more thorougly 
than was possible in the context of the 
rtparation of the annual report pertaining 

the individual "user-industries" and the 
sentatjonis in a more detailed form. 
i result the information pertaining to a 

iticular industry may not be indentical to 
that included in the industry report. How-
ever, this is a matter of re-allocation to 
the proper categories and the total dollar 
value remains the same. 

It should be noted that the categories 
listed on the questionnaires varied from 
industry to industry in order to restrict 
the number of separate questions to the 
major items used in a particular industry. 
As a consequence the category "miscellaneous" 
for a given industry may include items that 
have been shown separately for other indus-
tries. 

It is regretted that not all respon-
dents provided the requested breakdown by 
categories so that the item "non-specified 
containers and other packaging materials" 
is rather large. It is hoped that this 
situation will improve in following years. 

Dams le rapport annuel des manufactures on a, 
pour Ia premiere fois en 1966, tenté d'obtenir le 
detail des principaux contenants et autres matières 
d'emballage utilisds par les industries manufac-
turières. Ces renseignements ont eté inclus en 
partie dams les rapports individuels des industries. 

Suite a la publication 35-102 (rapport 
special) "Consonunation de contenants et autres 
matières d'emballage par industrie manufacturière" 
(1962) on a inclus dans le present bulletin les 
données de 1966 comparables aux donnCes de 1962. 
Les statistiques sur les contenants et autres 
matières d'emballage apparaissant ici ont été re-
vues et analysées plus attentivement que me le 
perinet la preparation des rapports annuels Se rap-
portant aux industries individuelles qui utilisent 
les contenants et leur presentation en est plus 
détaillée. Ceci a pour effet que les renseignements 
se rapportant 	une industrie en particulier 
peuvent me pas etre identiques A ceux publiés dams 
le rapport de l'industrie. Cependant, ceci n'est 
en réalité qu'une meilleure repartition et ne 
change en rien la valeur monCtaire. 

Il est a noter que les différentes entrées 
énumdrées sur les questionnaires varient d'une 
industrie a l'autre afin de restreindre le noinbre 
de questions individuelles aux items majeurs uti-
uses dams une industrie individuelle. Ii en 
résulte que l'item "divers" pour une industrie en 
particulier peut inclure des produits montrés 
sCparCment pour d'autres industries. 

Ii est regrettable que les rCpondants non 
pas tous fourni le detail demandé par categories 
de sorte que Is valeur de l'item "contenants et 
autres matiêres d 'emballage non spécifids" est 
passablement élevée. Nous espérons que la 
situation s'améliorera dams les années a venir.
