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CONSUMPTION OF CONTAINERS AND OTHER PACKAGING 
SUPPLIES BY THE MANUFACTURING INDUSTRIES 

1968 

Introduction 

The figures shown in this report do not include 
the value of the containers and other packaging sup-
plies used by establishments submitting a short form 
report. As a rule, their importance is insignificant. 
This can usually be verified for each manufacturing 
industry by consulting the table on materials and 
supplies in the various annual Industry reports of the 
Census of Manufacturers. It is further to be noted that 
the value of containers and other packaging supplies 
reported by certain industries does not reflect the 
entire quantity used because some establishments man-
ufacture their own containers and the materials used 
for their manufacture are reported as raw materials, 
not as containers purchased. This is important in 
the case of confectionery manufacturers and in the 
soap and cleaning compounds industry. Main this year, 
unfortunately, not all respondents provided the re-
quested breakdown and, as a result, the value of the 
item "non-specified containers and other packaging 
supplies" is rather high. 

The distribution of the various containers and 
packaging supplies shown here may differ slightly from 
that published in the individual industry reports. 
This is due to corrections made after their publication. 
It should be noted that the categories listed on the 
questionnaires vary from industry to industry, in order 
to limit the breakdown to the major items used in a 
particular industry. As a consequence, the category 
"miscellaneous" for a given industry may include items 
that are specified for other industries. 

The value of containers and other packaging sup-
plies used by the Canadian manufacturing industries in 
1968 amounted to $1,062,340,000 or 7.6 per cent higher 
than the $987,120,000 reported in 1967. During the 
same period the value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture of Canadian manufacturers increased to 
$41,994,957,000 in 1968 from $38,955,389,000 in 1967, 
an increase of 7.8 per cent. The cost of raw materials 
and supplies used increased by slightly over 8 per cent 
from $21,371,785,000 in 1967 to $23,088,850,000 in 
1968. The amount spent on the consumption of contain-
ers and other packaging supplies in 1968, accounted 
for 4.6 per cent of the total cost of raw materials 
and other supplies used in manufacturing activities. 

Corrugated boxes is still the most important 
single packaging product used by Canadian manufacturers 
who spent more than $206,954,000 for the purchase of 
corrugated boxes. This amount represents 84.8 per cent 
of the total value of corrugated products manufactured 
in Canada. Among the most important users of corru- 
gated boxes are the breweries ($17,373,000), the fruit 
and vegetable canners and preservers ($15,557,000) and 
the miacellaneous food manufacturers ($13,014,000). 

In addition Canadian manufacturers consumed an 
amount of $169,113,000 worth of metal cans, the food 
and beverage industries alone accounting for more than 
$134,532,000. Of this figure ($134,532,000) the fruit 
and vegetable canners and preservers accounted for 
more than $62,396,000. 

The Canadian manufacturers consumed $123,113,000 
worth of folding and set-up boxes in 1968 which re-
presented 84.4 per cent of the total value of shipmen 
($145,842,000) of the folding and set-up boxes man-
ufactured in Canada.

lntrodu t ion 

La lecteur voudra bjen noter que les chiLfres presentds 
dans ce rapport excluent Is valeur des contenants et autres 
matires detuballage utilisds par lea dtablissements qui rem-
pllssent une formule abrdgde. Règle gendrale, l'importance 
de ces derniares eat minime et peut ordinairement étre vdrifide 
pour chaque industrie manufacturière en consultant le tableau 
des matires ci fournitures des diffdrents rapports annuels 
du recensement des manufactures. De plus, jl arrive parfois 
cue Ia valeur des contenants et autres matiares d'emballsge, 
ddclarée par certaines industries, ne reflète pas Ia totslitC 
utllisée. La raison eat que certains dtablissementa fabri-
quent, cosine activité secondaire, leurs propres contenants 
dont lea matdriaux utilisds pour leur fabrication soot dec lards 
cosine matièrea premieres et non cosine contenants achetds. 
Cette situation eat particulièrement importante chez lee ma-
nufacturiers de confiseries et lea manufacturiers de savona 
et de composes de nettoyage. II eat regrettable que cette 
annde encore lea rdpondants n'ont pas tous fourni le detail de-
mandd de sorte qua Is valeur de l'item "contenants et autres 
matiCre d'emballage non spdcif ida" est passablement dlevde. 

Ii se peut que Is repartition des diffdrents contenants 
ci matières demballage, apparaissant ici, diffCre legerement 
de celle publide dans les rapports individuels des industries.

avançait a $23,088,850,000 des $21.371,785,000 qu'il dtait en 
1967, soit un peu plus de 8 p.  100. Le mcntant consacrd C Is 
consonanation de contenants et autres mstilres d'emballage, en 
1968, represente 4.6 p.  100 du coOt total des matières et 
fournitures utilisdes dana l'activitd manufacturière. 

Les bottes en carton ondulé dominent encore cette anode 
la hate des principaux contenants utilisés par les manufac-
tuners canadiens. La consonanation de bottes en carton onduld 
s'est chiffrde C plus de $206,954,000 ce qui reprdsente 86.8 
p. 100 de Is valeur totale de tous lea produits deinbellage 
en carton ondulé manufactures au Canada. Parmi lea pnincipaux 
consolanateurs de bottes en carton onduld, il nous faut men-
tionner lea brasseries avec $17,373,000, l'industrie des con-
serves at de preparations de fruits et de legumes avec 
$15,557,000 ainsi que les manufacturiers d'ahiments divers 
avec $13,014,000. 

Lea manufacturiers ont, de plus, utilisd un montant de 
$169,113,000 de bottes en metal et les industries du groupe 
aliments et boiaaons ont a dies seules consommé pour plus de 
$134,532,000 de ces bottes.

In addition, a number of industries increase 
the number of coTanodities reported separately under 
the heading "containers" in 1968 and as a result the 
comparison with previous years is distorted somewhat.

3. Not all respondents give the requested breakdown, 

4. The item "Miscellaneous" varies from industry to 
industry because different categories are listed 
on each questionnaire.
