This can usually be verified for each manufacturing 
industry by consulting the table on materials and 
supplies in the various annual industry reports of the 
Census of Manufactures. It is further to be noted that 
the value of containers and other packaging supplies 
reported by certain industries does not reflect the 
entire quantity used because some establishments man-
ufacture their own containers and the materials used 
for their manufacture may be reported as raw materials, 
rather than as packaging supplies. 

The distribution of the various containers and 
packaging supplies shown here may differ aiightly from 
that publiahed in the individual industry reports. 
This is due to corrections made after their publication 
It should be noted that the categories listed on the 
questionnaires vary from industry to industry, in order 
to limit the breakdown to the major items used in a 
particular industry. As a consequence, the category 
'miscellaneous' for a given industry may include items 
that are specified for other industries. 

The subdivision in industries in this report 
follows the Standard Industrial Classification Revised 
1970. In this revision, a few industry classes of the 
1960 version have disappeared, some have been modified 
and a few new industry classes have been created, 
reflecting changes that have occurred in the Canadian 
'conomy during the past decade. Though most industries 
rye not been affected, users who wish to make year to 
ear comparisons should be aware of the changes that did 
ike place and may wish to consult the Standard Indus-
Hal Classification Manual Revised 1970, Catalogue 

12-501. 

Subject to the qualifications noted in the first 
paragraph of this introduction, the cost of purchased 
containers and packaging supplies used by the maniifac 
turing industries in Canada continued to increase, 
amounting to $1,204,135,000 in 1970, an increase of 
5.1 Z over the cost in 1969 ($1,145,884,000). By corn-
parision the value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture increased by only 1.0 1, to $46,380,935,000 
in 1970 from $45,930,438,000 in 1969 while the total 
cost of purchased materials and supplies used (including 
packaging) increased by 1.2 7 to $25,699,999,000 in 1970 
from $25,383,484,000 in 1969. 

Major Group 1 (S.I.C. 1970) - Food and Beverage 
Industries - alone accounted for $686,189,000 or 57 7. 
of the total cost of purchased containers and packaging 
supplies used by the manufacturing industries in Canada. 
Of this group, the industry Fruit and Vegetable Canners 
and Preservers was the largest single consumer with 
$113,954,000 in 1970, followed by the Miscellaneous Food 
Processors with $85,550,000 and the Dairy Products 
Industry with $82,047,000, followed by the Soft Drink 
Manufacturers $77,006,000. Major Group 19 (S.T.C. 
1970) - Chemical and Chemical Products Industries - was 
the next largest consumer group of industries with 
$164,743,000 in 1970, 13.7 7, of the total. Over the 
last several years, there has been little change in the 
ranking order of the categories of containers and 
packaging supplies in terms of dollars spent by all 
manufacturing industries. 

During the relatively few years since the intro-
uction of the section concerning consumption of pur -
based containers and packaging supplies in the Annual 
ensus of Manufactures considerable improvement has been 
rehieved in reporting, editing and compilation of these 
tame. This is demonstrated by the fact that the 
dtegory of non-specified items has been reduced to 
s83,923,000 or 7 7 of the total in 1970 from $148,417,000 
or 13 7. in 1969 and $167,415,000 or over 18 7. of the 
total in the first year (1966). Hopefully it will be 
possible to reduce this further to, say, less than 5 7..
