report. As a rule, their importance is insignificant. 
This can usually be verified for each manufacturing 
industry by consulting the table on materials and sup-
plies in the various annual industry reports of the 
Census of Manufactures. It is further to be noted that 
the value of containers and other packaging supplies 
reported by certain industries does not reflect the 
entire quantity used because some establishments man-
ufacture their own containers and the materials used 
for their manufacture may be reported as raw materials, 
rather than as packaging supplies. 

The distribution of the various containers and 
packaging supplies shown here may differ slightly from 
that published in the individual industry reports. 
This is due to corrections made after their publication. 
It should be noted that the categories listed on the 
questionnaires vary from industry to industry, in order 
to limit the breakdown to the major items used in a 
particular industry. As a consequence, the category 
"miscellaneous" for a given industry may include items 
that are specified for other industries. 

In 1972 the value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture reported by Canadian manufacturers increased 
by 11.71 from $50,275 million to $56,192 million. The 
cost of containers and packaging supplies used to ship 
these products was $1,383 million, an increase of 7.7% 

r the 1971 total of $1,285 million. In both years 
is cost represented over 4.0% of the total cost of 
w materials and supplies uaed. 

The food and beverage industries are still the 
most important consumers of containers with $781 
million or more than 56% of the total used by Canadian 
manufacturing industries. 

The chemical and chemical products group used 
$182 million or 131 of the total.
