In 1973, the value of shipments of goods of own manufacturing 
reported by all Canadian manufacturers equalled $66,777 million, 
as increase of 18.92 over the 956.192 million of 1972. 

The cost of containers and packaging supplies used to ship

*1.383 million of 1972.
