the questionnaires vary from industry to industry, in order to 
sit the breakdown to the major Rena used in a particular 

idustry. A. a consequence, the category ".lnceilaneous" for a 
'on industry say in,rlude iteas that are specified for other 

1-uatries. In 1974. we have eliminated the long form quest ion-
• Ire. for some industries and an a result we have lost the 
d,Lail on containers used in those industries. Prior to 1974, 
data on lead foil, tin foil and aluminum foil were published as 
one item. In 1974, they are separated Into bags, roll, and 
containers. 

In 1974, the value of shipments of goods of own manufacture 
reported by all Cansdias manufacturer, equalled $82,455 miilion, 
an increase of 23.,Z over the $66,780 million of 1973. 

The cost of containers and packaging supplies used to ahip 
these products was $1,890 million which was 20.91 higher than the 
$1,563 million of 1973. 

The following table compares containers and packaging 
supplies with total row materials and supplies used in all manufac-
turing for the period from 1969 to 1974:
