The distribution of the various contain- 
rs and packaging supplies shown here may dif- 
r slightly from that published in the mdi-
idual industry reports. This is due to cor-

r.ctions made after their publication. It 
should be noted that the categories listed on 
the questionnaires vary from industry to in-
dustry, in order to limit the breakdown to the 
major items used in a particular industry. 
As a consequence, the category "miscellaneous" 
for a given industry may include items that 
are specified for other industries. 

In 1975, the value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture reported by all Canadian 
manufacturers equalled $88,460 million, an 
increase of 7.3% over the $82,455 million of 
1974. 

The cost of containers and packaging 
supplies used to ship these products was 
$2,024 million which was 7.1% higher than the 
$1,890 million of 1974.

	account for over 60% of the total value of 
containers consumed in Canada. Most of them 
are produced domestically and in 1975 Canadian 
manufacturers shipped $484 million of corru-
gated boxes, $341 million of metal cans and 
$253 million of folding and set-up boxes. 

In 1975, the non-specified items 
amounted to $136 million or 6.7% of the total 
value of containers used. 

As part of the continuing program of 
Statistics Canada to reduce the reporting 
burden on small establishments, the number 
reporting on "short-form" questionnaires in 
all manufacturing industries Increased from 
11,371 accounting for 1.6% of shipments of 
goods of own manufacture in 1974, to 15,089 
representIng 4.1% in 1975. Since short-form 
questionnaires do not ask for detail on con-
tainers and other packaging supplies the val-
ues in the above tables and in the pages fol-
lowing are understated compared to previous 
years.
