2. In some industries, establishments make 
their own containers from raw materials 
which, therefore, are not reported as 
such. 

3. Not all respondents give the requested 
breakdown. 

4. The item "miscellaneous" varies from in-
dustry to industry because different cat-
egories are listed on each question-
naire.

INTRODUCTION 

U se peut que la repartition des diffdrents 
contenants et matires dmbal1ag,  apparaissant 
ici, diffare legarement de celle publlée dams les 
rapports individuals des industries. Cependant, 
il ne faudrait pas s'en étonner car ce n'est que 
le résultat d'une analyse plus approfondie des don-
ndes individuelles des industries. Il eat a noter 
que les différentes entrées dnumérdes sur lea ques-
tionnaires varient d'une industrie A lautre afin 
de restreindre le detail aux items majeurs utilisés 
dans une industrie individuelle. Ii en résulte que 
l'item "divers" pour une industrie en particulier 
peut inclure des produits montrés sdparément, pour 
d'autres industries. 

En 1976, Is valeur des livraisons de produits 
de propre fabrication déclarée par tous lea fabri-
cants canadlens a atteint $98,076 millions, soit 
10.9 Z de plus que les $88,460 millions enregistrés 
en 1975. 

Le coCt des contenants et des matiares d'em-
ballage utilisés pour livrer ces produits s'est 
élevé a $2,284 millions, ce qui représente une aug-
mentation de 12.8 Z par rapport a 1975 ($2,024 mil-
lions). 

Le tableau ci-dessous met en regard les con-
tenants et les matiares d'emballage et le total des 
matiares brutes et des fournitures utilisées dana 
tout le secteur de la fabrication entre 1970 et 
1976:

The distribution of the various contain- 
ers and packaging supplies shown here may dif-
fer 8llghtly from that published in the indi-
vidual industry reports. This is due to cor-
rections made after their publication. It 
should be noted that the categories listed 
on the questionnaires vary from industry to 
industry, in order to limit the breakdown to 
the major items used in a particular industry. 
As a consequence, the category "miscellaneous" 
for a given industry may include items that 
are specified for other industries. 

in 1976, the value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture reported by all Canadian 
manufacturers equalled $98,076 million, an 
increase of 10.9% over the $88,460 million 
of 1975. 

The cost of containers and packaging 
supplies used to ship these products was 
$2,284 million which was 12.8% higher than 
the $2,024 million of 1975. 

The following table compares containers 
and packaging supplies with total raw materi-
als and supplies used in all manufacturing 
for the period from 1970 to 1976:

The above indicates that the cost of 
containers and other packaging materials de-
creased since 1971, as a percentage of the 
total cost of materials and supplies used. 
However, this reduction can be attributed for 
most part to the continuing program of Statis-
tics Canada to reduce the reporting burden 

Le tableau ci-dessus indique que les conte-
nants et autres matiares d'emballage ont diminud 
depuis 1971 en proportion du coflt total des ma-
tiares et fournitures utilisées. Cette diminution 
eat attribuable en grande partie au prograe per-
manent de Statistique Canada visant A alléger le 
fardeau de declaration des petits établissements, 
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le nombre d'enquêtés qui ont répondu sur formuies 
abrégées au sein de toutes les industries manufac-
turires a été porte de 11,371 en 1974 A 15,089 en 
1975 et A 14,671 en 1976. Ce qui représente 1.6 %, 
4.1 % et 3.6 Z respectivement des livraisons de 
produits de propre fabrication. Comme les ques-
tionnaires abrégés me renferment pas de données sur 
les contenants et autres matires d'enballage, les 
valeurs prásentées dams les tableaux ci-dessus et 
dams les pages qui suivent sont sous-estlmées par 
comparalson aux années antérieures. 

Les industries des ailments et boissons sont 
les plus importants consommateurs de contenants. 
En effet, elles en ont utilisés en 1976 pour une 
valeur de $1,294 millions, ce qul représente 57 % 
du total utilisé par le secteur de la fabrication 
au Canada. Le tableau 1 ci-dessous compare la con-
sommation des années 1971 a 1976 par groupe d'in-
dustries: 

on small establishments, the number reporting 
on "short-fonu" questionnaires in all manufac-
turing industries Increased from 11,371 ac-
counting for 1.6% of shipments of goods of 
own manufacture in 1974, to 15,089 repre-
senting 4.1% in 1975 and 14,671 representing 
3.6% in 1976. Since short-form question-
naires do not ask for detail on containers 
and other packaging supplies the values in 
the above tables and in the pages following 
are understated compared to previous years. 

The food and beverage industries are the 
most significant consumers of containers and 
in 1976 they used $1,294 million worth of 
packaging products or 57% of the total used 
by Canadian manufacturing industries. Table 
1 below compares by Industry group the con-
sumption for the years 1971 to 1976:

The above four specified types of con-
tainers account for over 60% of the total 
i,alue of containers consumed in Canada. 
Most of them are produced domestically and in 
1976 Canadian manufacturers shipped $559 
million of corrugated boxes, $387 million of 
metal cans and $286 million of folding and 
set-up boxes. 

In 1976, the non-specified items 
amounted to $155 million or 6.8% of the total 
value of containers used.
