I NTRODIJCT ION 

d inir i hut inn ut thu variotin conLIin- 
rs and packaging supplies shown hero may diE-
icr slightly from that published in the indi-
vidual industry reports. This is due to cor-
rections made after their publication. It 
should be noted that the categories listed 
on the questionnaires vary from industry to 
industry, in order to limit the breakdown to 
the major items used in a particular industry. 
As a consequence, the category 'miscellaneous" 
for a given industry may include items that 
are specified for other industries. 

Ii se peut que la repartition des différents 
contenants et matires d'emballage, apparaissant 
ici, diffère légèrement de celle publide dana lea 
rapports individuels des industries.

En 1977, la valeur des livraisons de produits 
de propre fabrication déclarée par tous lea fabri-
cants canadiens a atteint $108,856 millions, soit 
10.8 % de plus que les $98,281 millions enregistrés 
en 1976. 

Le coGt des contenants et des matirea 
ballage utilisés pour livrer ces produits s'est 
élevé a $2,455 millions, ce que represente une aug-
mentation de 7.5 % par rapport a 1976 ($2,284 mil-
lions). 

Le tableau ci-dessous met en regard lea con-
tenants et les matiares d'emballage et le total des 
matires brutes et des fournitures utilisées dana 
tout le secteur de la fabrication entre 1972 et 
9 7 7 : 

In 1977, the value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture reported by all Canadian 
manufacturers equalled $108,856 million, an 
increase of 10.8% over the $98,281 million 
of 1976. 

The cost of containers and packaging 
supplies used to ship these products was 
$2,455 million which was 7.5% higher than 
the $2,284 million of 1976.

The food and beverage industries are the 
most significant consumers of containers and 
in 1977 they used $1,399 million worth of 
packaging products or 57% of the total used 
by Canadian manufacturing industries. Table 
1 below compares by industry group the con-
suiuption for the years 1973 to 1977:

Seven of the above Industry groups (ex-
cluding other) account for approximately 86% 
of the total consumption of containers.
