4. The item "miscellaneous" varies from in-
dustry to industry because different cat-
egories are listed on each question-
naire.

INTRODUCTION 

For our 1978 Census of Manufactures, a 
special project was undertaken to identify 
establishments omitted in years prior to 
1977. This resulted in 3,833 additional es-
tablishments being included in 1978. Most 
of them proved to be small relative to known 
manufacturers as their shipments approximated 
1.7% of the total. 

The cost of containers and packaging 
supplies used to ship these products was 
$2,727 million which was 11.1% higher than 
the $2,455 million of 1977.

In 1978, the value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture reported by all Canadian 
manufacturers equalled $129,019 million, an

The 1978 Census of Manufactures Included 
1/,036 small businesses which reported a 
value of shipments of $4,749 million or 3.7% 
of the total. As mentioned in the "Note to 
users", they do not report data for containers 
and other packaging supplies separately.
