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Note to Usars 

Since 1988, commodity data for the surveys of 
manufacturing and forestry have been cias-
ified according to the Standard Classifica-

*ion of Goods (SCG), an extension of the Har-
monized Commodity Description and Coding Sys-
tem (HS). Effective in 1988, this classifica-
tion replaced the Industrial Commodity Classi-
fication (ICC). 

General adoption of this standard has enhanced 
the comparability of data relating to imports, 
exports and domestic production. It also 
permits greater comparability with trade and 
production data from other countries. This is 
of considerable importance for an economy as 
highly dependent on international trade as 
that of Canada. 

Like the Industrial Commodity Classification, 
the Standard Classification of Goods is hier-
archical in structure. Commodities are 
grouped into 96 chapters, the contents of 
which are broadly similar. Detailed classes 
are formed by dividing chapters into increas-
ingly homogeneous subgroups. There are 8,414 
such detailed classes. Taking into account 
all levels of the classification, a total of 
12,121 commodity classes exist to cover manu-
facturing and forestry. The numeric code 
attached to each class reflects this hier-
archical structure: with each subdivision of 
the original 96 chapters, additional digits 
are appended to the corresponding two-digit 
base. 

SCG codes of six digits or less comprise the 
international portion of this standard. Such 
classes are co.mon to all countries which 
adopt the Harmonized System. More detailed 
codes reflect the extension of that system to 
suit Canadian data requirements. 

I.pl..entation of this classification does 
introduce a break in commodity data time-
series. To help users bridge that gap, two 
sets of data were prepared. The first set, 
estimates of SCG-bas.d commodity values for 
1987, was published in each of the 1988 manu-
facturing catalogues along with an explanation 
of the methodology used to derive the.. The 
second sat produced was an empirical concord-
ance table, also known as a bridg, table, 
which shows the significance of each ICC-SCG 
link specified by the official concordance. 

For manufacturing industry outputs, the Bridge 
Table and the corresponding SCG-based values 
will be published in Catalogue 31-211, Prod-
ucts Shipped by Canadian flanufacturers (1988). 
For logging, equivalent items are published in 
Catalogue 25-201, Logging Industry (1988).

Consumption at Containers and Other Packaging 
Supplies by the Manufacturing Industries

Revue 

Canadian manufacturing industries produce and 
use a wide range of containers and ether pack-
aging supplies. This range includes corru-
gated, folding and set-up boxes, metal cans, 
plastic containers, bags and fil.s, glass 
bottles, paper bags, etc. 

In 1989, Canadian manufacturers used $6.4 
billion worth of containers and other packag-
ing supplies, an increase of 3.4Z from the 
$6.2 billion in 1988. Although an increase 
for this year, the rate of growth is signifi-
cantly down from the 7.57 registered the pre-
vious year. Plastic Containers and plastic 
packaging accounted for most of the increase 
in 1989 Is.. chart 1). 

The vast majority of the containers used are 
manufactured in Canada. In 1989, Canada manu-
factured $2.5 billion worth of corrugated and 
non-corrugated boxes and folding cartons, over 
$1.6 billion of plastic containers and more 
than $1.2 billion of barrels, drums and metal 
cans. 

For each dollar spent by Canadian manufac-
tururs for materials and supplies in 1989, 
3.77 represented expenditures for containers 
and packaging materials. Many industries use 
a minimum of containers to ship their pro-
ducts. In some, however, the consumption of 
containers and packaging is very high: for the 
beverage group, containers represented 54Z of 
total material costs.

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The Feed and Beverage industries remained the 
most significant consumers of containers in 
1989 using $2.4 billion and $1.3 billion re-
spectively. Together, these two industries 
represented about 57.8Z of the total usage by 
Canadian manufacturing industries. A dis-
tribution of major containers by Industry 
Groups is shown in Text Table 1. 

Among the more important containers used by 
the Canadian manufacturing industries were: 
corrugated boxes at $1,241.4 million, metal 
cans at $1,092.9 million, plastic containers 
at $879.0 million and folding boxes at $685.8 
million. These four commodity groupings re-
presented 61Z of all containers used. 

Although corrugated boxes remained the most 
important container used, plastic bottles had 
the highest rate of growth. During the eight 
year period (1981 - 1989), usage rose 244Z 
compared to 73Z for corrugated boxes, 33Z for 
metal cans and 30% for glass containers. 

In 1989, metal cans and glass containers 
showed no significant change from the previous 
year while plastic bags and plastic bottles 
rose 13.67 and 10.7% respectively. This rapid 
growth increased the share of plastic con-
tainers and plastic packaging to 16.9Z in 1989 
(see chart 2). The most important consumers 
of plastic bottles are the Chemical and Chemi-
cal Products and Beverage industries which, 
when combined, account for about three-quar-
ters of the total. 

Industrial activity is highly concentrated in 
Ontario and Quebec. As a result, industries 
in these provinces account for over 77.5Z of 
the total expenditures on containers. Differ-
ences in the industrial structure of the vari-
ous provinces lead to significant variations 
in the type of packaging materials that are 
purchased. For example, although Ontario 
purchased 51.6Z of containers, 71.2k of steel 
cans and boxes used by the manufacturers were 
bought in Ontario. Quebec used a little more 
than one-quarter of all containers, but its 
share of non-corrugated boxes was 31.47. 
Atlantic Canada used 11.8Z of glass containers 
despite using only 6.1Z of all containers. An 
overview of the geographical distribution can 
be seen in text table 2.
