SUPPLIES BY THE MAIBJFACTURING INDUSTRIES 

Highlights 1990 

• Usage of containers and packaging reached 
$6.4 billion. 

• Food industries remained the largest consu-
mers of containers. 

• Corrugated boxes and cartons were the most 
commonly used containers. 

• Consumption of Plastic bottles increased 
177. 

Review 

Canadian manufacturing industries produce and 
use a wide range of containers and other pac-
kaging supplies. This range includes corruga-
ted, folding and set-up boxes, metal cans, 
plastic containers, bags and films, glass 
bottles, paper bags, etc. 

In 1990, Canadian manufacturers used $6.4 
billion worth of containers and other packa-. 
ging supplies. This represents no significant 
increase over the previous year. However, the 
size of the sample increased considerably, 
from 9,376 to 11,853 establishments in 1990. 
Although the consumption of containers did not 
increase during 1990, Plastic Containers and 
plastic packaging did out-perform the other 
type of containers with an increase of 4.7Z. 
The trend for the consumption of Containers 
and Packaging of plastic has been increasing 
much more rapidly that the other types of con-
tainers (see chart 1). This increase is mainly 
due to the introduction of new plastic contai-
ner products during the last ten years. These 
products are cheaper, lighter, very easy to 
handle, very easy to store and are more adap-
table than other packaging products. 

For each dollar spent by Canadian manufactu-
rers for materials and supplies in 1990, 4X 
represented expenditures for containers and 
packaging materials. Many industries use a 
minimum of containers to ship their products. 
In some, however, the consumption of contai-
ners and packaging is very high. In 1990, 
beverage industries spent $1.3 billion on 
containers, 59 of their total cost of raw 
materials and supplies.

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The vast majority of the containers used are 
manufactured in Canada. In 1990, Canada manu-
factured $2.3 billion worth of corrugated and 
non-corrugated boxes and folding cartons, over 
$1.6 billion of plastic containers and more 
than $1.1 billion of barrels, drums and cans 
of metal. 

The Food and Beverage industries remained the 
most significant consumers of containers in 
1990 using $2.5 billion and $1.3 billion res-
pectively. Together, these two industries 
represented about 59Z of the total usage by 
Canadian manufacturing industries. A distribu-
tion of major containers by Industry Group is 
shown in Text Table 1. 

Among the more important containers used by 
the Canadian manufacturing industries were: 
corrugated boxes at $1.2 billion, metal cans 
at $1.1 billion, plastic containers at $910.6 
million and folding boxes at $721 million. 
These four commodity groupings represent 62Z 
of all containers used. 

Although paperboard boxes remained the most 
important, plastic containers and packaging 
have shown the largest rate of increases since 
1981. Usage rose 135Z compared to SIZ for 
paparboard boxes, 47 for metal cans and only 
25 for glass containers. The rapid growth in 
plastic containers and packaging increased 
their share to 18.9% in 1990 compare to 12.9 
in 1981, reflecting higher usage in the chemi-
cals and foods industries. During the same 
period, glass dropped to 7Z. Chart 2 shows the 
change in the distribution of container expen-
ditures by type in 1981 and 1990. 

Industrial activity is highly concentrated in 
Ontario and Quebec. As a result, industries 
in these provinces account for more than 75Z 
of the total expenditures on containers. Howe-
ver, differences in the industrial structure 
of the various provinces lead to significant 
variations in the relative level of expenditu-
res. For example, close to three-quarter of 
the steel cans and boxes used by manufacturers 
were bought in Ontario. Although Quebec used 
one- quarter of all containers its share of 
non-corrugated boxes was more than 30Z while 
Atlantic Canada consumed close to 10Z of all 
glass containers. An overview of the geogra-
phical distribution can be seen in text table 
2.
