Esti.ates of SCG-based co..odlty data for 
1991 

Duo to budgetary limitations, commodity data 
were not collected for most industry in 1991. 
For that year commodity data exist only- for 
the Clothing Industries, the Transportation 
Equipment Industries and the Chemical and 
Chemical Products Industries, as well as for 
establishments located in the province of 
Quebec. 

In order to provide a context within which to 
view the 1992 data, SCG-based commodity 
values have been estimated for 1991. 

The value for any given SCG commodity is 
estimated at the establishment level by using 
a simple average of the share accounted for 
in 1990 and 1992 by that commodity within 
that establishment. The use of the two adjac-
ent years is permitted by the fact that broad 
commodity coverage occurred in both those 
years. The simple average is applied to the 
establishment's 1991 total. 

Hhere commodity data exist for only one of 
the two adjacent years (as, for example, in 
the case of new establishments), the commod-
ity share of the available year is used. 

('(hare commodity data exist in neither adjac-
ent year, but where commodity detail would 
have been collected in 1991, a balancing item 
(classified as "commodities, n.e.s") has been 
inserted in the 1991 file to make details add 
to totals. 

To demonstrate how values are estimated, con-
sider a hypothetical establishment responding 
to the container section of the question-
naire. Suppose that, in 1990, the establish-
ment reported that 20X of its total container 
usage was accounted for by bottles, 30% by 
steel drums and 50% by corrugated boxes. Also 
suppose that in 1992, these percentages had 
become 30Z, 50Z and 20Z. The simple averages 
are 25?., 40Z and 35Z. Finally, suppose that, 
in 1991, the establishment reported total 
container usage of $1 million. Therefore, 
according to the present methodology, the 
estimates for bottles, steel drums and corru-
gated boxes, respectively, would be $250,000, 
$400,000 and $350,000.

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These establishment-level estimates are then 
aggregated to the industry level. The corre-
sponding number of establishments is also 
calculated. 

There are several cautions which should be 
observed in using the resulting numbers. 

First, the estimates may not properly reflect 
any one-period fluctuations such as might 
accompany a sharp change in commodity prices. 

Second, because the mix of commodities is 
derived from adjacent years, product intro-
duction and withdrawal cannot be properly 
measured, either at the plant level or over-
all. For example, even if a commodity is not 
actually produced by a given establishment 
until 1992, it will nevertheless have values 
attributed to it in 1991 if the plant in 
question operated that year. 

Third, 	an 	implication of 	the imperfect 
measurement of product introduction and with-
drawal is that the number of different com-
modities being produced in 1991 will tend to 
be overestimated. To the extent that this 
occurs, the value of each individual commod-
ity will tend to be underestimated. 

Technical Notes 

The 1992 survey of manufactures included 
18,684 small business for which data on 
containers and other packaging supplies 
have not been collected.

Review 

Canadian manufacturing industries produce and 
use a wide range of containers and other 
packaging supplies. This range includes cor-
rugated, folding and set-up boxes, metal cans, 
plastic containers, bags and films, glass bot-
tles, paper bags, etc. 

In 1992, Canadian manufacturers used $5.7 
billion worth of containers and other pack-
aging. This represents a decrease of 3.3Z over 
the previous year. Although the size of the 
sample increased in 1992, the reported consum-
ption of containers and packaging materials is 
lower than last year because of a reduction of 
about 15Z of units survey in the Food, Bever-
age and Chemical and Chemical Products Indus-
tries. Due to the reduction of the sample in 
these major groups, all main types of contain-
ers registered a decrease. The largest de-
creases occurred in Glass containers (-14.6Z), 
Plastic containers and plastic packaging 
(-9.SX) and metal cans (-8.9Z). The trends for 
the most important types of containers is 
shown below (chart 1).

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The Food and Beverage major groups remained 
the most significant consumers of containers 
in 1992 using $2.2 billion and $1.1 billion 
respectively. Together, these two groups re-
presented about 60Z of the total usage by 
Canadian manufacturing industries while the 
Chemical and Chemical Products Industries used 
$731 million or 13Z. An analysis by major 
group of the 1992 decrease of 3.3% reveals 
that the major decreases came from the Food 
Industries which lost $109 million (-4.7Z), 
Beverage Industries which decreased $100 mil-
lion (-8.2Z) and the Chemical and Chemical 
Products Industries which . lost $68 million. 
Text Table I compares by major group the con-
sumption for the year 1986 to 1992.

Among the more important containers used by 
the Canadian manufacturing industries were: 
plastic containers and packaging and corrug-
ated boxes, both at $1.1 billion, metal cans 
at $866 million, folding boxes at $673 million 
and glass containers at $351 million.

The consumption of containers and packaging 
varies enormously from group to group. In 
1992, the beverage industries spent $1.1 bil-
lion on containers, 50% of their total cost 
of raw materials and supplies. The average 
amount of money spent by each establishment 
in this group reached $9.0 million. 

Industrial activity is highly concentrated in 
Ontario and Quebec. As a result, industries 
in these provinces account for more than 75Z 
of the total expenditures on containers. How-
ever, differences in the industrial structure 
of the various provinces lead to significant 
variations in the relative level of expendi-
tures. For example, close to 6OZ of the steel 
cans and boxes used by manufacturers were con-
sumed in Ontario. Although Quebec used one-
quarter of all containers its share of non-
corrugated boxes was more than 30Z while Brit-
ish Columbia consumed more than lOX of all 
glass containers. An overview of consumption 
of containers by region can be seen in Text 
Table III.

In 1992, the value of shipments of goods of 
own manufacture reported by all Canadian manu-
factures equalled $286.0 billion, an increase 
of 2.1Z from the $280.2 billion in 1991. For 
each dollar spent by Canadian manufacturers 
for materials and supplies in 1992, 3.5Z re- 
presented expenditures for 	containers and 
packaging materials.
