For statistical purpose, the industry titled 
Miucelianeous Metal Fabricating Industries (SIC. 309) 
in the 1970 Standard Industrial Classification covers 
the operations of establishments primarily engaged in 
manufacturing metal products not elsewhere classified, 
such an weather stripping, guns, collapsible tubes, 
machinery fittings, plumber's goods (including enamel- 
led plumbing fixtures), safes and vaults, and forgingu 
such as chain,, (except tire chains, see Industry 
No. 305 - Wire and Wire Products Manufacturer,), an-
chors and axles. Also included are establishments 
primarily engaged in fabricating bars and rods for 
reinforcing concrete. 

An analysis of the principal statistics for this 
industry indicates that the oslue of shipments of pro-
ducts of own manufacture increased by 8.63., the gross 
output by 10.6'l. and the total cost of materials used 
in products of own manufacture by 9.53.. The ratio of 
.ost of materials used to gross output was 47.57, and 
the ratio of value added to gross output was 51.33. in 
1972.

•. t,iblislunent - Sistallest operating unit capable of reporting certain 
input and output data; usually a plant or mill. 

Large Establishments 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally, consump. 
tion of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-company and 
intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture -- Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, returnable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transportation 
(bsit not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting Units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments 
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding 
and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments in tables on 
principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore valued at imputed 
charge to mine 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 
(a) Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of own 

manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and fiusished 
goods, less Cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

I Il Value added, total activity: Consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
.ictivity and (2) value added, non.manufacturing activity. The latter is 
,alculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-
manufacturing revenues or outputs; these commodity inputs are net of the 
change in inventories of goods psirchased for resale. Non-manufacturing 
revenues include depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force for 
own use, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-opciating 
revenue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported before 
deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all man-hours 
paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as bonuses, 
commissioiss, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, production and 
related workers classified to non-manufacturing activity include separately 
reported loggers, employees on construction for own rise: beginning with the 
1970 Census outside pieeeorkcrs formerly included for certain industncs are 
excluded from all employment totals and their remuneration treated as 
contract work done by others. Sales and distribution employees include all 
personnel charged to selling expense, certain livrrs, etc.
