2. Changes in Previous Censuses 

Readers interested in the effects of changes in 
concepts, coverage and methodology introduced from 
time to time to meet changing requirements are urged 
to read the "Notes to Users" in previous issues of this 
report. Of particular relevance are items 2, 3 and 4 
in the 1975 issue of this report: 

2. Deletion of establishments without employees. 

3. Effect of small-establishment reporting on fuel and 
electricity statistics. 

4. Changes in data on working owners and partners, 
and withdrawals. 

3. Change in Source of Data for Small Establishments 

Ifeginrung with the 19 70 Census, data used for 
small establishments are, with some exceptions, ob-
tained from administrative records of Revenue Canada, 
as provided for by legislation. These data are strictly 
confidential as regards particulars relating to specific 
individuals or businesses and are used only by Statistics 
Canada to produce aggregations or summary calcu- 
I at i otis. 

The definition of "small establishment" varies 
both by industry and province and is arrived at in 
consultation with provincial authorities with two basic 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response on small 
establishments by exempting them from the Census of 
Manufactures, and minimizing the loss of commodity 
detail collected from large establishments on the 
('ensus of Manufactures "long" questionnaire. 

4. Value of Production 

Users interested in obtaining the value of produc 
tion (manufacturing activity) can do so by adding cost 
of materials and supplies used (manufacturing activity), 
cost of fuel and electricity, and value added (manu-
facturing activity).

For statistical purposes the industry 
titled Miscellaneous Metal Fabricating In-
dustries (S.t.C. 309) in the 1970 Standard 
Industrial Classification covers the oper-
ations of establishments primarily engaged 
in manufacturing metal products not else- 
wre classified, such as weather stripping, 
us, collapsible tubes, machinery fittings, 
umber's goods (including enamelled plumb- 
ig fixtures), safes and vaults and forgings 
di as chains (except tire chains, see In- 
stry 305 - Wire and Wire Products Manufac-

turers), anchors and axles. Also included 
are establishments primarily engaged in fab-
ricating bars and rods for reinforcing con-
crete. 

Value of shipments and other revenue 
of this industry amounted to $1,088.7 million, 
and increase of $75.1 million (or 7.42) over 
1975. This amount included products of own 
manufacture valued at $994.6 million and non-
manufacturing revenue of $94.1 million.
