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1. Explanatory Notes 
"Explanatoiy Notes" on selected statistical terms 

may be found on the inside back cover. Detailed ex-
planations of these and other data items are con-
tained in the occasional publication, Concepts and 
Definitions of the Census of Manufactures, Catalogue 
31-528, which may be ordered from the Publications 
Distribution Unit, Statistics Canada, Ottawa, K I A 0T6

2. Increase in Effective Coverage 
Establishment counts for 1978 show substantial 

increases over 1977 figures for many industries, re-
flecting more complete coverage. There are also in-
creases in the numbers of working owners and partners 
for some industries. The larger number of establish-
ments covered this year results from a special project 
to identify establishments which had been unintention-
ally omitted in years prior to 1977. In practice most of 
the establishments birthed for 1978 as a result of this 
project proved to be small relative to known manu-
facturing establishments. Consequently, for most in-
dustries, these additional births have had little effect 
on principal statistics other than establishment counts. 
For further details of the effects on this industry, 
please see the industry analysis text of this publication. 

3. Small Establishment Data 
Please refer to Item 8 of the "Explanatory Notes" 

on the inside back cover for effects on the data of 
special definitions used for small establishments, such 
as the inclusion of the cost of fuel and electricity for 
small establishments in the statistic on the cost of 
materials and supplies used. These differences are the 
result of efforts to reduce the response burden on 
small establishments by simplifying the data collected 
for such units. Such efforts include an abbreviated 
questionnaire introduced in the 1970 Census and de-
signed to match as closely as possible the financial 
records of such units, followed by the use of data from 
administrative records instead of questionnaires for 
most small establishments, beginning with the 1976 
Census.

For statistical purposes the industry titled 
Miscellaneous Metal Fabricating Industries (S.I.C. 309) 
in the 1970 Standard Industrial Classification covers 
the operations of establishments primarily engaged in 
manufacturing metal products not elsewhere classified, 
such as weather stripping, guns, collapsible tubes, 
machinery fittings, plumber's goods (including ena-
melled plumbing fixtures), safes and vaults and for-
gings such as chains (except tire chains, see Industry 
305 - Wire and Wire Products Manufacturers), anchors 
and axles. Also included are establishments primarily 
engaged in fabricating bars and rods for reinforcing 
concrete. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture 
and amount received for work done ameunted to $1,221.1 
million in 1978, an increase of $188.0 million (or 3.91) 
over 1977. The special project undertaken to improve 
coverage of establishments (see Notes to Users) by 
identifying those which had been unintentionally omit-
ted in years prior to 1978, contributed $81.3 million 
in this increase. Principal atatistica representing 
these 67 establIshments are presented in the following 
Table:

An analysis of principal statistics for this in-
dustry shows that the value of production from manu-
facturing activity advanced 18.8% to $1,235.1 million 
in 1978 from $1,040.1 million in 1977. Non-manufactur-
ing activity, mainly in the form of shipments of goods 
purchased for resale in the same condition as purchased, 
generated revenues of $116.3 million, an increase of 
17.0% over the 1977 level of $99.4 million. In 1978,

Total labour cost i.e. sala-
ries and wages paid to non-manufacturing as well as 
manufacturing employees represented 25.1% of industry 
outputs from total activity, the same in 1977 was 25.9%. 

The input-output ratio (inputs of energy, raw 
materials, components and supplies, etc. to shipments 
of goods of own manufacture and other revenues) rela-
ting to manufacturing activity increased marginally 
to 50.5% in 1978 from 50.3% in 1977. Value added per 
manufacturing amployee showed a substantial advance 
from $29,123 in 1977 to $31,935 in 1978. 

Reviewing briefly data on shipments of goods of 
own manufacture, presented in Table 5 of this publica-
tion, shipments of "valves" increased 11.5% to $134.7 
million in 1978 from $116.4 million in 1977; 'steel 
forgings" dropped 1.4% to $85.1 million; "fabricated 
concrete reinforcing bar" and 'other fabricated struc-
tural products" registered increases of 6.0% and 23.9% 
respectively. Products under the hardware category 
all showed higher levels of shipments in 1978 compared 
to 1977. Among the products listed under "miscella-
neous" in Table 5, larger increases took place for 
"powder metallurgy products" (14.6%) and "solder-type 
fittings" (9.6%). 

Private and public investment data published in 
Statistics Canada Catalogue 61-205 provide a useful 
indication of the productive capacity development, as 
perceived by management, expressed in the form of their 
spending intentions. Figures in Table A below suggest 
that during 1979, expansion of productive capacity 
for the Misceilarn•'us Metal Fabricating Industry some-
what moderated to $62.0 million compared to the pre-
ceding year when such investment had reached $66.3 
million.

The Shipments, Inventories and Orders Section of 
the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division, Sta-
tistics Canada, publishes (see Catalogue 31-001) monthly 
projections of shipments by industry, which provides 
a useful indication of the current industry performance. 
According to this source, ohipments in 1979 posted an 
increase of 12.92 over 1978. Applying the same rate 
of growth to the value of shipments measured by the 
1978 Census of Manufactures, the shipments for 1979 
may be expected to be in the neighbourhood of $1,376 
million.

Prior to 
78, this was done on an estimated basis at the indi-

vidual commodity level; it is now done only at the 
establishment level. An industry level adjustment fac-
tor is shown in a footnote to Table 5 of this report. 

Some establishments report production rather than 
shipments of goods of own manufacture. Prior to 1978, 
such production figures were included without adjust-
ment in the industry's value of shipments of goods of 
own manufacture. To preserve the relationship between 
shipments, production and valua added, these respon-
dents' goods in process and finished goods inventories 
were omitted from Table 3 for the years 1975-1977, thus 
marginally understating inventories. Beginning with 
1978, Statistics Canada adjusts such production reports 
to a shipments basis by using the net change in these 
inventories. This adjustment is not made to reported 
production of individual cosmodities but is done only 
at the establishment level. A footnote to Table 6 of 
this report shows an industry-level adjustment factor 
to reconcile production to shipments. Accordingly, 
Table 3 for 1978 includes all inventories reported. 

Mditlonal principal statistics of individual 
industries for Canada and the provinces are published 
in Catalogue 31-203, Manufacturing Industries of Can-
ada: National and Provincial Areas, viz., numbers of 
male and female employees, and total activity data on 
cost of materials, supplies and goods for resale and 
value of shipments and other revenue. Principal sta-
