INThODUCTION 
	 IPrrRODIJCFION 

This industry includes establishments 
primarily engaged in manufacturing metal 
products not elsewhere classified, such as 
weather stripping, guns, collapsible tubes, 
machinery fittings, plumber's goods (includ-
ing enamelled plumbing fixtures), safes and 
vaults and forgings such as chains (except 
tire chains, see Industry No. 305 - Wire and 
Wire Products Manufacturers), anchors and 
axles. Also included are establishments 
primarily engaged in fabricating bars and 
rods for reinforcing concrete. 

The value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture increased 12.7% in 1980 to 
$1,534.4 million from $1,361.0 million in 
1979. Receipts from sales of selected major 
products of this industry were: valves, 
$204.1 million, up 15.3% from 1979; castings 
and forgings, $161.5 million, an increase of 
:1.7%; sanitary ware, $96.3 million, posted •  a 12.3% gain; plumber's brass and fixture 
trim, $63.8 million, up 4.4%. 

Value of production(1) advanced 11.3% in 
1980 to $1,547.2 million from $1,390.5 mil-
lion in the preceding year. Expenditures on 
inputs of energy and materials and supplies 
used in manufacturing operations totalled 
$780.9 million, up 7.8% from the 1979 figure 
of $724.4 million, The manufacturing input-
output ratio, therefore, declined from 52.1% 
in 1979 to 50.5% in 1980. 

Average annual wage for production and 
related workers was $15,675 in 1980, a gain 
of 13.9% over 1979. Hourly earnings for 
these employees averaged $7.45 compared to 
$6.69 in 1979, up 11.4%. Manufacturing wages 
represented 38.1% of the manufacturing 
census value added almost unchanged from

Some establishments report purchases of 
material inputs instead of materials used. 
Statistics Canada adjusts these purchases by 
the change in raw materials inventories to a 
value of materials used. Prior to 1978, this 
was done on an estimated basis at the in-
dividual commodity level; it is now done 
only at the establishment level. An indus-
try level adjustment factor is shown in 
Table 4 of this report. 

Some establishments report production 
rather than shipments of goods of own manu-
facture. Prior to 1978, such production 
figurers were included without adjustment in 
the industry's value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture. To preserve the rela-
tionship between shipments, production and 
value added, these respondents' goods in 
process and finished goods inventories were 
omitted from Table 3 for the years 1975-
1977, thus marginally understating inven-
tories. Beginning with 1978, Statistics 
Canada adjusts such production reports to a 
shipments basis by using the net change in 
these inventories. This adjustment is not 
made to reported production of individual 
commodities but is done only at the estab-
lishment level. Table 5 of this report shows 
an industry-level adjustment factor to 
reconcile production to shipments. 

The reporting period for the census of 
manufactures is the fiscal year ending as 
late as March 31 of the calendar year fol-
lowing the reference year or as early as 
April 1 of the reference year. Direct com-
parison of data from other series such as 
Employment, Earnings and Hours - generated 
by Labour Division of Statistics Canada or 
import-export data from the External Trade 
Division, which are calendar - year based 
aggregations, is therefore subject to cer-
tain qualifications. 

Current estimates of the value of ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture for 89 
industries and 20 industry groups are pub-
lished monthly in Inventories, Shlpnts and 
Orders in Manufacturing Industries, Stat is-
tics Canada Catalogue 31-001. These esti-
mates are available about six weeks after 
the reference month. Estimates from this 
monthly sample survey are adjusted to the 
annual census of manufactures data as they 
become available. According to this source, 
this industry has experienced a 12.5% in-
crease in its shipments in January-
September 1981 compared to a similar period 
of 1980. Assuming the same rate of growth, 
the 1961 census of manufactures shipments 
may be estimated at approximately $1,726 
million.

NOTES EXPLICATIVES 

Data are gathered on detailed question-
naires from all manufacturing establishments 
above minimum shipment sizes (set annually 
for each industry and each province) and all 
manufacturing establishments of multi-estab-
lishment companies. Other manufacturing 
establishments are surveyed by abbreviated 
'short forms questionnaires; or their fi-
nancial statements, supplied by them or ob-
tained from administrative records, are 
accepted. Beginning with 1976, administra-
tive records are the principal data source 
for theso sriiil establishments 

The main source of new establishments for 
inclusion in the cen8uS is applications for 
pay deduction accounts for income tax pur-
poses. Nonetheless, some owner-operated 
manufacturing businesses without pay deduc-
tion accounts are included also. Since in 
1972 Statistics Canada had to turn to this 
source for detecting new establishments, 
some technical difficulties led to a pro-
gressive undercoverage, mainly in respect of 
small businesses. A project to correct 
undercoverage resulted in the addition of 
some 3,800 establishments to the 1978 Census 
of Manufactures, accounting for 1.7% of the 
value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture. Nevertheless, some undercoverage, 
mostly of small businesses, may persist. 
The census total of employees in the manu-
facturing industries in 1978 was 0.7% below 
the independent estimate of the Labour Divi-
sion of Statistics Canada. However, differ-
ences between the two series must be ex-
pected because the latter is subject to 
sampling variability and because of minor 
differences in approach.

Le Recensement des manufactures est une en-
quête annuelle auprs des êtablissements qui 
s'occupent principalement de Is fabrication, de 
mme qu'auprès de leurs sieges sociaux, bureaux 
de vente et unites auxiliaires qui sont classes 
dana lee industries manufacturières.

Scope and Coverage of the Census 

The Census of Manufactures is an annual 
survey of establishments principally engaged 
in manufacturing, together with associated 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units classified to manufacturing indus-
tries. An establishment is the smallest 
operating unit capable of reporting a speci-
fied range of basic industrial statistics 
(essentially employment data and the ele-
ments of input and output necessary to cal-
culate census value added). In the census, 
it is usually a plant or mill.

Each establishment is classified in its 
entirety to the industry of its main activi-
ty, though it may also manufacture products 
characteristic of other industries. Many 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units are included in the establishment 
returns, but others are constituted as 
separate records because they are separately 
located or identifiable as distinct units. 
Head offices are classified to the company's 
main industry; sales offices and auxiliary 
units are treated likewise except when they 
constitute establishments in a non-manufac-
turing industry. 

Data are accepted for any fiscal year 
ending not earlier than April 1 of the re-
ference year nor later than March 31 of the 
following year. Identification of new es-
tablishments usually ceases June 1 of the 
reference year. 

Deletion of the Fuel and Electricity Table 

Detailed commodity data on "Purchased 
Fuel and Electricity Used" (previously Table 
4) have been deleted from this publication 
but will continue to be available by indus-
try in Consumption of Purchased Fuel and 
Electricity by the Manufacturing, Mining, 
Logging and Electric Power Industries, Cata-
logue 57-208. 

Non-comparability of Data 

For certain data items or statistics, 
totals which include large proportions of 
data from administrative records or "short 
forms" used for small establishments may be 
incomplete or definitionally not wholly com-
parable with other totals. No commodity 
output or input data are collected for such 
establishments. Certain conventions also 
apply to these small establishments: (1) 
cost of fuel and electricity and purchased 
services are included in cost of materials 
and supplies; (2) employee and man-hour data 
are imputed from payrolls; (3) all principal 
statistics except for numbers of working 
owners and partners are classified to manu-
facturing activity; (4) all inventories are 
classified as raw materials. The first con-
vention causes purchased services to be ex-
cluded from value added (consistent with 
National Accounts concepts), whereas they 
are included for large establishment data.

Items used in published tables. For detailed 
definitions and some qualifications to the 
preceding explanations, see Concepts and 
Definitions of the Census of Manufactures, 
Catalogue 31-528. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture. Represents the net selling value of 
shipments of goods produced by the reporting 
establishment or made under contract for it 
from its own materials. It excludes dis-
counts, returns, allowances, sales tax, 
excise taxes and duties, returnable contain-
ers, coon or contract carriers' charges 
for outward transportation (but not own car-
riers' delivery expenses). It includes reve-
nue from repairs and work done on materials 
owned by others, transfers to reporting 
units of the same firm, all exports, and the 
book value of own products shipped the first 
time on a rental basis. Included are con-
signment shipments to other countries, but 
domestic consignment shipments are included 
in inventory until sold. 

Cost of materials and supplies. Represents 
consumption of purchased items at laid-down 
cost, including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. It includes transfers 
from units of the same company and contract 
manufacturing done by others using materials 
owned by the respondent establishment. 

Value added - Manufacturing activity. Mea-
sures the value of net output as calculated 
by shipments of goods of own manufacture 
plus the net change in inventories of goods 
in process and finished goods, less the cost 
of materials, supplies, fuel and electricity 
purchased and used. It includes production 
subsidies, excludes indirect taxes, as 
applicable.

ceived. Total activity value added includes 
production subsidies, but excludes indirect 
taxes except property and business taxes. 

Working owners and partners. Include only 
those active in unincorporated businesses. 

Eaployees. Exclude working owners and part-
ners of unincorporated businesses, which are 
separately tabulated, and outside piece-
workers. Respondents are asked for average 
number employed during the year. Production 
and related workers in manufacturing acti-
vity include those at the establishment en-
gaged in processing, assembling, storing, 
inspecting, handling, packing, maintenance, 
repair, janitorial and watchmen services and 
working foremen. Administrative office and 
other non-manufacturing employees include 
all functions at head offices, sales offices 
and auxiliary units as well as cafeteria 
workers, research personnel, truck drivers, 
etc. 

Salaries and wages. These are compiled be-
fore deductions for income tax and employee-
paid portions of both employee benefits and 
social insurance. They include payments for 
regular work, overtime and paid leave as 
well as bonuses, commissions paid to regular 
employees, severance pay, etc. Withdrawals 
of working owners and partners of unincor-
porated businesses are excluded.
