FIRST QUARTER - 1970 - PREMIER TRINES ThE 

This is the first edition of the new expanded 
and bilingual Railway Freight Traffic publication. 
Cotmuencing with this issue railway freight traffic 
statistics will be shown for 320 coersodities based on 
the DBS Standard Couiisdity Classification (or S.C.C.) 
compared with 267 coninodities in the old series. This 
S.C.C. is also the basis of water transport and for-
eign trade coesnodity statistics and will be the basis 
used for a new survey of road transport traffic which 
is presently being developed. Thus the adoption of 
this 320-code series will greatly improve the compara-
bility between railway freight traffic statistics and 
these other series. 

The expansion to 320 conu,odtties has also per-
mitted the segregation for the first time of several 
counnoditien which are assuming greater economic sig-
nificance in Canada. These include potash, nickel 
ore, lignite coal, pulpwood chips, and piggyback 
trailer and container traffic. 

In addition to tonnage, this publication will, 
for the first time, show the number of carloads loaded 
:z each cossnodity.

I nd 2 cotmeon carrier railways operating in Canada. 
i:'cluded from this report are the statistics of Class 

md 4 roads whose traffic represents less than one 
per cent of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is only counted 
once to avoid duplication. 

Total revenue freight traffic carried by railways 
in Canada in the first quarter of 1970 totalled 
51,107,271 tons, up very slightly from 51,104,671 tons 
in the first quarter of 1969. On the basis of co,mnod-
ity groups, increases were recorded by Food, Feed, 
Beverages and Tobacco up 9.4 per cent to 7,508,779 
tons and by Fabricated Materials, Inedible up 0.6 per 
cent to 16,340,111 tons. Decreases were recorded by 
the remaining connnodity groups including the small 
Live Animals group down 25.7 per cent at 43,402 tons; 
Crude Materials, Inedible down 1.9 per cent at 
23,877,834 tons; End Products, Inedible down 9.3 per 
cent at 2,037,283 tons; Special Types of Traffic 
(piggyback, freight forwarder, etc.) down 0.1 per cent 
at 1,017,903 tons; and Non-carload Freight (L.C.L., 
express, etc.) down 15.3 per cent at 281,959 tons. 

On a provincial basis freight loadings posted 
major gains in Saskatchewan up 22.1 per cent; Yukon 
and Northwest Territories up 31.1 per cent; and Prince 
Edward Island up 13.1 per cent. Largest declines were 
recorded by Nova Scotia down 9.5 per cent and New 
Brunswick down 8.1 per cent.

Cette expansion 	320 classes a aussi permis, pour Is 
preniire Lois, d'isoler plusieurs merchandises qui jouent un 
role djprfafl5  croissants dana l'économie du Canada. Entre 
autres, il y a Is potasse, le minerai de nickel, le lignite et 
lea copeaux de bois pite, le trafic rail-route et le trafic 
conteneurs. 

En plus du tonnage, cette publication donnera pour Is 
premiere fois ie nombre de wagons complete de chaque merchan-
dise. 

Ce bulletin contient des details sue lea recettes tirées 
du trafic-marchandisea coninercial par 25 entreprises de trans-
port ferroviafre de ire at  2e  classe en activité au Canada. 
La statistique des entreprises de 3e  et  4e classe, dont le 
trafic represents moths de 1% de l'ensemble, eat exclue. Lea 
marchandises transportées par deux chemins de fer canadiens 
ou plus n'est comptée qu'une fois pour Cviter le double compte. 

La volume do trafic-marchandises coninercial des chemins 
de far a atteint 51,107,271 tonnes au cours du premier triuies-
tre de 1970, soit un peu plus qua pendant le premier tritnestre 
de 1969 (51,104,671 tonnes). En cc qui a trait aux groupes de 
merchandises, lea aliments, provendes, boissons at tabac Ont 
atteint 7,508,779 tonnes, soit une augmentation de 9.47,, at 
lea matieres travaillées non comestibles, 16,340,111 tonnes 
(+0.6 7,). Il y a eu diminutions dens lea autres groupes de 
merchandises: le groups des petits animaux vivants eat tombC 

43,402 tonnes (-25.7 7,), celui des matieres brutes non co-
mestibles, A 23,877,843 tonnes (-1.9 7.)  et celui des produits 
finis non comestibles 2,037,283 tonnes (-9.3 E); les genres 
particuliers de trafic (rail-route, transitaire, etc.) soot 
passes 1,017,903 tonnes (-0.1 i)  et les chargements incom-
plete (chargements de detail, messageries, etc.), 1 281,959 
tonnes (-15.3 7.). 

A l'échelon provincial, lea augmentations lea plus consi-
dCrables se sont produites en Saskatchewan (22.1 7.),  au Yukon 
et dens lea Territoires du Nord-Ouest (31.1 7,) et dans PIle-
du-Frince-douard (13.1 7,). La Nouve1le-cosse et le Nouveau-
Brunswick ont connu des diminutions de 9.5 7,  et 8.1 7. respec-
t ivement.
