This catalogue presents commodity and geographic 
details of revenue freight traffic carried by 25 Class 
1 and 2 couamn carrier railways operating in Canada. 
Excluded from this report are the statistics of Class 
3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less than one 
present of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is only counted 
once to avoid duplication. 

Condiry detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the DES Standard Connodity Classification 
which is also the basis for a number of other commodity 
series published by the Bureau. Ceographic detail 
includes loadings and unloadings for these 320 
cosinodities in each province and the territories. 

Total revenue freight traffic carried by railways 
in Canada during the second quarter of 1970 totalled

59,431,940 tons up 17.57. from the second quarter of 
1969. On the basis of conisodity groups, increases 
were shown by Crude Materials, Inedible up 30.37. to 
30,140,146 tons; Food, Feed, Beverages and Tobacco up 
19.3% to 8,718,486 tons; Special Types of Traffic 
(piggyback, freight forwarder, etc.) up 7.97. to 
1,140,343 tons and by Fabricated Materials, Inedible 
up 2.97. at 16,917,509 tons. Decreases were recorded 
by live animals down 24.3 7. to 37,641 tons; End 
Products, Inedible down 2.0% to 2,186,102 tons and by 
Non-carload Freight (L.C.L., express, etc.) down 22.6% 
to 291,713 tons. 

On a provincial basis freight loadings posted 
major gains in Newfoundland up 151.37.; Yukon and 
Northwest Territories up 71.7%, Saskatchewan up 30.47., 
Quebec up 27.6% and Alberta up 26.97.. The only 
declines were recorded by Nova Scotia down 12.97.; 
Prince Edward Island down 12.1% and by New Brunswick 
down 10.2%. 

It should be noted that the large increases noted 
above for Newfoundland, Quebec and for Crude Materials, 
Inedible reflect abnormally low iron ore loadings in 
1969 due to the strike at Quebec and Labrador iron mines 
in that year.

Par groupe de merchandises, lea augmenta-
tiona se repartissent de Is maniBre suivante; matiEres brutes, 
non coanestibles, 30,140,146 tonnes (+30.3%); aliments, pro-
vendes, boissons at tabac, 8,718,486 (+19.3%) transports spC-
ciaux (rail-route, maisons dexpédition, etc.), 1,140,343 
tonnes (+7.9%), demi-produits non comestibles, 16,917,509 
tonnes (+2.97.). II y a eu diminution pour les produits 
suivsnts: animaux vivants, 37,641 tonnes (-24.3%); produits 
finia, non comestibles, 2,186,102 tonnes (-2.07); et trafic 
des chargements de detail, 291,713 tonnes (-22.6%). 

A l'dchelle provinciale, las chargements de merchandises 
se sont accrus sensiblement E Terre-Neuve (+151.3%) au Yukon 
et dana lea Territoirea du Nord-Ouest (+71.7%), en Saskatchewan 
(+30.47), ao Québec (+27.6%) et en Alberta (+26.9%).
