THIRD QUARTER - 1970 - TR0ISIM1i TRI.MESTRE 

This catalogue presents commodity and geographic 
details of revenue freight traffic carried by 25 Class 
1 and 2 counion carrier railways operating in Canada. 
Excluded from this report are the statistics of Class 
3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less than one 
per cent of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is only counted 
once to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the Statistics Canada Standard Commodity 
Classification which is also the basis for a number of 
other commodity series published by the bureau. Geo-
graphic detail includes loadings and unloadinga for 
these 320 commodities in each province and the terri-
tories. 

Total revenue freight traffic carried as reported 
by these 25 railways for the third quarter of 1970 
totalled 60846,126 tons up 21.47, from the third quar-
ter of 1969. In terms of major commodity groups, in-
creases were recorded by Crude Materials, Inedible up 
32.47, to 33,276,280 tons; Food, Feed, Beverages and 
[obacco up 31.77. to 9,264,158 tons; Special Types of 
]'raffic (piggyback, freight forwarder, etc.) up 10.6'/, 
to 1,164,872 tons and by Fabricated Materials, Inedible 
p 3.77. at 15,123,248 tons. Decreases were recorded 
'v Non-Carload Freight (L.C.L., express, etc.) down 
12.57. to 333,682 tons; End Products, Inedible down 
11.97, to 1,635,992 tons and by Live Animals where a 
decline of 2.8% was recorded to 47,894 tons. 

On a provincial basis freight loadings showed 
major gains in Newfoundland up 177.47,; Alberta up 
41.17.; Québec up 26.6'/,; Manitoba up 26.1% and in 
Saskatchewan which was ahead 24.47.. The only decreases 
were posted by Prince Edward Island down 39.87.; Nova 
Scotia down 18.17, and by New Brunswick where loadings 
were lower by 8,07.. 

It should be noted that large increases recorded 
for Crude Materials, Inedible in Newfoundland and 
Quebec would reflect the abnormally low iron ore 
loadings in 1969 due to the strike at mines in Quebec 
and Labrador in that year.

Le volume du trafic merchandises commercial de ces 25 
entreprises ferrovtaires a dté do 60,846,126 tonnes au troisie-
me trimestre do 1970, soit 21.4 7, de plus qu'au troisilme tn-
mestre de 1969. Par groupe do marchandises les augmentations 
so rdpartissent de la maniere suivante matières brutes (non 
comestibles), 33,276,280 tonnes (+ 32.4 7,); aliments, proven-
des, boissons et tabac, 9,264,158 torines (-4- 31 7.);  transports 
spdciaux (rail-route, maisons dexpddition. etc.) 1,164,872 
tonnes (+ 10.6 7,); produits finis (non comestibles) 15,123,248 
tonnes (+ 3.7 7,). Il y a eu diminution pour les chargements
