This catalogue presents commodity and geographic 
details of revenue freight traffic carried by 25 Class 
1 and 2 common carrier railways operating in Canada. 
Excluded from this report are the statistics of Class 
3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less than one 
per cent of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is only counted 
once to avoid duplication. 

Conanodity detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the Statistics Canada Standard Commodity 
Classification which is also the basis for a number of 
other commodity series published by Statistics Canada. 
Geographic detail includes loadings and unloadings for 
these 320 comnodities in each province and the terri-
tories. 

Total revenue freight traffic carried as reported 
.v these 25 railways for the fourth quarter of 1970 
totalled 60,735,695 tons up 9.2 7. from the fourth quar- 

• 	rcr of 1969. In terms of major commodity groups, 
increases were recorded by Food, Feed, Beverages and 
iobacco up 29.8 7. to 9,462,473 tons; Special Types of 
rraffic (piggyback, freight forwarder, etc.) up 12.9 7, 
to 1,189,630; Crude Materials, Inedible up 10.5 7. to 
31,657,810 tons and by Fsbricated Materials, Inedible 
up 1.5 7. at 16,301,117 tons. Decreases were recorded 
by End Products, Inedible down 18.3 7, to 1,705,046 
tone; Live Animals down 17.9 7, to 85,490 tons and by 
Non-Carload Freight (L.C.L., express, etc.) where a 
decline of 12.8 7. was recorded to 334,129 tons. 

On a provincial basis freight loadings showed 
major gains in Saskatchewan up 46.6 7.; Alberta up 
31.2 7,; Yukon and Northwest Territories up 28.5 7,; 
Manitoba up 16.4 7,; British Columbia up 14.5 7,; Ontario 
13.0 7.; Newfoundland 6.7 7. and in Nova Scotia 2.3 7,. 
The only decreases were posted in Prince Edward Island 
down 41.8 7:,; Quebec down 13.7 7. and in New Brunswick 
where loadings were lower by 12.5 '1. 

It should be noted that a number of retroactive 
revisions to prior quarters were received from the 
railways, and have been applied to the cumulative 
figures herein. Accordingly the cumulative figures 
shown will not equal the sum of the four quarterly 
figures published in a number of cases.
