This catalogue presents commodity and geographic 
details of revenue freight traffic carried by 25 Class 
1 and 2 common carrier railway8 operating in Canada. 
Excluded from this report are the statistics of Class 
3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less than one 
percent of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is only counted 
once to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the Statitica Canada Standard Commodity Clas-
sification which is also the basis for a number of other 
commodity series published by Statistics Canada. Geo-
graphic detail includes loadings and unloadings for 
these 320 commoditieo in each province and the territo-
ries. 

Total revenue freight traffic carried as reported 
by these 25 railways rose 2.7 7, in the third quarter of 
1971 to 62,933,610 tons compared with 61,297,748 tons 

the third quarter of 1970. Major coimnodity groups 
wing increases included Food, Feed, Beverages and 
icco up 19.4 7. to 11,127,226 tons; Special Types of 
ftc (piggyback, freight forwarder, etc.) up 20.9 7. 
,616,183 tons; End Products, Inedible up 12.1 7. at 
3,043 tons; and Fabricated Materials, Inedible up 
7. at 15,428,423 tons. Decreases were recorded by 

Live Animals down 37.2 7. to 30,082 tons; Crude Materi-
ala, Inedible down 2.7 7. at 32,505,693 tons; and Non-
Carload Freight (L.C,L., Express, etc.) down 0.2 7,  at 
332,960 tons. 

Total revenue freight loaded within Canada came 
to 57,484,261 tons up 4.6 7. from the 1970 quarter. On 
a provincial basis loadings showed the atrongest gains 
in Saskatchewan up 40.8 7.; British Columbia up 24.1 7., 
Yukon and Northwest Territories up 15.3 7.; Manitoba up 
12.1 7,; Alberta up 11.3 7. and Prince Edward Island up 
10.5 7,.  The only decreases were recorded by Quebec 
down 8.9 7.; New Brunswick down 5.7 7. and Ontario which 
was lower by 5.4 7.. 

Cumulative figures for the first nine months of 
1971 show total tonnage carried up 1.77. at 175,273,626 
tons. 

A number of revised figures were received subse-
quent to the publication of the 1970 data. The 1970 
figures shown herein have been adjusted to reflect 
these revisions.
