This catalogue presents commodity and geographic 
details of revenue freight traffic carried by 25 Class 
1 and 2 common carrier railways operating in Canada. 
Excluded from this report are the statistics of Class 
3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less than one 
percent of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is only counted 
once to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the Statistics Canada Standard Commodity 
Classification which is also the basis for a number 
of other commodity series published by Statistics 
Canada. Geographic detail includes loadings and Un-
loadings for these 320 coudities in each province 
and the territories. 

Total revenue freight traffic carried as report-
ed by these 25 railways eased 0.7 '6 in the fourth 
quarter of 1971 to 60,527,233 tons from 60,944,859 
tons in the fourth quarter of 1970. Major commodity 
roups showing increases included Food, Feed, Bever-

iges and Tobacco up 16.7 7,; End Products, Inedible up 
8.0 7. (due mainly to auto industry traffic); Special 

lypes of Traffic (piggyback, freight forwarder, etc.) 
p 31.3 7, (due mainly to piggyback container traffic); 

and Non-Carload Shipments (LCL, express, etc.) up 
3.7 7.. Decreases were recorded by the large Crude 
Materials, Inedible category down 9.1 7.; Live Animals 
down 2.9 7. and Fabricated Materials, Inedible which 
eased 1.3 7.. 

On a provincial basis, loadings showed increases 
in Alberta up 15.8 7.; New Brunswick up 14.6 '6; 
Saskatchewan up 13.1 7.; Manitoba op 10.0 7. and the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories up 3.9 II. Decreases 
were recorded by Newfoundland and Quebec which were 
each lower by 6.3 '6; Prince Edward Island down 5.0 7.; 
Nova Scotia down 2.7 7,; Ontario down 1.1 7. and British 
Columbis with a marginal 0.9 7. decline. 

Cumulative figures show the year 1971 with a 
total of 235,800,859 tons carried, up 1.1 7 from the 
1970 total. It should be noted that due to certain 
revisions having been received too late for inclusion 
in the applicable quarter, these revisions have been 
applied directly to the cumulative figures with the 
result that the sum of the 4 quarters as published 
will not always add to the cumulative figures shown 
herein.
