This catalogue presents cmmnodity and geographic 
details of revenue freight traffic carried by 25 Class 
1 and 2 cmnon carrier railways operating in Canada. 
Excluded from this report are the statistics of Class 
3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less than one 
percent of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is only counted 
once to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the Statistics Canada Standard Commodity 
Classification which is also the basis for a number of 
other commodity series published by Statistics Canada. 
Geographic detail includes loadings and unloadings 
for these 320 cousnodities in each province and the 
territories. 

The railways surveyed carried a total of 62.7 
million tons of revenue freight during the three-month 
period of April, May and June 1972, an increase of 
1.7 7. over the prevTious year second quarter. As in 
the first three months of 1972 all major categories of 
commodities carried by rail, excepting crude materials, 
moved in greater volume. Live animals at 26.3 thousand 
tons rose 27.0 7.; Food, Feed and Beverages at 10.5 
million tons increased 16.8 5; Fabricated Materials at 
17.5 million tons was up 6.2 Z;  End Products at 2.5 
million increased 7.9 51; Special Traffic (piggyback, 
freight forwarder, etc.) at 1.9 million rose 26.3 51; 
and non-carload traffic (l.c.l., express, etc. at 356.3 
thousand tons was up 4.7 51. Crude Materials, the 
largest of the Commodity groups with shipments totalling 
30.0 million tons, declined 6.4 51 during the period 
under review. 
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SECOND QUARTER - 1972 - DEUXIkME TRIMESTRE 

La present bulletin contient is statistique détaillée, 
par merchandise et par region, du trafic merchandises consner-
cial de 25 entreprjses ferroviajres de 1Te  at de 2e classe 
en activité so Canada. La statistique des entreprises de 3e 
at de 4e classe, dont le trafic représente moms de 1 5, de 
l'ensemble du trafic ferroviaire, en est exclue. Afjn d'éviter 
le double einploi, lea marchandises acheminées par plus d'une 
entreprise ferroviaire canadienne ne sont colnptées qu'une fois. 

Le bulletin prdsente des donndes sur 320 marchandises 
claasees d'après Ia Classification type des merchandises de 
Statistique Canada, sur laquelle aont fondées egalement un 
certain nombre d'autres series sur lee merchandises qua 
publie Statistique Canada. Les donnCes gCographiques portent 
sur lea chargements et les dCchargements de ces 320 marchan-
dises dens chaque province et dens las territoires. 

Au coors du trimestre d'avril, mai et juin 1972, le 
volume total du trafic merchandises commercial dCclaré par las 
entreprises ferroviaires enquétees a atteint 62.7 millions de 
tonnes, soft 1.7 7. de plus qu'au deuxième trimestre de l'année 
précédente. Comae au premier trimestre de 1972, on a enregis-
tré une augmentation dane tous lee principaux groupes de 
merchandises, sauf dans les matires brutes. Le groupe des 
animaux vivants a augmenté de 27.0 7, pour atteindre 26.3 
milliera de tonnes et celui des aliments, provendes et bois-
Sons a augmenté de 16.8 51 pour atteindre lO. 5 millions de 
tonnes. A 17.5 millions de t000es, le tonnage des demi-produita 
a montci de 6.2 51; celui des produits finis a augmenté de 
7.9 51 pour passer 5 2.5 millions de tonnea. Les transports 
spéciaux (rail-route, trafic de8 maisons d'expédition, etc.) 
ont Cté de 1.9 million de tonnes (+ 26.3 7). La trafic des 
chargements de detail (tarif grande et petite vitesse) a 
connu une hausse de 4.7 7,  en peasant a 356.3 milliers de 
tonnes. Le groupe des matières brutea qui a'est affirmé le 
plus important avec ses livraisons de 30.0 millions de tonnes 
a connu une baisse de 6.4 51 au cours de Is période d'enquéte. 

Dane le cas des merchandises prises individuellement, le 
trafic des cCrdales, du charbon, du gypse et du bois de cons-
truction a augmenté considdrablement au cours de is période 
et le volume du trafic rail-route a continue de s'accroftre. 
On a observe des baisses importantes dens le cas du minersi 
de bauxite, des minerais et concentrCs de nickel-cuivre, du 
minerai de fey et du eel. 

Le volume total des merchandises payantes chargees sur 
wagons so Canada s'est dtabli 5 56.2 millions de tonnea au 
cours du deuxiême trimestre de 1972, ce qui repreaente une 
augmentation de 2.0 7,  par rapport S is méme pdriode on an 
plus tot. Au point de vue géographique, las chargements a 
l'ouest do Québec ont augmenté dens chacune des regions mdi-
quées, variant entre 51.8 51 au Manitoba et 0.3 7,  en Ontario. 
La Saskatchewan et lAlberta ont toutes deux connu une hausse 
de plus de 177 (17.6 7 et 17.37, respectivement) et lea 
chargements en Coiombie-Britsnnique ont augmenté de 10,3 51. 
Les Territoires du Nord-Ouest ont enregistre une augmentation 
de 16.9 7,.  Dans l'Est, on note one augmentation de 19.9 51 au 
Nouveau-Brunswick at de 4.0 7 dane l'tle-du-Prince-Edouard. 
A Terre-Neuve, le volume des chargements a diminuC de 9.8 7 
et en Nouvelle-cosse de 0.7 7, par rapport so même trimestre 
Pan dernier. 

On an individual commodity basis, movements of 
grain, coal, gypsum and lumber rose substantially 
during the period and piggyback traffic continued its 
upward tread. Significant declines were recorded in 
bauxite ore, nickel-copper ores and concentrates, iron 
ore and salt. 

Revenue freight loaded onto railway cars in 
Canada totalled 56.2 million tons during the second 
quarter of 1972, up 2.0 51 from the similar period a 
year earlier. Geographically, loadings west of Quebec 
were up in each of the areas shown, ranging from 
a high of 51.8 7. in Manitoba to a low of 0.3 7. in 
Ontario. Both Saskatchewan and Alberta showed increases 
of over 17.0 7, (17.6 7. and 17.3 51, respectively) and 
British Columbia's rail loadings were up 10.3 7,. The 
Territories recorded an increase of 16.9 51. In the 
East, New Brunswick rose 19.9 7,  and Prince Edward 
Island increased 4.0 7,. Rail loadings in Newfoundland 
declined 9,8 51 and those in Nova Scotia were off 0.7 51 
from the previous year quarter.
