THIRD QUARTER - 1972 - TROISIEME TRIMESTRE 

This catalogue presents commodity and geographic 
details of revenue freight traffic carried by 25 Class 
1 and 2 common carrier railways operating in Canada. 
Excluded from this report are the statistics of Class 
3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less than 1 7, 
of all rail movements. Freight interlined between two 
or more Canadian railways is only counted once to 
avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the Statistics Canada Standard Conmiodity 
Classification which is also the basis for a number of 
other commodity series published by Statistics Canada. 
Geographic detail includes loadings and unloadings for 
these 320 commodities in each province and the terri-
tories. 

Total revenue freight traffic handled by the 25 
reporting railways declined 11.0 7. in the third 
quarter of 1972 to 56.0 million tons from 62.9 mil-
lion in the same period of 1971. The 1972 drop was 
attributable to a strike at iron mines in Quebec and 
Labrador. 

Major coemiodity groups showing increases were 
Food, Feed and Beverages, up 5.8 Ii to 11.8 million 
tons, Special Types of Traffic (piggyback, freight 
:orwarder, etc.), up 24.9 Ii to 2.0 million tons, 

S ;n-Carload traffic (1.c.l., express, etc.), up 7.4 7, 
to 357.7 thousand tons, and Live Anlisala, up 16.7 % 
10 35,104 tons. A drop of 24.2 '/.waa recorded in the 

I rude Materials category where movements of iron 
were off by more than 8 million tons from the previous 
year quarter. Fabricated Materials and End Products 
were both down by just less than 1 7.. 

Total revenue freight loaded within Canada came 
to 50.5 million tons, down 12.2 	from the 1971 quar- 
ter. On a provincial basis loadings showed the hea-
viest losses in Newfoundland and Quebec where the iron 
ore strike toppled tonnages by 73.3 7, and 34.3 7., res-
pectively. Other declines occurred in New Brunswick, 
(down 0.1 7.) and Alberta, (down 3.3 7,). Gains were re-
gistered in the Territories where loadings increased 
by 20.5 7, to 299.5 thousand tons and both Prince 
Edward Is land and Nova Scotia showed increases of 
about 6 7, each. Loadings in Ontario were up 3.5 7. 
to 12.3 million tons; in Manitoba 7.8 7, to 3.2 million 
tons; and in Saskatchewan 5.1 	to 8.1 million tons. 
Railways loaded 7.0 Ii more tonnage in British Columbia 
during July, Auguat and September 1972 than in the 
previous year quarter. 

Cumulative figures for the first nine months of 
1972 indicate that the total tonnage of freight carried 
by rail was down 2.5 7, to 170.9 million tons.
