This catalogue presents commodity and geo. 
graphic details of revenue freight traffic carried by 
25 Class 1 and 2 con carrier railways operating in 
Canada. Excluded from this report are the statistics 
of Class 3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less 
than one percent of all rail movements. Freight 
interlined between two or more Canadian railways is 
only counted once to avoid duplication. 

Coimnodity detail is shown for 320 commodities 
based on the Statistics Canada Standard Conmiodity Clas-
sification which is also the basis for a number of 
other commodity series published by Statistics Canada. 
Geographic detail includes loadings and unloadings for 
these 320 coirodities in each province and the territo. 
rica. 

Recovering from a strike at iron mines in New-
foundland and Quebec, which adversely effected rail 
freight carryings in the third quarter, the total for 
the last three months of 1972 rose to 66.4 million 
tons. This represented an increase of 18.6 7. over 
the preceding quarter and was 9.8 7. above that of the 
same 1971 period. 

With the exception of Live Animals, all major 
'mmodity groups were carried in greater volume. 
pecial Traffic, including piggyback, freight fore- 

wirder etc., increased 19.8 7.; Non-Carload Shipments 
(l.c.1. express, etc.) were up 14.3%; Crude Materials 
rse 13.2 %; End Products increased 13.0 7.; Fabricated 
Cieria1a were up 6.6 %; and Food, Feed and Beverages 
rose 3.0 %. 

Total rail freight loadings within Canada were 
up 9.6 7. to 60.0 million tons in the quarter under 
review with only those in Newfoundland and The 
Territoriee showing declines. Loadings in Prince 
Edward Island rose 46.4 7.; British Columbia 32.6 'I,; 
Quebec 19.7 7.; Ontario 9.1 7,; Alberta 6.8 7.; Manitoba 
5.7 7,; Nova Scotia and New Brunswick each 2.8 'I.; and 
Saskatchewan 1.1 7.. Loadings in Newfoundland and The 
Territories were down 12.3 % and 8.3 %, respectively. 

Cumulative figures show the year 1972 with a total 
of 237.3 million tons carried, up 0.6 7, from the 1971 
total. 

Due to certain revisions having been received 
too late for inclusion in the applicable quarterly 
report, and subsequently applied directly to year- 
end figures, the sum of the four quarters as published 
may not add to the cumulative data appearing herein.
