FIRST QUARTER - 1973 - PREMIER TRIMESTRE 

Presented herein are revenue freight traffic 
statistics of 25 Class 1 and 2 common carrier railways 
operating in Canada, showing breakdowns by commodity 
groups and geographic areas. Excluded are statistics 
of Class 3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less 
than 1 '4 of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is counted once 
only to avoid duplication. 

Details are shown for 320 coimnodities based on 
Statistics Canadas' Standard Coeinodity Classification 
(S.C.C.). This classification is also the basis for 
a number of other cossodity series published by this 
bureau. Ceographic detail includes loadings and 
unloadinga in each province and the territories. 

A "common carrier' as referred to in this report 
is one which holds itself out to the general public 
to transport goods for compensation. 

A total of 60.1 million tons of revenue freight 
was handled by railways during the first three months 
of 1973. This represented an increase of 15.3 

. 

	

	over the 52.1 million tons carried in the correspon- 
ding 1972 quarter. 

Increased rail movements were recorded for each 
of the seven major coesnodity groups during the quar -
ter under review with percentage advances ranging 
from 10.6 7. for live animals to 33.5 7. for non-carload 
shipments. Fabricated materials were up 12.3 7.; food, 
feed and beverages rose 15.2 '4; crude materials in-
creased 15.5 7, end products were up 19.7 '4 and special 
types of traffic (piggyback, freight forwarder traffic, 
etc.) rose 30.4 7 over the 1972 quarter. 

Total revenue freight loaded in Canada amounted 
to 53.4 million tons in the first three months of 
1973, an increase of 14.8 7 over the year earlier 
period. The growth in loadings was shared by all 
provinces and the territories with rail traffic 
in Prince Edward Island showing the sharpest gain at 
45.3 7.. British Columbia recorded 31.1 '4 more 
loadings; New Brunswick 17.3 7.; Alberta 15.8 7,; 
Quebec 15.4 '4; Nova Scotia 14.0 '4; Newfoundland 13.6 '4; 
Saskatchewan 13.1 '4; Ontario 8.6 7,; Manitoba 6.2 7.; 
and Yukon and Northwest Territories combined 0.3 7,.
