Presented herein are revenue freight traffic sta-
tistics of 24 Class 1 and 2 common carrier railways 
operating in Canada, showing breakdowns by commodity 
groups and geographic areas. Excluded are statistics 
of Class 3 and 4 roads whose traffic represents less 
than 1% of all rail movements. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian railways is counted only 
once to avoid duplication. 

Details are shown for 320 commodIties based on 
Statistics Canada's Standard Commodity Classification 
(S.C.C.). This classification is also the basis for a 
number of other commodity series published by this bu-
reau. Ceographic detail includes loadings and unloa-
dingo in each province and the Territories. 

A "common carrier' as referred to in this report 
is one which holds itself out to the general public to 
transport goods for compensation.

Major commodity groups showing decreases were 
Liv. Animals, down 16.43, to 28,727 tons, Food, Feed, 
Beverages and Tobacco down 4.27. to 7.6 million tons, 
Crude Materials down 7.0'/. to 26.0 million tons, End Pro-
ducts down 0.97. to 2.7 million tons, Special Types of 
Traffic (piggyback, freight forwarder, etc.) down 3.03, 
to 2.3 million tons, and 'ion-Carload traffic (l.c.l. 
express, etc.) down 1.57, to 423,859 tons. The Fabrica-
ted Materials category rose 4.47. to 19.4 millIon tons. 

Total revenue freight loaded in Canada amounted to 
51.6 million tons in the first three months of 1974, a 
decrease of 3.57, from the first quarter of 1973. 

The largest percentage decrease, 30.97, occurred in 
Newfoundland due mainly to decline in iron ore shipments. 
Other declines were In Nova Scotia (down 11.27,), Ontario 
(down 0.17), British Columbia (down 10.57.) and the 
Territories (down 8.23,). Loadings were up in Prince 
Edward Island, up 743,  to 122,481 tons, New Brunswick up 
7.47. to 1.6 million tons, Quebec up 1.17, to 8.7 million 
tons, Manitoba up 12.77, to 2.1 million tons, Saskatchewan 
up 3.57. to 5.7 miLlion tons and Alberta up 0.17. to 6.1 
million tons.
