Revenue freight carried by the railways during 
the third quarter of 1974 totalled 71.2 million tons, 
a decrease of 2.1% from the 72.7 million tons of the 
preceding quarter and an increase of 14.4% over the 
62.3 million tons hauled in the third quarter of 1973 

Increased rail movements were recorded for each 
of the seven major commodity groups during the quart- 

. 	or under review when compared with the corresponding 
1973 quarter. Shipments of live animals more than 
tripled due primarily to increased movement of cattle 
and non-carload shipments (L.C.L., express, etc.) 
more than doubled. Increases in the other commodity 
groups were food, feed and beverages, up 9.4%; crude 
materials up 7.5%; fabricated materials up 25.7%; end 
products up 21.3% and special types of traffic (pig-
gyback, freight forwarder traffic, etc.) up 55.6%. 

Total revenue freight loaded in Canada amounted 
to 64.7 million tons during the third quarter of 1974 
an increase of 13.8% over the year earlier period. 
Loadings in Nova Scotia were up 10.1% to 2.6 million 
tons, Quebec up 8.02 to 16.4 million tons, Ontario up 
30.4% to 14.8 million tons, Manitoba up 2.6% to 2,4 
million tons, Saskatchewan up 9.42 to 6.6 million 
tons, Alberta up 26.6% to 6.1 million tons, British 
Columbia up 21.2% to 8.1 million tons and Yukon and 
Northwest Territories up 14.9% to 0.3 million tons. 
Percentage decreases in the other provinces were New-
foundland down 3.9%, Prince Edward Island down 24.22 
and New Brunswick down 30.1%. 

During the three months under review 6.5 mil-
lion tons of revenue freight were received from 
United States rail connections, an increase of 20.6% 
over the preceding year. 

During the first nine monthe of 1974 railways 
carried a total of 202.5 million tons of carload and 
non-carload freight, an increase of 4.5% over 1973.
