)URTH QUARTER - 1974 - QUATRIEME TRIMESTRE

Presented herein are revenue freight traffic sta-
tistics by commodity and by geographic area for 24 Class 
1 and 2 common carrier railways operating in Canada 
Excluded from this report are similar details relative 
to Class 3 and 4 railways whose movements account for 
less than 12 of all rail shipments. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian lines is counted once only 
to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 individual clas-
ses based on the Standard Commodity Classification of 
Statistics Canada. This Classification is also the 
basis for a number of other commodity series published 
by this bureau. The geographic breakdown includes load-
ings and unloadings of these 320 freight classes in each 
province and the Territories. 

A "common carrier" as referred to in this report 
is one which holds itself Out to the general public to 
transport goods for compensation. 

Figures preceded by a minus sign in the following 
tables result from adjustments or the overstatement of 
data referable to prior periods. 

Despite gains during the final three months of 
1974 in non-carload shipments, live animal movements, 
end products and special types of traffic (piggyback, 
etc.) total revenue freight carried by railways in 

lied 1.47 to 69 .' 	illiu ton, from 71.7 elI -- 

his was due mainly to a decline in iron ore carryings. 
Fewer shipments of wheat and other grains, as well as a 
decline in tonnages of fresh meats, contributed to an 
11.3% drop in the food, feed and beverages category 
which managed only 9.1 million tons In the quarter under 
review against 10.2 million tons a year earlier. Fab-
ricated materials at 113.1 million tons was down 1.92 
from 18.4 mIllion. 

Rail loadings of carload and non-carload revenue 
freight showed a fourth quarter drop in tonnage to 62.6 
million tons, a decline of 3.72 from 65.0 million tons 
in the corresponding 1973 period. Gains were recorded 
in Alberta (+ 7.22), Nova Scotia (+ 2.3%); and Ontario 
(+ 0.62) but offsetting traffic losses of 16.6% occurred 
in New Brunswick; 133% in Newfoundland; 12.7% in Prince 
Edward Island; 10.4% in British Columbia; 10.2% in 
Saskatchewan; 3.1% in Manitoba; 1.07 in The Territories; 
and 0.7% in (lucbec. 

Traffic received from United States rail connec-
tions at 6.6 million tons was slightly below (- 0.22) 
the previous year level.
