'rsnLed herein art rvelttn 	reight traffic sta- 
tistics by commodity and by geographic area for 24 
Class 1 and 2 common carrier railways operating in 
Canada. Excluded from this report are similar details 
relative to Class 3 and 4 railways whose movements ac-
count for less than 1% of all rail shipments. Freight 
interlined between two or more Canadian lines is counted 
once only to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 individual 
classes based on the Standard Commodity Classification 
of Statistics Canada. This Classification is also the 
basis for a number of other commodity series published 
by this bureau. The geographic breakdown includes load- 
ings and unloadings of these 320 freight classes in 
each province and the Territories. 

A 'common carrier' as referred to in this report 
is one which holds itself out to the general public to 
transport goods for compensation. 

Figures preceded by a minus sign in the following 
tables result from adjustments or the overstatement of 
data referable to prior periods. 

In the third quarter of 1975 railways operating 
in Canada carried 62.3 million tons of revenue freight, 
a decrease of 12.5% from the similar three month period 
of 1974. The current year figure comprIsed 57.4 mil-
ion tons loaded in Canada (down 11.37 from the preced- 

itl(:s S 	jiO 	, 	ttti1y itt Aluttti (u( 
4.9%) and the Territories (up 1.5%). The volume of rail 
traffic originated in the remaining provinces declined 
as follows: Newfoundland (-15.4%); Prince Edward Island 
(-6.7%); Nova Scotia (-9.9%); New Brunswick (-30.1%); 
Quebec (-14.9%); Ontario (-13.7%); Manitoba (-9.4%); 
Saskatchewan (-1.2%): and British Columbia (-15.3%). 

Of the seven major commodity groups reported only 
food, feed, beverages and tobacco and end products 
produced gains over the 1974 period. Live animals were 
down 2.6% mainly because of decreases in the volume of 
cattle loaded. Inedible crude materials were down 12.2% 
reflecting labour problems in the mining and forest 
products industries which adversely affected loadings of 
pulpwood logs, and chips, iron ore and coal. Signifi-
cant decreases in movements of lumber, woodpulp, news-
print paper and potash contributed to the 19.2% decline 
in fabricated materials. Special types of traffic drop-
ped sharply (30.61) due mainly to a reduction in freight 
forwarder and shipper association traffic and contain-
erized movements. Non-carload shipments (l.c.1. and 
express) fell by more than 50.0%. 

Rail freight traffic carried during the first nine 
months of 1975 aggregated 185.6 million tons, 8.31 below 
the 202.5 million tons hauled in the similar three 
quarters of 1974. 

Ce bulletin présente des statistiques, par groupe de mer-
chandises et par region, sur le trafic marchandises payantes 
pour 24 entreprises ferroviaires de 1ère  et 2e classe en ac-
tivité au Canada. Les donnécs sur les entreprises de 3e et de 
4e classe door le trafic represente moms de 1 1 de l'ensemble 
des expeditions ferroviaires ont été exclues. Afin d'éviter 
tout double compte, les marchandises acheminées par plus d'une 
entreprise ferroviaire canadienne n'ont été comptées qu'une 
fois.
