Class 1 and 2 common carrier railways operating in 
Canada. Excluded from this report are similar details 
relative to Class 3 and 4 railways whose movements ac-
count for less than 1% of all rail shipments. Freight 
interlined between two or more Canadian lines is counted 
once only to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 individual 
classes based on the Standard Commodity Classification 
of Statistics Canada. This Classification is also the 
basis for a number of other commodity series published 
by this bureau. The geographic breakdown includes load-
ings and unloadings of these 320 freight classes in 
each province and the Territories. 

A "common carrier as referred to in this report 
is one which holds itself Out to the general public to 
transport goods for compensation. 

Figures preceded by a minus sign in the following 
tables result from adjustments or the overstatement of 
data referable to prior periods. 

Revenue freight carried by rail within Canada 
during the final three months of 1975 totalled 62.9 
million tons, a decline of 6.3 million tons or 9.1% 
from the earlier year quarter. 

Of the seven major commodity groups only Live 
AilLmals and Food, Feed and Beverages rose in volume over 
Lv. 1974 level, with increases of 2.9% and 7.5, re- 

ctively. Non-carload shipments (1.c.1., express, 
it. .) continued the downward trend begun at the begin-
.ing of the year. dropping 60.9% in the period under 
r. view; Special Types of Traffic (piggyback, freight 
forwarder and mixed carload freight) fell 18.4% due 
mainly to a sharp decline in containerized movements; 
Fabricated Materials and Crude Materials, which were 
adversely affected by strikes in the forest products 
industry, were down 14.7% and 9.2%, respectively; and 
End Products were off 4.9%. 

A geographic breakdown of loadings in the 1975 
quarter showed increases in Newfoundland (20.1%), 
Saskatchewan (1.5%), British Columbia (0.5%) and The 
Territories (5.6%). Declines were recorded in the re-
maining provinces as follows: Nova Scotia 24.9%; 
Quebec 22.3%; New Brunswick 21.0%; Prince Edward 
Island 19.2%; Manitoba 13.7%; Ontario 12.2%; and 
Alberta 2.4%. 

Traffic received from United States connections 
in the three-month period under review dropped 20.7% 
to 5.3 million tons. 

Total revenue freight carried by rail in 1975 at 
248.9 millIon tons was down 8.1% from the preceding 
twelve months.
