Excluded from this report are similar details relative 
to Class 3 and 4 railways whose movements account for 
less than 1% of all rail shipments. Freight interlined 
between two or more Canadian lines is counted once only 
to avoid duplication. 

Commodity detail is shown for 320 Individual clas-
ses based on the Standard Commodity Classification of 
Statistics Canada. This Classification is also the 
basis for a number of other commodity series published 
by this bureau. The geographic breakdown includes load-
ings and unloadings of these 320 freight classes in 
each province and the territories. 

A "common carrier" as referred to in this report 
is one which holds itself out to the general public to 
transport goods for compensation. 

Figures preceded by a minus sign (-) in the fol-
lowing tables result from adjustments or the overstate-
ment of data referable to prior periods. 

The volume of rail freight carried in the third 
quarter of 1976 totalled 70.3 million tons. This rep-
resented an increase of 13.11 over the 62.2 million 
tons hauled in the same three month period of 1975. 
Traffic received from United States rail connections, 
included in the above totals, was up 4.5% to 5.2 mil- 
 iv f on.4 in the quarter under review. 

the seven major commodity groups under which 
ight is reported, increases were recorded in 

H 	u ing the current period. Food, feed, beverages 
'ad tobacco showed only a slight gain of 1.5% while 
crude materials rose 14.92. The latter category showed 
substantially heavier loadings of iron ore and pulpwood 
chips, both of which were carried at below normal levels 
in 1975 due to industrial labour problems. 

Fabricated materials at 16.6 million tons were up 
15.0%. Again commodities associated with the forest 
products industry, where prolonged strikes occurred in 
1975, were prominent among those registering increases. 
Potash carryings were also above earlier year levels. 
Special types of traffic (piggyback, freight forwarder 
and mixed carload) rose 43.7%; a gain almost entirely 
due to increased container - trailer movements. 

The commodity group recording the most significant 
decrease during the third quarter of 1976 was live ani-
mals which fell by 58.5%. Loadings of cattle alone 
dropped by more than 60%. Non-carload shipments of 
L.C.L. and express freight were down 22.3%. 

Total loadings in Canada (excluding receipts from 
United States rail) amounted to 65.2 million tons, an 
increase over July - September 1975 of 13.8%. Loadings 
on a regional basis showed improvements in Newfoundland, 
Ontario and Quebec and the four Western provinces. The 
maritimes (Prince Edward Island, Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick) and The Territories all registered third 
quarter 1976 losses in rail traffic.

Dana 1cm Territoires, oui le volume des marchandises chargées a 
diminué de 42.6 7,, le volume de minerals de cuivre, de p10mb 
et de zinc ainsi que d'amiante oat régressé sensiblement sur 
ceux do l'année précédente. 

Prince Edward Island, which suffered the heaviest 
loss in traffic during the latest period (-67.0%), 
bowed only 400 tons of potatoes loaded as against 
5,674 tons in the 1975 quarter. In the Territories, 
where loadings fell 42.6%, tonnages of copper, lead and 
zinc ores as well as asbestos were notably lower than 
the earlier year.
