TiiL 	'ublication presents revenue 
freight traffic statistics, by commodity and 
by geographic area, for 24 Class 1 and Class 
2 common carrier railways operating in Canada 
Excluded from this report are similar details 
of Class 3 and Class 4 railways whose ship-
ments account for less than 1% of total rail 
volume. Freight interlined between two or 
more Canadian lines is counted only once to 
avoid duplication. 

The commodity detail is shown for 320 
individual classes which are derived from the 
Standard Commodity Classification (SCC) of 
Statistics Canada. The SCC is the basis 
of commodity series published for water and 
road transport, imports, exports, manufactur-
ing materials used and shipments. 

The geographic breakdown covers loadings 
and unloadings in each province and in the 
territories. 

Tables have been added to this report 
commencing with the first quarter of 1977) 

. to show traffic information in metric measure 
ising the International System of Units (SI) 
this is the most modern version of the metric 
system and is supported by the International 
Bureau of Weights and Measures and the Stan-
dards Council of Canada. 

The statistics in this publication are 
aggregated and tabulated manually from hand-
produced returns and computerized printouts 
submitted by the carriers. The data are 
reported in short tons (as presented in Part 
I) and converted by Statistics Canada to 
metric tonnes in Part II. In producing metric 
tonnes, only the components within each clas-
sification category are converted. These are 
then added to "forc&' totals. Thus the latter 
may differ slightly with figures obtained by 
converting such totals separately.

The 
latter freight is included under various other 
cotmuodity groups according to the nature of 
the merchandise involved. 

Figures preceded by a minus sign (-) 
are to revise overstatements of data published 
previously. 

In undertaking long term analyses of 
rail freight commodity data using this series 
of reports (52-002 and 52-205) it should be 
noted that changes in the classification 
structure and in reporting practices occurred 
in 1970. In that year the new 320-item com-
modity system was introduced and, in an at-
tempt to improve the timeliness of these sta-
tistics, certain railways switched from a 
"received' 1  to a "forwarded t' basis of report-
ing. A more detailed explanation of these 
changes and their effect on the statistics 
appears in the 1970 publication. 

Conceots and Definitions 

Railways serving both Canadian and 
United States points treat the American por -
tion of their line as a United States rail 
connection for the purpose of these tabula-
tions. Thus freight crossing the Interna-
tional Boundary, whether from or to a non-
reporting United States railroad at that 
point, or carried by one of the respondents 
reporting in this series, appears as a re-
ceipt from or a delivery to a United States 
rail connection. Certain extensions of 
Canadian National and Canadian Pacific rail 
services in the United States (72 and 324 
miles, respectively, in 1976) are, for sta-
tistical purposes, considered part of Canadian 
operations and included herein. These mile-
ages include, for the most part, overhead 
movements (Canada to Canada through the United 
States) and short rail extensions across the 
border to connecting United States carriers. 

The terms used in the columnar headings 
throughout this publication reflect the fol-
lowing instructions to the railways.

STATISTICAL HIGHLIGHTS 

The volume of freight carried by rail 
in the third quarter of 1977 totalled 71.5 
million short tons, or 64.8 million t. This 
represented an increase of 1.6% over the 70.3 
million short tons (63.8 million t) hauled in 
the same three-month period of 1976. 

Of the seven major commodity groups 
under which rail freight is reported, in-
creases occurred In three during the latest 
period. The Food, Feed, Beverages and Tobacco 
category recorded the largest percentage gain,

A 33.97 decline in the volurin of barley 
handled was more than offset by a rise of 
50.5% in wheat carryings in the major varia-
tions in this commodity group. 

Fabricated Materials as a whole were up 
5.8% in the quarter under review with both 
potash and lumber contributing heavily to the 
increase. Non-carload shipments of less-than-
carload (1.c.l.) goods and small package 
freight showed a slight gain of 0.2%. 

The category registering the most sig-
nificant decrease in the quarter was Live 
Animals which fell by 41.3%. Loadings of cat-
tle alone were down 44.0%. The End Products 
category was off 13.3% as Motor Vehicle Parts 
were lower by 17.5%. Crude Materials, with 
traffic declines in iron ore and pulpwood 
chips, was down 2.2%. Special Types of Traf-
fic (piggyback, forwarder and similar traffic 
and mixed carload freight) was 3.7% below the 
1976 level. 

Freight loaded in Canada by railways 
(excluding receipts from United States con-
nections) totalled 66.5 million short tons, 
or 60.3 million t. This was an increase of 
2.0% over the July-September 1976 period. 
Loadings on a regional basis showed improve-
ments in Nova Scotia, (up 36.8%); The 
Territories, (up 32.4%); Saskatchewan, (up 
24.7%); Alberta, (up 6.7%); and New Brunswick, 
(up 1.1%). Newfoundland, (down 8.0%); Prince 
Edward Island, (down 36.6%); Quebec, (down 
2.2%); Ontario, (down 5.3%); Manitoba (down 
1.3%); and British Columbia, (down 1.1%) 
registered third quarter declines in tonnage 
loaded. 

Traffic received from the United States 
in the latest period was down 2.8% from the 
year previous.
