Historical 
In England express buainass has always been handled 

by the railway companies and package freight there which 
corresponds to express here is under the railway traffic 

department. However, on this continent the history of the 

organisation of the expres8 business dates back to 1859 

and was the result of the initiative of a former conductor 

and passenger clerk named Harndon, who advertised arrange-

ments to carry small parcels and packages between Boston 
and New York and attend to purchase of goods and the 
collection of drafts, notes and bills. Later Adams 

established service to the West Coast via Panama. The 

various pony express companies were grouped into the 

colorful Wells-Fargo Express Company in 1866. By 1900 
most of the American express business was dons by four 

large companies and in 1918 under Federal Control one 
operating unit, the American Railway Express Company, was 

formed • Whereas the United States express companies were 

started as concerns entirely distinct from the railroads, 

the Canadian companies were organised at first and remained 
as subsidiaries of the railway companies who owned their 

stock. 

The first express compsny in Canada was organised 
in 1865 and named the Canadian Express Company and all its 

capital stock was purchased in 1892 by the Grand Trunk 

Railway Company. The Dominion Express Company was in-

corporated in 1882, in trust for the Canadian Pacific. 

The Canadian Northern Express Company appeared in 1902 
and was acquired outright by the railway company in 1908. 
Several smaller companies also operated in Canada as well 

as the United States companies participating in the inter- 
national business between the two countries. The Canadian 

Express and Canadian Northern Express Coinpanias were 
merged in the Canadian National Express upon amalgamation

levels, usually equal to the first class freight rate, and 

were designed to cover the movement of perishables, such 

as milk, cream, butter, cheese, fruit, meat, fish and 

vegetables, etc. The basis of contract with other than 

the parent railway company was usually 50 p.c. of groes 

earnings obtained for the service on these lines. 

In 1919, a new rate syatem was established which 

grouped the country into three osin blocks or districts 

for express purposes and greatly simplified calculation 

of rates, particularly with a view to uniformity with the 

United States practice. The services offered by the 

express companies, other than transportation of goods, 

include custom brokerage, money orders, travellers' 

cheques, C.Q.D. cheques, telegraphic transfers, letters 

of credit and other services. Express rates have fluc-

tuated over the years and have been governed to some 

extent by the decisions of the Board of Transport 

Commissioners. 

More recently, express service has been offered by 

motor carriers and airlines and their annual statistics 

are included in Bureau reports under "Motor Carriers, 

Freight and Passenger" and "Civil Aviation" respectively. 

The airlines often utilize the pick-up and delivery 

facilities of the railway express corspanlee. 

Special exprers rates Issued to meet motor truck 

competition within Canada were Increased by 8 p.c. .1 fec-

tive October 11, 1949. 

1949 Operations

operating statistics of the express companies in Canada 

for 1949. The Canadian Pacific Express Company operates 

as a subsidiary company of the Canadian Pacific Railway 

and handles the express business of the parent company.

Only the net operating results of the 

Canadian Pacific Express Company are carried over into the 

income account of the Canadian Pacific Railway and employees, 

etc. are not duplicated for that company. 
The Railway Express Agency Inc. is owned by 70 Class 1 

U. S. railways and any net profits are apportioned according 

to the gross express revenues on lines party to the agency 
agreement. Any net revenue reported in Canada usually equals 

taxes. 
Gross receipts of express companies from operations 

during 1949 climbed to a new record of $51,966,290 compared 
with $46,809,112 in 1948, a gain of U p.c. or $5,157,178 and 

were nearly 2.7 times the 1939 gross of 19,410,091. 

Operating expenses and express privileges rose quite 
sharply with increased wage scales. Operating expenses 
totalled $32,385,223 compared with $30,398,053 one year 
earlier, while express privileges paid to carriers increased 

from $18,785,988 to $21,226,817. After all deductions, net
