The present report is a continuation of the 
annual issued since 1917 covering the operations of 
express companies uti1llng, for the most part, rail-
way facilities and closely allied to them. A short 
historical resume was given in the edition for 1949. 
The so-called express services offered by motor 
carriers and airlines are covered in the annual reports 
for these cerators, namely "Motor Carriers, Freight 
and Passengers" and 'Civil Aviation' but are not 
Beparable. Indeed, there is some overlapping as the 
airlines often utilize the pick-up and delivery 
facilities of the railway express companies, and ex-
press service to off-rail points is arranged through 
licenced motor-carriers. 

The tables which follow present the financial 
and operating statistics of express companies in 
Canada for the calendar year 1951. The Canadian 
Pacific Express Company operates as a subsidiary 
company of the Canadian Pacific Railway and handles 
the express business of the parent company. The 
express business for the Canadian National System 
and the Northern Alberta Railways is carried on by 
departments of these railways, but accounts are 
maintained separately and data are made available 
for this report. The Railway Express Agency 
operates mainly over the Canadian sections of United 
States railways, such as the Canada Southern (N.Y. 
Central), the Wabash and the PAre Marquette division 
of the Chesapeake and Ohio. There are thus only 
two express companies and two express departments 
of railways carrying on express business in Canada. 
Al]. statistics of the express departments of the 
Canadian National System and the Northern Alberta 
Railways are also included in the Bureau's annual 
report on steam railway statistics. Only the net 
operating results of the Canadian Pacific Express 
Company are carried over into the income account 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway and employees, etc. 
are not duplicated for that company. 

The Railway Express Agency Inc. is owned by 
70 Class 1 U.S. railways and any net profits are 
apportioned according to the gross express revenues 
on lines party to the agency agreement. Any net 
revenue reported in Canada usually equals taxes. 

Express rate increases are generally affected 
by advances in freight rates or parcel post rates. 
During 1951 increases were applied to special long 
distance and package rates on April 2nd, co-incident 
with a rise in parcel post, and on June 4th commodi-
ty rates on fish were raised upon authority of the 
Board of Transport Commissioners. Freight rates 
were accorded an interim increase of 12 p.c. on 
July 25th. 

The country is divided into three main blocks 
or districts for express purposes rhich greatly 
simplifies calculation of rates, particularly with 
a view to uniformity with the United States

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practice. The services offered by the express com-
panies, other than transportation of goods, include 
custom brokerage, money orders, travellers' cheques, 
C.O.D. cheques, telegraphic transfers, letters of 
credit and other services. Express rates have 
fluctuated over the years and have been governed to a 
considerable extent by the decisions of the Board of 
Transport Commissioners. 

Gross earnings of the four express companies 
during 1951 registered decided betterment over 1950, 
rising to a record of $60,423,503, an increase of 
$8,406,011 or 16.1 p.c. over the previous year and 
some 2.6 times the express earnings reported for 1941. 
Operating expenses were limited to an advance of 
$5,492,459 over 1950 to tota]. $38,374,128, up 16.7 p.c. 
while express privileges were reduced $518,792 from 
$21,355,956 in 1950 to $21,037,164. Commencing in 
1951 the Canadian National entered railway express 
privileges at substantially the net revenue from express 
transportation. The effect of this change from previous 
years is to put a more favourable light on this segment 
of their business. For example, in 1950 the C. N. Rail-
way-s had assessed its rail express privileges at 
$11,204,358 which on the new basis, despite heavier 
volume and increased rates, was reduced to $9,767,308 
in 1951. 

As a result, the net operating revenue of the 
industry for 1951 shows a credit of $1,012,211 
compared with debits of $2,220,155 in 1950 and $1,645,750 
in 1949. Taxes took 550,768 against $464,724 one 
year earlier with the jump mainly in Federal Income 
Ta.x. (Net revenues of the Railway Express Agency in 
Canada are tailored to equal taxes.) Net corporate 

income for three companies was shown as $615,027 for 
the year versus losses of $2,557,548 for 1950 and 
$1,633,038 in 1949 - both attributable to the Canadian 
National Express Co. financial accounting. 

Total investment in lands, buildings and equip-
ment was placed at $9,184,642 against $8,051,747 one 
year earlier with equipment up some $694,000. Finan-
cial pnpr handled during the year amounted to 
$169,347,028 compared with $152,164,206 in 1950, a gain 
of 11.3 p.c. Money orders and C.O.D. cheques were 
appreciably higher while travellers cheques were reduced. 

The Canadian National reported nearly 23,155,000 
express shipments handled during 1951, representing an 
increase of more than 5 p.c. cver the previous year. 
During the year Canadians had available express service 
over a land, sea and air distance of 57,355 miles 
compared with 55,580 miles one year earlier. Addition-
al service was provided in Newfoundland, Ontario, 
Manitoba and British Columbia. 

Enpioyinent in the industry was much better with 
9,610 lull-time employees against 8,974 in 1950 and 
8,809 in 1949. Total salaries and wages rose $4,411,975 
or 18.2 p.c. over 1950 to reach a record $28,607,463. 
The gain in employment was 7.1 p.c. and in average 
sarnings 10.4 p.c. In addition commissions paid to
